A SKETCH OP LIFE IN HOLLASU.
A correspondent of an English jour¬

nal pleasantly describes Amsterdam
and its people:
"The city Which lies nearly at the

south of tho Znyder-Zee, has direct
communication by sea with almost allthe provinces, ana thus she had becomethe mart for their produce long beforerailroads had introduced'a now means
oi communicatipn. which has not even
yet superseded the vast inter-com¬
munication by water, which existed inthis very extraordinary country, almostevery field of which maybe reached bywater, and the manure from the cities
is thus, at very slight cost, spread ove*the most distant holds. The largebargeswhich are UaeflifOr the sea voyage as
well as internal trade, carry about onehundred tons. They are rigged with
two masts, placed considerably apart;at sea. and sometimes inland or on the
rivers, they, use their sails. At othertimes they are propelled with longstraight poles, used by, the athleticboat-
men, whbi placing the end of the polesagainst their chests, and walking back¬ward; urge the boats Tdrwara .withconsiderable' speed. Inland, when
the sails cannot be used, they are
drawn bv men, or pomcjfimes women.Tho tow" ropo has a flat board, whichis placed over the chest, and thus theboat or barge is drawn along. Horses
are seldom UBed. Indeed, if one man
can pull one Of these boats along, itwould bo false economy to use a horse,which consumes asinnch food as seven
men to do the work. These boats, inorder to turn in a small space, and toafford considerable stowage, are built
very square at the bows; and they have
a very old fashioned 'look, but they do
a largo amount of work. Amsterdam
may bo said to be built in tho sea; allher buildings are raised on piles. ThePalace alone required 13,695. In pass¬ing, along through the city I noticed thefoundation which was being preparedlor a house. Two sets of men were en¬
gaged driving piles, while a third set,with a centrifugal pump, werepumpingout tho water, a very copious stream ofwhich was flowing from the pump.The pile driving was done with therudest machinery, such as would in
England be superseded with the winch
or steam engine. Here the object seemsto be to employ men, not to supersedetheir labor with machinery."The Protestant churches are rarelyopen except on Sundays, and even
then it is diflleult to get a seat. AtBerne I found, the church locked, nnd I
was refnsed admittance because I was
not there within a quarter of an hour
after tho service had begun. In
Amsterdam it was a little better. I wasallowed within the porch, but tho doors
admitting to the seats were all locked.Tho minister goes through his dutieslike a lesson of which he wishes to getrid; and as ho does not like to be dis¬turbed, those who come lato are locked
out. Tho churches are provided, withlarge, heavy, ponderous-looking Bibles,fastened with two imposing clasps..The catechism and prayersare placed atthe end Instead of tho beginning."They do not allow families to sit to¬
gether in pews; all the women ure
placed in the centre of the church and
the men at each side. The men wear
their hats even during the service, nndneither men nor women stand up dur¬
ingthe singing of the psalms, which oc¬
curs three times in the service, and col¬
lections are made during the sennon..
The collectors have Implements like
landing-nets, with long handles; the
net is lined with black velvet. These
bags are poked in succession under
each person's nose,to receive the contri¬bution. Two collections were made on
Sundav morning. What their objectwas I did not learn, save that one set ofthe bags was marked with a K, and theothers were plain. Most of the congre¬gation put something into each. Theclergymen was supplied with water,and he paused frequently in discourse
to moisten his lips and throat.a verynecessary precaution in UBingrsucli a
guttural language as the Dutch.
"I found the Crystal Palace open on

Sunday evening, and a band engaged in
its weekly concert. The building,which would hardly be missed out ofthat of Sydenham, is simply a Iar^econcert hall, with a few flower beds init. Thecompany which numbered eightthousand, wereseatedingroupsatsmailtables, where they had tea, coffee, wine,Ac., or strolling about the hall of theadjacent ground. The building was litwith gas, and thronged-with people of
all classes. The charge for admission
was sixty cents (tenpence.)"The lair at Amsterdam has attract¬ed all the movable theatres and othersimilar amusements. The tables are
decked out with provisions of variouskinds. Vast masses of the people, allsober, all well conducted, are movingabout. In onespot isaFrench kitchen;the cooks are working in public; it isall well lit up. Adjoining the cooking-room are alcoves shut off by curtains,Where visitors, pan taste the quickly-coolced viands." One orthe most amus¬
ing spectacles is tho manufacturing ofpancakes, or fritters; it is carried on inthe open air. Upon a large brazier,about three feet by four ifeet. Is placed aplate Of copper, closely indented withlittle saucers about three inches in di¬ameter, and placed In rows. Two wo¬
men sit on high chairs, oach having a
largebowl of natter on the left hand; along-handled timber spoon is usedwith the right band to jerk a spoonfulof batter into each of the cups; whichhave already been greased. Here itfries for a few momenta until an atten¬dant reverses it with along fork. Theyare then quickly gathered up with afork, and taken away to be eaten. Thejerking of the batter never stops; as
soon as the woman has got to one endof her space it is time to begin again..The whole proceeding is indeed veryfunny. These fairs are a sortof satur¬nalia. They occur annually,'and arethe means by which a very staid peoplethrow off some of their pent-np anima¬tion. They are mostly lenjOtfed by themiddle ana lower classes. Ail servantsconsider they have a prescriptive rightto the enjoyment of the fair, which lasts
a fortnight. If anyofthe better classesvisit the spots where it is held theyneverjoin in the sport.. Sometimes par¬ties of a dozen young men and younggirls join in a band and march where-
ever they choose, singing and dancingas they go. The peculiar costumes ofthe Dutch women are to beseen in greatvariety. That of Noord Brabant,which consists of a cap fitting tightover the forehead, but large over the
back, and with a deep curtain or fringecomingdowh over the shoulders, has a
very pretty effect. Tfce. moat curiousheaddresses are those of North and
Sonth Holland, in which a rich goldband is worn across the forehead,and in some cases small -ornaments,like winkers, at each side. T**esetowels, which are very costly, descend
from mother to daughter, andare much
orized. The hat or bonnet, I hardlyknow which fo call it, is also very pe¬culiar in Its shape. As each provincehas its own head-dress, the fair presents
features ofvmst v.riety. The Dutch
women teem to cherish.:their.fanner
custom* and traditions, and its not
given to ohange. They are a well made
and well-ioolung race. The Dutcl» are
a sober, industrious people, and very

Tar and Fen1 faera.
A few weeks ago, some of the young

"bloods" at Raleigh sent a note to the
anti-slavery correspondent of a New
York paper stationed there, informing
him that unless he refrained from such
and such a course they would adminis¬
ter a coat of tar and feathers to him.
Not long since the editor ofthe Jackson
(Miss.) iWtr.f expressed the opinion that
Maj. Barnes land Lieut. Ralph, pf the
Fiftieth Colored Regiment, richly meri¬
ted an application of tar and feathers,
for having advised the negroes to de¬
fend themselves if assailed by the
whites. The News addedz "Wehave a
"right, and will,use it, ofdrumming out" or our country every Northern emts-
"sary who is so lost to honor and the" interests of onr people as to instigate"warfareand incendiarism between the
'whites and the blacks. These creatures,"when they so far forget themselves as" to stir up discord between the people,"deserve the fate of the mad dog.'*One or two otherSouthern journals, weobserve, have likewise recommended
the revival of the tar and feather cus¬
tom for the Yankees among them.
Now, the restored insurgents maycall Uncle Sam's soldiers "emissaries,''"incendiaries," or what not, bnt so

long as they manifest such an unfriend¬
ly disposition toward Northerners, andtalk about taking justice into their
own hands, the General Government
will continue to quarter the blue coats
among them in order to maintain law
and order. The result of the fouryears'struggle has settled one question defini¬
tely,andthat is]that an American citizen
must he guaranteed his rights South as
well as North. The sooner our "repen¬tant brethren" understand this ana act
accordingly, the better will it be for all
parties.
The New York J*oat ridicules the an¬

nouncement that "bridal chambers,"
and other ^extravagances, such as fres_
coed ceilings, sumptuous tapestries,etc.,
are about to be introduced into some of
the Northern cars. It says: "Bridal
chambers are disgusting enough in
hotels and Bteamboats, where they have

'damages,' thatthey canafiford to throw
it away in this silly ostentation, in
which ill-breeding unites to produce at
best only a shabby gentility."
