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Lands.
As connected with what wo have been

saying recently on the subject or a gen-
era] re-valuation ol real estate, we desire
to tiring to the attention of the Legisla¬
ture elect, sotne teaulu to he aimed at
more remote bat not leas Important than
those hitherto pointed out.

It is but a temperate expression ofthe
fact, to say that West Virginia haa been
from its earliest settlement in the old
State down to the present hour or lis
existence as a separate State, snblccted
to the. evils or a land monopoly. This
in part grew out of the Virginia laud
system, which yet prevails in the old
. tate. Under it any one could pur¬
chase at the Virginia Land Office an
unlimited amount or land scrip for two
cents an acre, and the payment of tri¬
fling office fees; and this scrip entitled
the possessor to enter any unappropria¬
ted land in the State. A great deal of
it was issued to officers of theartny and
navy, who had "done the State some
service." This system resulted, as
might have been expected, in covering
a good deal or territory with titles two
or three deep, and led to great confusion
and contention. Time, however, set¬
tles laud titles, as it does many other
things. Hundreds or squatters have
carved out little rarms and bold them
by right of possession in spiteorpatents
held by the large landed proprietors in
the Southern lialr or the State; Lut in
general the land in that section or the
State is held in large bodies,.rang¬
ing in area from 1,000 to IUO.OOO acres.
In the counties south or the I'arkers-
burg Branch Railroad, hundreds or
thousands or acres or the tinest wild
lands in this or any other State are held
in large bodies by speculators who live
in Boston, New York, Philadelphia,
Baltimore, and other Eastern and
Northern cities. Valued as these lands
are on the assessor's books at a few
cents tier acre, and costing the owners
even less than this valuation, they find
it a very promising speculation to hold
them for an advance. These lands
comprise some or the best, mineral,
timber and agricultural acres in the
State; hut for all benefit derived from
them by the |»«>ple of the State, they
might its well bea Sahara. Looking to a
not very far distant period, when thev
expect these lands to command five or
ten times their present value, these
speculators retime to sell atony chris¬
tian price, or to sell at all in small
areaH.
Kven in the older settled and ful I-

vated portions of the state the monopo-
y or tho land exists in an only modi¬
fied form. Small farms are the excep¬
tion. Men hold 1(100 ocres, nnd do not
decently cultivate SO; while others who
cou.d and would cultivate it, offer these
dog-in-the-manger proprietors tloublo
and triple its value in vain. They, too
refuse to sell their surplus land because!
like the speculators in wild lands, they
think there is speculation in holding it.
Like the fool in the fable, nil these men
kill tile goose that lays the golden eggs.Until population comes in Irom other
Slates, and brings with it capital, in¬
dustry and enterprise, and developesthe agricultural and mineral resources
of the state, this wonderful enhance¬
ment In the value of lands Is purely
Imaginary, speculative, and fictitious.
II these auxiliaries to true greatness nnd
l imine prosperity are to be repulsed

,

u P"lic.v as narrow and sliort-sight-
"d as lt is selfish, our land speculators
"111 nnd they have over-reached them¬
selves. nnd sacrificed their golden pros¬
pects to their greed; and the State, sur-
fering In all its interests, must continue
to plod on in it* poverty stricken tor¬
pidity, till in some more propitious
future the hand of intelligent liberalityshall wake its slumbering greatness itv
to lift*.
However unfortunate as to public

policy this monopoly or the soil has
been and always will bo found to be,
there is no adequate remedy for it. Un¬
der the law every mau hns'theabsolute
right to do as ho pleases with what is
legally his own. Whilethis is true, the
policy or tho State ought as far as pos¬
sible discourage Ibis mistaken selfish¬
ness. We cannot get population rrom
abroad unless wo offer that population
an Interest in the soil. We caunot cre¬
ate and maintain an efficient system or
free public instruction without great
additions to our population; and with¬
out such a system we cannot have
general intelligence; nor without that

.K."J",VVhOWn ttuma columns
that \\ est ^ irginia lands pay less than
half the light taxation levied bv the"
State on other property. It i.
because they pay so little ,h»t
tho owners ran afford to hold them
for speculation.
Hundreds of thousands or acres or

wildlundsdo not pay one-rourth, and
some not one-tenth whrt they should.
In Wyoming county a million and a
half acres are taxed on an average val-
ue of eleven centa per acre. The wild
lands, there, owned by citizens of other
States, aro probably not rated higher
than six or seven cents. In all the coun¬
ties, such as Boone. Kaleigh, McDowell
Logan, Wayne. Cabell, Itandolpb, 4c|
in which wild lands are owned by non-1
residents, those lands are taxed at very
low figures, for tho averages are gen-
orally much below one dollar; and tho
wild lands were the bottom figures in
making np the averages. Yet In n hair
doien years all the wild lands in the
State would be taken up by actual set¬
tlers, in fifty or one hundred acre farms,
r^ed"value.l° "mM ,helr »»*«««

Suppose, then, the I-egislature should
order all the lands in the State to be i
valued for taxation at what men are
ready aud willing to pay for tliem?:
This is the inode of valuing all other
property; amllhemoderequired bv the
Constitution to make taxatiou "equal
and uniform." The result would be
that the northern and eastern specula¬
tor* in West Virginia wild lands would
have their just proportion or taxvsto
pay to thia Slate; and that just propor¬
tion being five times or ten times as
great as the sums they have heretofore
paid and now pay, the moat of them
would be glad to sellout their lands for
such prices aa thoy would command
Wo have uo doubt thatmany a resident
land speculator would bo driven to do!
theaame. We know plenty of them who,
barely make enough on the few acres:
they hair cultivate to pay the tax on

the hundreds or thousands they do^otT
cultivate at all and refuse to let others
cultivate. And that loo when they pav
but half the Uu the State is entitled to.
Require them to pay the full tax, and
they will be compelled to sell a part of
their surplus land to do it. And would
the State suffer, if some honest, Indus¬
trious and intelligent German farmer
should happen to buy thut surplus, and
in a few years convert the unbroken
forest or the old brier-fields into a gar¬
den spot of beauty and productiveness,
covered with vineyards and fruits and
grain, worth ten times what it was be-
lore and paying that proportion of tax¬
es to the State T
If our State Legislature cannot dis¬

criminate against these land sharks, (of
whatever grade), wo pray that it be al¬
lowed no longer to discriminate in
their favor and against other interests
and classes.
Against the enormous evils that fol-

low in the train of this monopoly of the
soil which holds so great n portion of
the State in its blind, greedy sn.l re¬
lentless grnsp, legislation cannot ade¬
quately protect and foeter our public
interests under the existing organic
law; but so far as it can mitigate these
ovils by doing justice under that or-

Having a realizing
sense thutthe unnatural rebellion was
neur its close, und being most of the
time away from Washington, where he
hud passed through such conflicts of
mind during the last four years.feeling
so encouraged, he freely gave vent to his
cheerfulness. Down the Potomac, he
was almost boyish in his mirth, and re¬
minded me of his original nature, as I
remembered him in our own home, free
from care, surrounded by those he
loved.
"That terrible Friday, I never saw

him so supremely cheerful. His man¬
ner was even playful. At three o'clock
he drove out with mo in the open car¬
riage. Tn starting, I asked him if any
one should accompany us ? He imme¬
