Sald an intelligent gentleman from the
interior to us a few days sines, speak-
ing of this very subject: *I have one
of these Dixie boys from the Valley
working for me, and Ldo say that for
handling a tenm, and for every kind of
work nbout o farmi, he is the best hand
1 over hud." A nelghbor of the same
guentleman has one on his farny, and s
wqually noqualified in praising his
ol qualities. OF all things else in
West Virginin, wo need Inbor; we want
men who are willing to work, whether
the Almighty hns given them white
akins or doark ones, These refugees
cheorfally take their plnoes as Inborors
whoerever there is labor for them to do:
onuld if thoy perform the work the com-
munity #0 much nesds, lot thom be
paill.  Every human creature hns the
inaliennble right to the produects of his
Inbor, Even these froedmen, who have
all their lives been denied this righe,
ennnot reasonably be expocted to b
industrions and useful men unless they
have the seourity of just luws, that the
wages for which they stipuluate to labor
will be paid. There are plenty of white
scoundrels, having hearts blacker than
the skins of these unprotected negroes,
who as the law now is, take ndvantage
of their helpless condition to cheat tham
out of their wages when earned,

Justice and  sound  policy go to-
gether in  this mstter. I we on-
vourage this class of persons (o be
onergotic and industrious, by nssur-
ing them of the fruits of their indostry,
they will constitute an eloment of pros-
perity and strength. I we do not wa
My expect that they will be vagnbonds.
Even as it is now, there aro relatively
fower black vagabonds among us than
white ones, athough the Intter possoss
every mdvantage with which absolute
equality before the Inw can endow thens.

Bestdes, let us consider that these
freedmen are now cltizens of the United
States, Our Constitution declares thut
cltizens of the United States nre citizens
of the State if they reside in it As apel
they have the same rights here as white
cilizens, Oneof those rights is protee-
tion in the enjoyment of the fruits of
honest Inbor—the right to enforee con-
tracts and to testify in the courtsof jus-
tice. Even the States that have been in
rebellion are concading these rights.—
How long will West Virgiola deny

them.

As to the privilege of suffrage, we do
not say that itought now 1o be conferred
upon colored citizens.
