estublish unquestionable loyalty in

¢y. He was willing to vote for the ad-
mission of Tennessee and Arkansas at
any time when the Committee gball
submit the question to. the House, un-
less unexpected developmonts should

show these States unqualified for such
‘admission.

He proceeded ina liberal
nnd temperate, yet firm view to ndvo-
ento o distinet manifestation of loyalty
as the clilef ‘requisite of reconstruction
of the States, nod said their representa-
tives sent here must be loyal men, who
can take the oath requ of members

of Con,

Mr. f’llulls. of Ohio, next addressed
the House. In'the npuulug of his re-
marks he nllnded to the amendments
of the Constitution, and declared that
it needed modification ns the nation
progressod, though the progress of the
country could  mot restricted
even If tho constitution was amended.
The constitution was the result of the
ideas of mpre than e ]Elh!, yenrs, whlla
the' constitution of [.F nid was the
| outgrowth of a thousand years. While
the democrats’ were in power they de-
llhomtelr perverted- the conatitution to

iphold the interests of slavery. Ha

The evil
of the compromises with slayery were
now apparent. ‘The agitution of the ne-
gro question on the democratic side
Rorvet nnlr ‘the interesis of Pulmeul
men.

contrnction. How farthis surmise mn
