Testimony of n Kcntaeky Soldier.
We yesterday quoted from a speech

of Hon. J. L. Thomas, of Maryland,
delivered at Carrollton, in that State.
In that speech allusion was made to "a

gallant soldier of Kentucky," who was

present and could speak for himself,
concerning the operation of a "concilia¬
tory" policy in that State. That sol¬
dier was Colonel McKee, and here are

some of the sober truths uttered by
him;:
The last armed host of the rebellion

almost a yeSr ago fell before the gallant
advance of the federal army, led by its
great leaders. Then had there been a

proper course pursued, had the Amer¬
ican people and the heads of the Gov¬
ernment realized the great fact that the
foe we bad conquered in the field were
only subdued by arms, wo migiit have
finished the victory ut once. But a mis¬
take was committed. In the language
of the President of the United Suites,
"mercy to those misguided men who
led those terrible onslaughts against
liberty has proved, in my Judgment,
treason to the State." Through a mis¬
guided philanthropy; through tbatgreat
leniency Which lillsthe hearts ofAmer¬
icans to forgive the past, we find our¬
selves to-day with our country agitated
almost to as great an extent as it was
when we were piuuged in the .midst of
war. We find to-day, not what we
found one year ago, a people only, ask¬
ing that their lives might be spared,
and that they might be allowed to pur¬
sue their avocations, under whatever
laws we, who were victors, might pre¬
scribe for tbeirgoverntnent; but wo find
an arrogant party of men, who have
committed treason* with the Govern¬
ment again turned over into their
hands. Therefore, I say I am still in
the field, and, for one, if I am asked
again to trust the reins of Government
in their hands, no matter who may fal¬
ter in the contest, my-voice will over be
heard against it. [Immense applause.]
I don't desire vengeance. I simply ask
that justice may be done. Like the
President of the. United Slates, I con¬

sider treason to be the greatest ot
crimes.one deserving the severest pun¬
ishment, that the people of this land
should be taught a lesson, and that
treason should be made odious forever.
I Was raised in ft country lying along
the border States, thank *God, a border
no longer. [Great applause.] We were
called the Border "Suites because we

marked the lines between freedom and
slavery. To-day, as one of the results
of this war, there breathes not a slave
in all this land. But Maryland and
Kentucky are Border States no longer.
[Applause.] Another result of the war
was demonstrated in the fact that the
voice ofthe people, .shall rule. It has
never done so. before. Schools .must
and will be opened. The people must
learn, however humble or poor. Let us

carry out the doctrine that the loyal
shall rule, and extend that beneficient
system of educational influences which
pervaded the Northern Suites, and
which'Jink made them what they are.
Extend such influences throughout the
South, and that people will never again
be dragged into miseries like those of
the rebellion. That people must be ed¬
ucated, educated in the right. My fel¬
low-citizens, a previous speaker has
alluded to something in myqwn State.
I would draw from that a lesson of
warning to you men ot' Maryland.
While the war raged, and when federal
bayonets were powerful in the State of
Kentucky, the loyal people were secure,
and thby passed a law by which they
perpetuated the exclusion from the
franchise of all men who had engaged
in treason or gave aid and comfort to
the enemies of their country. They ex¬

cluded them from participating in the
political affairs of the. State. After the
war,: the people of Kentucky, in their
leniency and in their kindness of heart,
repealed that law. Now, not only the
Legislative departments, but the whole
fudicial system of the State is in the
hands of traitors or their sympathizers.
Treason is made respectable there, and
loyalty odious. This is the result of ull
this leniency. And oven the Legisla¬
ture of Kentncky, to carry out the or-

Eanized persecutions of the courts of
iw. have: now a statute upon their

books by which service in the federal
army is no defence to a suit brought
Rgainst a party lor any injury done by
himj though in the legitimate exercise
of his duties in the service. And at the
same time it should be remembered that
sirnilarservicein.the rebeHirjny is made
by law. a sufficient defence to a like
suit. And when the proposition was

made that the benefit of the act should
extend to-loyal soldiers, it was voted
down by a majority of more than three
to one. That will be your fate if 3'ou
permit, these;- .reconstructed men to go
back into"power. [Applause.] Xdare
say that such is their desire to-day in
this State. But you must stand firm.
You have a wily foe to contend with.
I .would rather" trust a .traitor who
foughtin arms thansuch men. I know,
my fellow-citizens, there is a great noise
in the land because Congress don't do
something. Do something for what?
Can anybody .answer the question?
And when it is answered, why let the
South come back. For what? To sub¬
mit to the }aws we have made. They
say they afre all' unconstitutional. Of
course, then, they are not willing to
submit to tbem. It would simply lead
to a .recurrence of such Scenes us we

have had in the past. They say they
have not been guilty of anything to
their discredit. But they will come
back to seize the helm of the State and
to persecute loyal men. Should we

hasten to do that? We are trying to
contrive some plan by which we can

rule them. Because we have not done
It in four months do not be discouraged.
We will 4o itin time. We want to lay
the foundation deep,, and solid, and
sure, so that the winds may blow then)
froin every quarter ugainst the struc¬
ture, any never shake it.

Tlie Great Oil Refflon of Ohio.The
Well* on tbe Muskinpum.

Correspondenceof the Zanetville Courier.
Blue Rock Township, )

Wednesday, April 11, I860. J
Doubtless all have, 'ere this, heard

stories, credible and incredible, about
the oil wells in this section of coun¬

try. It is my purpose to give to the
people a disinterested, Impartial and,
therefore, reliable account of. things as
I myself have seen them. I shall re¬

port nothing on "hearsay".and you
will be sato in -swallowing the dose I
am about to admiuister, without dan-
gpr to yourself, or to the credit of the
undersigned. . * * *

.Late in the alternoon I reached the no¬
torious spot. I thought of Moses when
he received his orders to take his sboes
Irom off his feet, because he was stand¬
ing upon iiol(e)y ground. From where
I stood I could look up three ravines,
and oil wells in every direction present¬
ed themselves. I will give a cor¬
rect description of all that I have
seen, commencing with the first and
going in regular order to the ^last.
The first well that I saw was the

KIMERLY WELL.
This well is being sunk on the leas© of

Mr. Kimberly. The tarm from which
the lease was taken belongs to Mr. Wal¬
lace. The well is now 67 feet deep.
They do not look for oil short of 100
feet. About 100 feet N. E. from this
well, upon the farm of Mr. Davis, is

THE M'CONNELSVILLE WELL.
This is owned by a McConnelsville

Company, under the firm of Bowers
ik Go. This well is 107 feet deep, but as
vet, the oil rock is not reached; it cannot
be far off, however. A few yards
farther N. E.,and upon the farm owned
by Mr. McDonald, is going down the

KUHN WELLS.
Mr. J. I. Kuhn owns these leases and

is sinking two wells. The eastern one
is 77 feet 7% inches deep. The western
one is 64 feet deep. Mr. Kuhn has cpn-
iracted to sink the wells 200 feet, and
expects to find oil before be reaches
that depth. On the oastern part of Mr.
John liOgau's farm is going down the

bower's well.
The lease on which this well lies be¬

longs to Mr. George Bowers. The well
was commenced Ihree weeks ago, but
while going through the "red soil," at
the detph of 35 feet, it caved in.there¬
by causing a cessation of hostilities for
atimo. It has however beeu reopened
aud tubed. Forty-five feet is its pres¬
ent depth. The contract is for 150 feet.
This well is near the head of a branch
of Salt Creek. About 000 feetdown this
run is another well, at present deserted
on account of tbe red soil caving in.
It was 75 feot deep, 40 feet of which was
red soil. The enterprise although de¬
serted, is not abandoned, as the tools
are still at the well. About 400 feet
from the deserted well is another, the
owners of which, I was not able to as¬
certain. The contract is for 125 feet, 43
of which is already bored. They have
notyet reached the oil rock.this well is
on the farm of Mr. Fox, on. the same
farm and about 1,000 feet from the
the well just spoken of Is the

NORWICH WELL.
The lease is owned by a Norwich

company. They have contracted for
150 feet, 147 of which has already been
reached. They are now in the strata
directly over the "oil rock." When at
the depth of 76 feet, the .well gave forth
a large quantity ofgas, which still con¬
tinues. Water has been thrown to the
surface several times. Directly across

the creek from this well is the
ll'CONNELSVILLE WELL.

This lease Is owned by a McConnels¬
ville company. It is now 116 feet deep,
and they are now in the strata justover
the one of Oil.or where the Oil ought to
be.
About a quarter of a mile to the west

of this well, upon another little branch
of tho creek, is a new well owned by
Mr. Munroe. The contract is to sink
the well 175 or 200 feet unless Oil is soon¬
er found. They are now 22 feetinto the
earth and goiug through rook.but not
the rock.
On the farm of Mr. Wallace, are go¬

ing down three wells; tho 1st, or tbe
Cassner well, is owned by Mr. Jno. B.
Cassner. The contract to for 150 feet, of
which 61 feet have been bored. Rock
ali the way down.
The second.or Cove Co. Well, is

owned by gentlemen from Pennsylva¬
nia. They have contracts to sink the
well 150 feet. It is now 99 feet deep.
The third.or tho Scott Well, is owned

by Mr. C. F. Scott. Tho contract Is for
150 ft. This well is just commenced
and all that can be said for Uut pres¬
ent is,."Peace and Petroleum be with
thee."
Next in order comes the Pan Handle

Well owned.by the "Pan Handle Oil
Company.'.' This well struck Oil at

8 "o'clock this A. M. at the depth of 49 ft.
and promises to bo a Splendid well. Of
course the operations for boting are

dinconti n ued a nd the contracts aremade
for tubing, tanks and. barrels. This
well is about 100 ft. E. of the Mecca
Well No. 3. This well is owned by the
Woodbury Oil <& Cool Co. Their con¬
tract was for.-150 ft. On-tho. 24th of
March at8 o'clock A. M., Oil was struck.
As yet, this well has not been fully
tested, but at the lowest estimate it will
yield 100 barrels of Oil in 24 hours when
pumped by steam. About 75 ft. North
of the Mecca No, 2. is the Mecca Well
Mo. 1. This was the first successful
well, and is owned by tbe same com¬

pany as No. 2. The success or this well
was the signal for all that has beeu
done here in the Oil business.
The operation of boring commenced

in November '66,- at 9 o'clock A. M. At
the depth of 100 feet oil was struck.
This well is doubtless a very rich one
and yields no less than 120 barrels of
oil in 24 hours. All the pumping has
been done by hand, andiu this way oil
was easily obtained at the rate or six
gallons per minute. At this rate, the
yield would be 216 barrels in 24 hours.
The pump is a small one, being buttwo
inches in diameter. 600 barrels of oil
have already been taken from this by
hand. .

Steam engines are ordered lor the last
three mentioned wells, and when they
are set to working the capacity of the
wells can easily be tested.

Thursday, April 12,1S66.
In my letter of tho 11th I left off with

the Mecca well No. 1. Since then they
have been pumping considerable oil
from tbe Mecca well No, 2, and in every
respect it renders satisfaction, tbe oil
being heavy and of a superior lubrica¬
ting quality. On the 11th of April,
three ToeUs struck oil. oneof them, (tbe
Pan Handle well,) I have already re¬

ported. The others will come on my
list for to-morrow. After leaving the
Meccawell No. .1, I went over to tho
farm of I^evi Shaver, to see the

BROOK COUNTY WELL.
This well is owned by C..F. Scott

<fc Co. This company ;is composed of
the following gentlemen: Messrs. C.
Fi Scott, Jno. Tweed and C. Kiinber-
land. all from Brooke county, W. Vir¬
ginia. They are goiug into the busi¬
ness with the determination of making
or loslogr& pile- They have leased 80
acres of splendid territory, (from all
indications,) ft-pm Levi Shaver; about
three acres from Joseph Peyton, Esq.,
and three acre*from Mr; Jno. Kayen-
augh. They are now sinkingTour wells,
and Mr. Scott is sinking one on his
own responsibility. The Brooke county
well isjust commenced. The company
contracted to make It 160 feet deep, un¬

less oil is sooner reached. The next
well that I visited was the

LEVI SHAVER WELL.
This well is alsoowned by Scott <fc Co.,

aud has already completed 54 feet of a

150 foot contract. Uas has escaped from
Ibis well, and all the Indications are

Kood. These two lastmentloned wells
are the first to go down on the Shaver
tract, adjoining the McDonald farm,
and if tbe expectations of the company
are-realized, this will be one of the
most productive parts of the whole oil

The nextplace visited was the
CASTNBB WELL.

This lease Is owned by Castner it Co,,

anil is on ibo farm of John Wn.llac.'>'Esq. The contract is for 160 feet. At
present the well is fifty feet two inches
deep. A short time oioce this well
caved in, and is now undergoing the
process of reaming.

The Cholera.

Why excite the public mind and en¬
courage quarantine speculations in ref¬
erence to cholera? Would it not be a

wholesome sanitary precaution rather
to enlighten the public 011 the subject
oTdleuitics, and quiet all apprehensions.
Really there is no need uf quarantine
for the cholera, except for sinecures or

aspirants for place. If'1 the press edu-
cate the people, and thus fall its ln^li
ofilco. rather than cater for sensations
and gratify morbid curiosity. It min¬
isters and teachers cannot devote bome

portion of their time and talents to the
Vital affaire of this life and teach the
world "how to live," let the omnipotent
press engage in that high caalling. One
column u day would not bo too much
in such 11 cause. Every appliance is

sought and every theory practiced; vol¬
umes aro written and studied on polit¬
ical and domestic economy; every in¬
genious method for money getting adop¬
ted; but "how to live" is utterly neg¬
lected by all classes. Is it Htrango that
the uninformed and thoughtless arc ex¬
cited bv every fresh rumor about chol¬
era? I would like to talk a little to the
world through the press on this subject,
and endeavor to allay rather than to
disquiet, tho minds ofall, thus fortify¬
ing every body in cases of epidemics.

If cholera were contagious, like small
nox. then neither correct living,atmos¬
pheric impressions, nor filthy exhala¬
tions would affect it either way. But
cholera is not contagious, and you may
with impunity sleep by the side or an

expiring subject* From long experi¬
ence and observations, it is clearly ob¬
vious, at least to my mind, that it is
clearly impossible for u good liver to
have cholera, even in the most tiitby
portions of Chicago, though he therelive all his days. In 1849, while cholera
almost deoimated the population, I was
boarding at tho Alitor House, JSew
York, at the time Horace Qreeley lost
his oldest child by that disease, when
he and his surviving tamily came there
also to board, being frightened away
irom their home. A. Sydney Doane,
M; D., health officer atquaruntine, also
sat at the same table, and in my pres-
ence told Mr. t.reeley that "many who
had cholera (orelsethosewho/edthem)
wered.d Tools." Having myselfsome
similar ideas, I Irequently visited the
New York hospitals, where tny iinprra-
siou* were thoroughly continued. Not
a case occurred at the Astor House,
ana not a single correct and habitually
good liver ever had tho choleru either
in New York or in any pait of tho
world. But here is the difficulty, and
I am asked bv thousands who read this
what is good living In cholera times?
Had I space In this paper, I would pre¬
sont this matter fully, to tho compre¬
hension of every thinking person.
