Preeoclons Debauehery in France.
Ill a work from the pea of M. Jules

Simon, entitled Le Travail, which has
just appeared in Paris, appear the fol¬
lowing stateraeuts of the condition of
the children of worklnginen in some

parts of France:
"Even in France there are towns

where women rival men in habits of
intoxication. At .Lille, at Rouen, there
are some so saturated with it that their
infants refuse to take the breast of a
sober woman. In the mountains of the
Vosges infants drink eau-de-vie. On
Sunday, in the churches, the riir is lit¬
erally infected with the smell of eau-
de-vie made from potatoes. In those
mountains there nre no more frequent
causes of idiocy aud imbecility, for in
general the dwellings are healthy, and
the water is excellent. The great mis¬
fortune is that the children of habitual
drunkardsare idiots, so that the punish¬
ment follows from generation to gener¬
ation, from the guilty and degraded
father to the innoocnt children. In the
manufacturing towns the mayors are

obliged to take measures against the
cabarets that supply eau-de-vie to chil¬
dren, for there ure drunkards of fifteen
as there are laborers at eight; and, mor¬
ally and physically, they present a

melancholy spectacle. Can It bo this
precocious debauchery and the conse¬

quences of it which oblige the War De¬
partment to lower the regulation height
for the service? What is done to com¬
bat the evil? A few sermons which are
not listened to; a few municipal ordi¬
nances that are not carried out; pathetic
exhortations which nobody pays atten¬
tion to, are not sufficient to absolve so¬

ciety, which allows the pestilence to
spread as if it were an inevitable con¬

sequence of industry.
"Instead of preachingand publishing,

a cure should be applied, and for that
the cause of the evil should be known.
No one oan: believe, no one will ven¬
ture to say that the wretched people
who hauntthe public-house to ruin and
to poison themselves have any excuse
fOrso doing. Yet think of the twelve
hours that these men* spend in. their
workshops.twelve long and weari-
somo .hours, without any recreation,
without even the pleasure of seeing
their work finished under their hands;
for the partisan is a mere piece of ma¬
chinery, and feels no interest iu what
ho produces. After those twelve hours,
so exhausting, so monotonous, follow
him, ia the snow and frost, when he
quits his shop. Mount the crazy and
rotten staircase leading to his room.
Enter with him into the frightful dog-
hole, where his meal is scarcely ever

ready, for his wife is at work like him¬
self; where he never tastes wine, be¬
cause wiue is too dear; where he cannot
breathe, because air tit for breathing is
dearer still than wine; where he has no
furniture, for duriug illness and stop¬
page of work his furniture is sent to
the pawnbroker; nnd where he tinds
neither tire, nor covering, nor sleep!
Doyou know many men. even among
those who are most eloquent on drunk¬
enness, who would resist the attraction
of the pleasant taproom, well lighted,*4
well warmed, with its glittering pots,
ita dusty bottles, its gay companions,
and all the semblance of happiness,
which hides from him the want of real
happiness?"
M. Simon notices the efforts made by

the co-operative associations in Eng¬
land, Germany and France for the im¬
provement of the habitations of the
poor. London, he says, is of all places
in the world the city where most has
been done in this way.

An Exciting Kerne In nn Ohio Jail.
The Ravenna (Ohio) Democrat has an

account of the attempted escape of
Cooper, the murderer of John Rhoden-
baugh, from the county jail in that
town, some of the details of which we

give below:
"All things were orderly until about

six Sunday afternoon (April 22). At
that hour after the prisoners had been
served with their supper, but not placed
in their cells for the night, the sheriff
admitted Dr. Graham, to visit the pris¬
oner Clark, who had the quinsy. Sheriff
Jennings und the Doctor entered the

prison, having the outer door locked
behind them. Coming to the second
grated door the sheriff unlocked it, ad¬
mitted the pbysir.ian, and entered the
prison himself, standing at the unlock¬
ed door.. Seeing this imprudence on the
part of the sheriff^ Cooper at once
walked up to him and seized him, call¬
ing at the same time to the other pris¬
oners to 'draw that, bar,' meaning a bar
of iron weighing fifty or sixty pounds,
used as a support to the platform ol the
upper tier of cells. Lyman Beery, Eck
ana Davis drew the bar. The Sheriff
and Cooper struggled together for a lit-,
tie time, Dr. Graham in a moment real¬
ized something of the peril of the situa-
tion and called for help.
" As the contest commenced, Cooper

demanded of the sheritf his pistol, but
getting no response he changed his de¬
mand to a threat to.kill the sheritf un¬
less he gave up his pistol. Forfcunately
he was able to tell Cooper he bad uo

pistol, und havingsatisiied himself that
ibis was the fact, Cooper released the
sheriff, seized his bar and rushed to the
outer gratfed door, and commenced bat¬
tering at the lock, with a purpose of
bursting it off. Dr. Graham's cry for
help was heard by Mrs. Jennings, who
sounded the alarm at the outer door of
the jail, and such men as were on the
street hurried to the rescue. The court
house bell was rung and a crowd of
some two hun'dred men were soon, on
the spot. The first men that entered
the jail, closed the wooden door Which
shuts dose upon the one from which
Cooper was attempting to batter the
lock.
"Deputy Sheriff Buck arriving atthe

jail, loudly called for a pisiol, and
Cooper bearing and recognizing his
voice, slipped back into the prison,
throwing his bar with wrathful ven¬

geance at the door. Cooper was in a
terrible rage at his defeat, and cursed
bis.cowardly confederates in the most
blasphemous manner. His face was
white with passion, and' his eves be¬
came bloodshot with defeated rage.
The 'mildly mannered man* was trans¬
formed into a hideous fiend, and sev¬
eral of the prisoners slunk into their
cells, cowered by the demoniac deport¬
ment of the bafiled murderer. When
Cooper withdrew and gave up his at¬
tempt to escape, the Sheriff and Dr.
Graham retired from the prison, and
the great door Was once more bolted.
"The crowd about the jail by this

time attracted Cooper to one of the
grated windows, from which h# bar-
ranged those who choso to listen, for a
few moments.
"It was found on examing the lock

which OOoper had battered, that two of
the bolts by which it was fastened to
the_ door were broken loose, but two
others-rand they the most valuable-
were scarcely loosened, and the lock
was not in any other respect hurmed.
Had the other prisoners joined Cooper
with the vigor and desperation he man¬
ifested the result of the attempt would
doubtless have been different."

Scbleswig* Ifl o&ftteln and U*e Anfflo.
Amerirnn Press.

From the VoUcMatt, April 25.

Anglo-American journals hardly de¬
serve a censure, because they under¬
stand nothing about the complicated
Schleswig-Holstein question, and daily
bump their heads against their German
readers by their lucubrations on this
topic. The dynastic questions that come
into play here hive nolnterest for them;
the question or nationality which plays
the principal part in the gaiao can no

more than superficially touch them,
living, as they do, in the midst of a

Republic of States, the population of
which is composed ofsuch heterogenous
nationalities; and the formal question
of right, which can be reached only af¬
ter examiningand digesting the treaties
and documents centuries old, the laws
regulating the Germanic Confederation,
the "London Protocol," and a dozen
other instruments, is so complicated
that one would have to enter upon ex¬
tensive juridical and diplomaticstudies
to become as wise in the eud, perhaps,
as he wus before.
All that the Anglo-American papers

know of this question aboutSchleswig-
Holstein they have derived from the in¬
terested English press. That the Eng¬
lish, who were enthusiastic about the
nationality and right of t:ie Magyars,
that most exotio or tribes, which only
some centuries back came to Europe
from the distant boundaries of China,
retain no atTection for tl^eir own Ger¬
man mother country, (Angeln, in Hols¬
tein,) is no matter of surprise, They-
are concerned about their supremacy
on the sea, and loth to see the excellent
harbors of those German coast lands
Tail into the bands of Germany, or any
German power, which might easily
convert them into navy yards for a

powerful German lleet. This is the
chief reason why the selfish English
desire the race from which they bavo
sprung and to which''they are kindred,
to remain under, the hateful yoke ol
little, and therefore not dangerous
Denmark.
But what grounds have the An,?lo-

Americans to share this wish? They
saw no objections when, upon the death
of William IV, of England and Han¬
over, Queen Victoria seceded in conse¬

quence of the difference In the law of
succession iu the two countries, while
the Duke of Cumberland ascended the
thoue of Hanover. Why should there
be a different judgment of public opin¬
ion,with regard the Schleswig-Holstein,
when a case exactly analogous to the
one above mentioned, has arisen in
Denmark. As Hanover, even after the
elector of that State ascended the Eng¬
lish throne, still remained a portion of
the Germanic Empire, and was subse¬
quently readmitted to the German
Union and confederation, so Holstein
remained a portion of the German realm
oven alter one of its dukes had ascend¬
ed the Danish throne; and as the per¬
sonal union between England and
Hanover expired with the demise of
the last English king, in the same man¬
ner and by virtue of exactly similar
agreements,the personal union between
^Denmark and the Elbe Duchies (which
are inseparable as per contract) expired
with the death of Christian IX, Kiug
of Denmark, the last of his race.
In American school atlasses, it is

true, Denmark, Scbleswigand Holstein,
are daubed with one and thesame color
and denominated Denmark, but that
does not prove that they are Danish
provinces. These two States are no

more, in fact for less parts of Denmark,
than Florida is part of Spain or Louis¬
iana or France. They belong to Ger-
manv by the same, yea, bv a greater,
right by which Texas and California
belong to the United States.

It is true that the two German Pow¬
ers, Austria and Prussia, (the latter
with the secret design to keep these
States for herself) took this matter out
or the hands of the confederation and
of the German people, and sent 60,000
men to Schleswig-Holstein to drive 45,-
000 Danes out or the Danneworses and
the Duppel fortifications, and from the
entire German territory. This may ap¬
pear ungenerous to the Americans, but
it was the Germans and not the Danes
that were wronged by this proceeding,
and to the former only are the great
Powers responsible Tor it. *

Yet lay all these considerations aside,
there is one reason yet which ought to
suffice the Americans to side with the
Germans in this affair.the reason that
Schleswig-Holstein can not and will
not brook Danish rule. .The Weltgeist%

ously ordained that kindred natiors
should regard each other with a certain
mutual antlpnthy. The Slavonic Poles
and Russians bate each other more pro¬
foundly than they hate the Celtic French
or the Germanic English; the Celtic Ital¬
ians have no sympathy for the Celtic
French, and the Celtic Spaniards detest
the latter almost as cordially as they
dispise the Portugese, with whom they
are so closely connected. Just such is
the feeling between Schleswig-Holstein
and the Danes. The former have no

rellow-reeling for these Scaudana-
vian Germans. They accuse them,
justly or unjustly, of being treach¬
erous and designing to deprive
them or their rights, their language
and nationality, their honor and their
^elirare. Now, the Americans, owing
probably to a slight admixture or Irish
blood, harbor a very similar antipathy
to\yard theirEnglish cousins. Did not
American ladies two years, ago enthu¬
siastically trip about in the salons ai

New York with Moscovite naval offi¬
cers, redolent with whisky to the spite
of all old England? And probably it
is well as it is. What would become
or the liberty of the wprld, and the in¬
dependent development of the nations
if all the tribes of the Germanic family,
if the English, Germans. Scandinavians
and North Americans, were to form but
one State and power, or irRussia should
succeed in uniting all the Slavonian
tribes, and France all tbo so-culled
Latin races.uuder one scepter? Then
let these S6hleswig-HoIsteiners alone.
It is their will not to bo Danish, and a

man's will is his Heaven.
