Miscellaneous Mews.
New York, May 7..The Herald's

special says: Maj..Gen. Daniel Sickles
arrived in this city from Charleston,
this morning, accompunied by Colonel
Moore, Capt. Bassett and Dr. Smith, of
his staff, and Col. Patton, Inspector
General of the Army. The General has
been summoned from South Carlina to
confer about the appointment to the
Hague, which, it is rumored, he will
decline.
In relation to the cholera on the

steamer England, the American Consul
proceeds to &tate that he qannot learn
that there is or has been a single case
of oholera in England, and therefore he
concludes that tho disease was not the
result of infection taken from any lo¬
cality in England.
Newspapers say that the cholera is in

the Rhine, and in some localities in
Spain and France, but not yet alarm¬
ingly prevalent in any of those coun¬
tries.
The Tribune's special says: The

Comptroller of the currency makes a
statement, which shows the actual re¬
ceipts for the current fiscal year, to
April 1st, are 9410,041,232. ana at the
same ratio for the next three months,
will amount for the year to 9540,000,000,
to which may be added 920,000,000 for
income tax. Increased taxes are ex¬
pected to be laid next year on several
important articles, and some revenue
will be derived from the Southern
States. Mr. Clarke therefore estimates
that next year the revenue will not fall
below that of this year, and that de¬
ducting the expenditures as now esti¬
mated, there will be a balance to the
credit ofthe government of 9249,000,000,
on the 30th of June, 1866.
The Times' says: The query now is

will the President veto the bill admit¬
ting Colorado as a State. Some say he
will sign the bill, because he has com¬
mitted himself in fuvor of the admis¬
sion of that territory in a communica¬
tion to Congress some weeks ago. The
President did not, in that message, un¬
dertake to decide any question in¬
volved, on the contrary he unmistaka¬
bly declined to take upon himself the
responsibility of deciding anything,and submitted the whole matter to Con¬
gress for its action. I still adhere to
my previously expressed belief that the
President will veto the bill admitting
Colorado, on the ground of an inade¬
quate population, if on no other consid¬
eration.
The United States District Court con¬

venes at Norfolk, Virginia, to-morrow.
Judge Underwood presiding. Chief
Justice Chase declines to preside until
he can be assured that martial law is
abrogated in Virginia. As there have
been conflicting decisions in tho War
Department, and by the commanders
of military departments as to the effect
of the peace proclamation with refer¬
ence to the restoration of civil law in
the States lately in rebellion, the Chief
Justice does not feel that-it would be se¬
curely for a Judge of the Supreme
Court to attempt to hold court whilst a
doubt exists as to whether martial law
is abrogated or not. I can say upongood authority, that tho President does
interpret the peace proclamation as
abrogating martial law in the districts
where the rebellion is declared to have
ceased, in all matters in which the civil
courts have jurisdiction. It is under¬
stood that a declaratory proclamation
to that effect will be issued by the
President in a day or two.
An immense amount of work has

been done by the Committee of Ways
and Means since tho tax bill was first
reported, and the recommitted bill to
be returned to-morrow will bo in many
respects a new bill. They have nearly
doubled tho number of sections of the
former. The following are some of the
important changes that have been
made by tho committee: Railroad iron
has been placed on the exempt list, also
Cobolt pickles, yeast powders, yarns
and warps used for braiding and manu¬
facturing purposes exclusively, also
stationary and works of arts; the form¬
er action on tobacco and snuff has been
rescinded, and a uniform rate on all
smoking tobacco, whether made of
stems or leaf, of 20 cents per pound.
No repeal of the tax on lucifer matches
has been proposed in this bill, as has
been generally stated in newspapers.
The spirit ana beer law as reported bythe revenue commissioner, has been
adopted in most of the essential fea¬
tures, by the committee.
The young gentlemen who are so per¬

tinaciously seeking an appointment in
the Naval Academy, are not perhaps
aware that it is about as difficult tojgetout of the service as it is to get in. The
cost to the Government of each gradu¬
ate at the time of graduating is 915,000,
and a large number of cadets fail to
graduate from lack of capacity, <&c.,
the Government is loth to part with a

promising student. One of this class
sent his resignation to the Secretary of
the Navy a few days ago. The Secretary
replies that the department declines to
accept your resignation. Midshipmen
must distinctly understand that they
cannot obtain an education at Govern¬
ment expense and then quit the service
without renderingany equivalent.
The New Orleans cotton case which

has been on trial before the United
States District Judge Dunell, and In
which a conflict of civil and military
authority had grown up, has been
brought officially to tho attention of
the President. By order of General
Canby the cotton in litigation was seiz¬
ed by Boldiers at the instigation of a

party interested in the propertv, and
the order of the Court was resisted..
Judge Dunell refused to proceed with
his Court so long as it was thus men¬
aced by the military. The President
has directed the Secretary of War
to instruct General Canby to rescind
the order complained of and to allow
the Court unrestricted authority in the
matter.
The World's special says the Presi¬

dent bas orderea the release, on parole,
of Ex-Senator Wm. M, Gwin, now
confined in one of the forts below New
Orleans. Prominent Republican Sena¬
tors endorsed the application for his
release. .'

Washington, May 7..The Commit¬
tee of Ways and Means have added the
following articles to the free list of the
amendatory tax bill: Candles, wicking,
deer skins dressed or smoked, flavoring
extracts solelv for cooking purposes,
paintings ana stationary productions
of electrotypes; Margoves Co. Balti¬
more horse rakes, yarn and warp used
for braiding and manufacturing pur¬
poses, paper strainers, Colors' caustic
and crude soda and aluminate soda,
yeast powders and railroad iron. The
committee have restored the taxes on

gold watches and gold and silver plate,
and leave the tax on express companies
at 3 per cent. Brokers' sales and .con¬
tracts for merchandise and produce are

exempted from tax.

NeW York, May 7..The Savannah
Daily News and Herald of the 3d Inst.,
says the trial of James W. Duncan for
alleged cruelty to Federal prisoners at
Andersonville, has been brought to a
close, and the commission determined
upon finding sentence, but it will not
be made publio until passed upon by
the Department Commander.
At the election on the 2d inst.. for

Judge oftheCountyCourtand Solicitor,
fifteen hundred and thirty-six votes
were cast, electing Levi 8. Russell
Judge, and John O; Ferrell Solicitor.
The election was warmlycontested, but
orderly.
The usual ^celebration on the first of

May by the: firemen took place. The
demonstration was an imposing one
and passed off with the utmost order.

The re¬
turns thus far of 1865-66 show that we
may expect lor the yeai an inoreaso or
nearly 60 per cent, or not less than from
$300 W0,000 to *335,000,000; one or the
largest and best paying consumers or
the products or the country during
the war was the Government, butiB no

longer. War prices no longer role, and
It is inevitable that manufactures must
be still further reduced in value until
we reach a solid standard or gold as

recognized by the commercial world.
Tho lax on manufactures, therefore,
must be far less productive for the year
ending June 30,1867, than heretofore, as
it will be computed ut a less per centage
ir our bill should bo adopted, and u far
less aggregate amount than as a general
rule. In a season of falling prices it is
not gains but losses which must bo cal¬
culated at the end of the yenr. There¬
fore the tax on incomes and
the dividends from banks and
other corporations ror the next year
cannot be expected to yield anything
like the amount derived rrom those
sonrces ror the years ending December
1864. and December 1865, nor can our
foreign importation bo maintained
upon their present scale. It is very
desirable tbey should not be as they
are supporting a large share or the la¬
bor of our own people, and becnuse
payment will, at present, bo made
chiefly in United States bonds. Finan¬
cial disasters as well as increased de-
nression to onr industrial interest can¬
not rail to cause such Influx of loreign
goodB as iwe have witnessed the
present season; that trade must insome
degree be postponed until we recover
from the exhaustion caused bv the war;
until capitaiand labor can adjust Itself
to the new condition -or peaco, or until
we havo something to exchange tor
British, French and German iron, wine
and haberdashery, besides our national
credit. It Is right however to look for
some increase of revenue in conse¬
quence or the close or the war, and we
mav expect something from the States
lately in rebellion, though not an
amount in proportion to their relative
numbers. Never fruitful in taxable
resources, they have less now than
ever to obtain, outside of com¬
merce, enough to cover the bills
already passed In one or the other fo
the two Houses for extra expenses.
On this account it will equal my expec¬tation. Taking tall these things into
consideration, as well as others not
necessary to mention, the Committee
on Ways and Means have felt willing
to report the bill as It stands, which
will rednco taxation for the present
year in round numbers about $75,000.
It is also prudent to anticipate a largediminution from customs, as it ought
not to be expected to long continue at
double the amount ever obtained in the
most prosperous times. Our receipts
from miscellaneous sources the coming
year will bo very light, as they have
recently accrued mainly from property
disposed of at the close ofthe war, and
from premiums on sales of gold.
Sources already extinct. We seek to
make some compensation for these
losses by Increasing the tax on raw cot¬
ton, by raising it from 2to 5 cents per
ponnd.
