AvToxa, June 12.—Gen. Voo Gablenz
hns to-duy issued n proclamation, dated
from this town, addressed to the Hol-
steiners, which suys:

Foreible measures have followed the
oceupation of Holstein, in violation of
the (Gastein Convention. The assem-
bly of the Estates has been prevented
by force of arms, and the Holstein
Governmont Commissioner has been
arrested. In his proclamation of the
10th inst., the Governor of Schleswig
has declared that he will also assume
the chief governing puwer in Holstein,
He hus annouanced the dismissal of the
Holstein Government, and has sabsti-
tuted another civil ndministration in its
lace, The Prussian troops nre mnreh-
ng upon Altona, The forces at iy
command are not sultivient to otler re-
mistunce to n hostile attack from the
German Power which hnshitherto been
our ally. Iam notin a position to pro
teet the right with my amull force,
Following the Emperor's orders, 1
yield to sutwriornumbers and leave the
country. When I undertook the. gov-
#roment, you met me with confidence.
Retain that contidence, and acecept m
beartfelt thanks. Troublous days will
come upon you, and for the pres-
ent foree, will rule; yield to it with that
good sense which you have so often
shown, and remain faithful to the good
cause. Your fute is in God’s hunds.
Endure, trusting in a hnppy issue.”

All the Austrian troops have evacna-
ted Holstein, and have marched toward
Harburyg. The Duke of Augustenburg
left yesterday evening, and Gen. von
Gablens early this morning.

Last night a erowd of thelower class-
es greated o disturbance befors the bar-
rucks, which had been ocenpied by the
police. Some companies of Austrians
who were evaeuntingihe town had to
be recalled to disperse the populace,

The citizens and police bave under-
taken to maintsin tranguility, which
bas now been compleately restored.

APPEAL OF AUSTRIA TO THE DIET,

FRANKFORT-ON-THE-MAIN, June 11,

1866.—At an oxtrnordinary sitting of
the Federal Diet, held to-day, the Aus-
triun representative announced  that
Prussian troops had entered Holstein,
notwithstanding the protest of the Aus-
trian Governor,’'and that Generul Man-
teutfel had tnken upon himself the ad-
ministrative power in that Duchy. He
declnred that Prassin hod thereby com-
mitted n breach of the Treaty of Vien-
ni and of Lthe provisional Gastein Con-
vention, which Austria was willing to
allow to remain in force until the mat-
ter should be decided by the Federnl
Diet. The Emperor Franeis Joseph had
remained faithful to the laws of the
Confederation, which prohibited mem-
bers of the Bund from deciding disputes
by violenco. Prussin had undertaken
nots of sell-redress, which the Federal
Diet was bound to prevent, by all
menns ot its disposal, according to ar-
tiele 19 of the Finnl Act of Vienna.
It wus incumbent upon the Confeder-
ation to provide for its own pence und
the internnl security of Germany. In
coneclusion, the Ausirinn representative
moved that the whole of the Federal
army, with the ecception af the Prussian
contingent, be forthwith mobilized.

The Austrinn proposal for the mobil-

izution of the Federnl army was not

communicated beforehand to the Prus-
siun representntive, ns stipuluted by
the regulntions of the Diet. ‘I'he Pros-
sinn representative demunded that this
cirenmstance should be recorded, nnd
voted for referring the Austriun pro-
posal to a special commitiee,

REPLY OF PRUSSIA,

HANOVER, June 12.—Prussin has de-
elared o all the Governments of North-
ern Germany that if the motion brought
forward in the Federal Diet by the dus-
trian  Representative yesterday for the
mobilization of the Federul armiy be
adopted on Thursday next, Prussia. will
consider the Germamie Confederation to
be dissolved, and will then allow herself
to be guided only by tlereti of
military expediency.

TIE DUKE OF AUGUSTENBUBG TO BE

RECOONIZED,

DarMsTADT, June 12,—In yesterday's
sitting of the Chamber of deputies, Herr
von Dilwlg, Minister for Foreign Af-
fuirs, atutad that the Federnl Diet would
shortly recognize the Duke of Augus-
tenburg, snd provisiopally admit his
representative.

ANOVER, June 12, Evening.—The

loit for Cassel.

THE PRUSSIAN PLAN OF REFORM.

The Prussian Government addressed
a dispatch on the L0th inst. to the Ger-
mun_ Governments, embodying the
principle features of the Prussiun pro

poanis for ®u zrelorm of ithe Federal
Constitution. In addition to the points
already kuown, this disputeh contains
ten articles, of which the following are
the most important propositions:

The Austrian provinces, and likewise
those belonging o the Netherlands, no
longer to form part of the Germanic Con-
federation; the cousent of the Germuan
Sovereigns, nnd of at least two thirds
of the populstion, to be necessary be-
fore wur can be declared by Germuny;
the naval forces of Germany in the
North Sea and Baltie, to be pluced un-
der the control of Pruossia; Kiel snd
Jnhde to be declared Federal war ports;
the Federal lund [orces to be divided,
and the Northern ariny to be placed
under the command of the Kings of
Prussin and Bavaria, as Federal Com-
mander-in-Chief~, both in times of
war and pesce; the relution of German
Austria to the Confederntion to be ad-
justed by u German Parlinment.

In this reform project the artiele re-
ferring to the exclusion from the Con-
federation of the provinces beélonging
to the Netherlands only applies to the
Duchy of Limburg, Luxembourg
would eountinue to form part of the
Germanic Confederntion.

The dispatch to the Government of
Bad panying the Prussian pro-
posal for reform expresses rot that
the discussions in the Diet on the pro-
iposnl for & German Parlinment do not
promise to lead to any result, notwith-
stunding that the reform proposals had
been referred to a Committee of nine.

Prossia therefore addresses hersell
direct to the members of the Confedera-
tion.

Count Mensdorff, Avstrian Minister
for Foreign Affuirs, has addressed a
declaration to Count Karolyl, dated the
oth, replying to the statements in the
Prussian circular dispatch of the 4th
inst, The Austrinn Minister says:

“Cpunt Bismurk has considered him-
self nllowed to attack the truth of the
words we have spoken in the Federal
Diet, This attempt will not succeed,
for the preofs of what we huve said are
but too well remembered by all. They
weigh heuvily sguinst the Cubinel of
Herlin, and not only In_Austris, but
aiso in non-Prussian Germany, the
voice of the public gonscience is uni-
versally in unison with ourown. Even
In Prussia there nre many trothful in-
dependent minds to whose judgment
we conld nppenl with full eonfidenca.’

Count Mensdorfl’ goes on Lo mention
the recent proeeedings of Pruossin in
Holstein, and enters a solomnp protest
aguinst the stutements with which it
has been atiempted to justify these
proceediogs, He declines on tho part
of the Austrinn Government all swnd
every responsibility for (he serious con-
sequences of the Prussinn decision by
which the conflict s hencetorth con-
signed to the domain of wets, and pro-
ceeds to prove that sinee its dispateh of
the 26th of Janoary, 1866, the Prussinn
Government hus, both by word and
deed, and without lnwful groond, tak-
en up # position in the Duchies which
has rendered utterly precarious the
condition of possession settled by the
Gustein Convention.

Count Mensdorff continues :

i & uatria reapected, nevertheless, the
settlement of the possession of the
Duchies. She did not give notice of
withdrawnl from the Gastein Conven-
tion, and wounld have allowed the Pro-
visorium established by that Conven-
tion to remain undisiarbed until the
Diet should have given its decision.
Prussin, by murching troops into Hol-
stein, complotes de facto on her side the
violation of the Gastein Convention,
and our protest is grounded upon the
fact of Prussin having proceeded to
acts of self-redress, and of her having
violated, by the occupntion of Holstein,
not only her treaty relations with Aus-
trin, but nlso Article 11 of the German
Federul Pact. She has, moreover,
thereby brought about the state of
things cnnl.t-.mplnmd by Article 18 of the
Final Act of Viennn.'

In conclusion, Count Mensdoril re-
serves to the lmperial Government the
right of 1::].‘.[::5 such steps and  resolu-
tions as may be found necessary, since
nothing remanins for Austria but to tnke
steps for defending her honor and
guirding her rights from being treated
with contempt.

HREAKING OFF OF DIPLOMATIC RELA-

TIONS.

Viexxa, June 12.—Jt is officially an-
nounced that the Imperial Government
has determined to break off diplomatic
ralations with Prussia in consequence of
the violation of the Vienna treaty and
the Gasteln Convention, srising from
the entry of the Prussinns into Holstein
and their assumption of the entire ad-
ministrative power in both Duchies.

Orders huve been already dispatched
to Count Karolyi to leave Berlin imme-
medintely.

BeERrLIN, Jung I12—Evening.—The
Austrian Embaxsador at this Court has
received orders from his Government by
telegraph to leave Berlin, Ho will tuke
his depurture at 11 to-morrow evening.

1t is believed that after the departure
af the Austrian Embassador, the inter-
ests of Austriun subjects in Prussin
will be confided tothe care of the Dateh
Minister in this eity.

With regard to that portion of the
eomnittee’'s report in which great siress
wus lnid upon the necessity for the co-
operation of the constitul{unni repre-
sentutives of the Einpire in adminis-
tering the finances of the country, the
Emperor says:

4] solemuly guarantee the right of
my people to co-operate throngh their
legal represéntatives in determining
the legisintive und financial adwinis-
trution of the country. It is my un-
ceasing endeavor to bring about the

In the ub-
sence of these cirecnmsinnees, the French
Government prefera to any territorinl
aequisition a good understunding with
its neighbors, resulting from its respeet
for their independence and nationality.
[Cheers.] Weshould have desired for
the Germanie Confederation & position
more worthy of its importance; for
Prussin, betier geographical bounda-

ries; for Austria, the maintenance of
her great tion in Europe after the
cession of Venetia to Italy in exchange

for territorinl compensation.

“The Conference hns failed. Will
France be led to draw the sword?  The
French Government thinks not.
