The §lgniflcasc« of the Election Returns.
Our news irom the four States that

held elections on Tuesday leave no
donbt that the Union men have been
completely successful. Despite all the
tremendous exertions of i the Administration.withits immense patronage.
the copperheads have gone under. The
significance of such a result,under snob
circumstances, cannot be ignored. The
civilized world will read in the returns
a direct and indignant rebuke to the
man, and his allies, who have undertakento reverse the natural results of
the war,and to re-instate In power the
remnants of the overthrown rebellion.
As it was In Vermont and Maine, so it
has been in Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indianaand Iowa, and so it will be in West
Virginia, and in all the other States
that are yet to be heard from. A commonfeeling possesses the people. A
common indignation at their attempted
betrayal actuates them. They are

speaking their sentiments through the
bullot box. They are expressing to all
tho world their apprehensions, their
suspicions, and their want of confidencein Andrew Johnsoti personally
and politically.
When we consider the t remendousodds
against which the Jate elections have
been carried, we are filled with wonder
that so marvellous a change should
have been wrought in so short a time.
BuL yesterday, as it were, the policy of
Andrew Johnson stood as impregnable
before the people as the rocks of Gibraltar.He was carried into power ;as the
second man of the ndbular choice bv
a unanimity only equalled by that
which would to-day carry him out,
were the opportunity offered. Large
masses of mind, not less than of matter,naturally Diove slowly. Great reversalsof public sentiment are not ofteneffected in a day. The people are
not prone to change for mere change
sake. Ordinarily it ought to have takena great while to have produced such
a change ub we see in the mind of the
country toward Andrew Johnson. But
in proportion as his own change has
been sudden, unlooked for, and radical,
so, in like manner, has been the re-actionof the people toward him. He is
farther estranged to-day from the sympathiesof the great Union party of the
country than was John Tyler on the
last day of his term, from those who
elected him. No President ever so

overwhelmingly lost the confidence of
the country in any length of time, long
or short.
auu it ia not me union party aione

that has neither respect norconfidence
in Andrew Johnson to-day. Those In
whose interest he has betrayed his party
have no other feeling for him. than dia-
trustand secret contempt. They would
not nominate him for re-election, if we
were on the eve of another Presidential
contest, even if they considered him
available. They would prefer almost
any other man. The rebel sheet in this
city expressed in March, 1885, the secret

copperheadopinion entertained toward
Johnson when it declared liim a "low
bred braggart," "a brutal and tyran-
uical pimp of power," &c. And yet
Btrange to say the man himself, as
shown by his Washington speech alter
bis return from his tour, either really
or affectedly considers that he has a

Btrong hold upon the country. Despite
bis encounters with the people, despite
their contemptuous receptions of him,
despite the meagreness offeeling shown
on his behalf, he announced that the
country was with him and would sustainhim. And in addition to this announcement,a Washington dispatch of
Monday last announced that the Presidentlooked with great confidence to
th^resultof the elections on Tuesday.
Such fatuity oi mind savors of dementation.It is scarcely credible.; And
yet all the speeches and utterances of

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lierea be can sustain himself in the
course he has undertaken.
The full significance of the vote of

Tuesday oonslsts In this fact, that only
three or four months ago the people
who elected Andrew- Johnson were dividedin opinion as to himself person*
ally. Moat or those -who are nOwfuily
convinced of his entireabandonment of
his former record and professions, believedonly a short while ago that his
mistake of policy was a simple error of
judgment, and not by any means a
matter of personal disaffection toward
the great Union party. .The largest
amount of charity was aooorded to the
President. The people thought that he
might, be doing that which was best,
and might be acting on information not
accessible to them. They remembered
their frequent impatience during "the
war at Mr. tdn^oin'q policy, and that
the denouement had always shown, he
was honestly doing what he considered
right and necessary. Hence the charity
and hesitation that characterized the
public mind toward Mr. Johnson. Even
Congress did not break wlUi him until'
near ita adjournment. Such men as
Senstor Wilson and Mr. Oreeley laboredalmost to' the last hour to prevent a

rupture. The. country oould not believe
that aslong as Mr, Seward and Mr.Stantonremained in the Cabinet,'tbe Presidentcould be lalae. We may. say that it
waa only after the call for the .PhiladelphiaConvention of August last' that
the suspicions of the people began'1 to
take the shape, of decided convictions.
And since that time the world never
aaw such a revolution or public sentimnnthflfore. The litn tnnr Ur
