The resuJ
may be a more unequal distribution cthe aggregate wealth. But inasmuc
as all this rise must at last be balanceby a corresponding fall, there may beredistribution, ana it is impossible ttell how that will change the possetsions.

y the trading in the products upotheir constantly advancingprices. Thuit Stimulates trade more than; production, and draws the producers from thcountry to the cities to become trader*Under this operation the. production c

a country may be decreasing while 3bears the appearance of Tncreasinwealth. It is not complimentary to an;one's intelligence to; inform him of. £.hfact that if- the production of a countr,is diminishing it isgrowingpoorer, anyet there are ponderous writers who caiinot comprehend it, and who think thainflated paper prices for produce ma;make the country richer on a.decrease<production.
When t}iG increase of currency hareached its limit, there comes a timwhen, prices having adjusted themselves to the value of the currency, tlisteady advance ceases, and then thi

extraordinary stimulus to trade i
stopped. There may be irregularitiein this adjustment of prices; all irregularities are magnified. wh«n the cut
rencv is in this expanded state, but th
regular advanco which follows add!tions to the volume ol money, can n
more bo counted on, and that kind citrudo which is somewhat vaguely calleispeculation lraes its great field and i
crippled.
There are symptoms thit this poinin our currency circuit is nearly roached. Iu many branches of trade ther

are signs of the inaction which woulc
naturally follow the cessation of suchstimulus. Men-cannot buy mercfoandisc or produce or.real estate, witl* ani
probability that-by-%olding a whili
they can sell out at an advance. Pricei
are generally so high as tomake invest
ments perilous except for current salt
or use. The business of specnlatiyihoarding, which was so large a feature
in the war, is now done with. Traderi
are becoming cautious and timid evei
in laying in their regular stock, proferring to buy-from hiind'ta mouth
Tho withdrawal of money from generaspeculation has thrown an increase!
quantity into the speculation in railwayand other joint Btock shares, so tha
this branch of trade presents an exception to tho general falling ofT.
All over the country there are signijf this lassitude in business. And i

se^uia io us mat me cause or this ii
such that it would be unreasonable U
expect that soon there will be a renewa
at activity, and that the signs of genoral prosperity will burst forth, bu
that the only way of safety is for even
man to shape his business to fit tho dl
miniating market and falling pricesTho currency has got to bo reduced t<
about its former volume, and areactioi
or prices, corresponding to tho dlrec
action of tho currency inllation, has go
to be gone through before the buslnesi
of the country will be established upoi
a reasonable basis and tho proper pro
portions of the producing and tradlnfnumbers restored. Perhaps it Is wel
to have this forerunner in the stagnaLion that follows the Btoppage in thi
continual advance of prices, to ease of
the sharp reduction that must follov
any considerable redaction of the vol
ume of tho currency.We began to consider this' matter ir
Its relation to taxation. Legislator!who do not takei the variations in thi
volume of money or that which passesfor money. Into tho account in fixing
rates of taxation, will make disastroui
blunders. The time of i»n cxpausioc
of the volume of money Is the time tc
expand the rates ottaxailOn, when thi
public necessities require it. Uecaust
.First, the revenues would otherwlsi
be growing poorer by the depreciatioi
of the currency; and.second, the in
Qatlon of prices enables the people u
pay greater taxes. With the declininf
prices that must ibllow a contraction o
the currency, taxes will bear inori
heavily, and thon will be the time u
make every reduction that may b<
compatible with the publlo service.
The country has not dono badly it

increasing taxes with the Inflation o
currency, since it has paid off aboul
twelve millions t>f the public debt toe:
month In the first year after tho robe
armies surrendered, and when it had
yet a large part of the war expenses
upon it. It is an extraordinary thinf
to draw 300 millions of internal reve
quo from the country in the first yeai
liter such a destructive war, as wai
[lone in the fiscal year ending on th<
30th of Jnne; and 656 millions from all
sources. For the current fiBCal year th<
whole revenue Is estimated at 660 mil'
lions from all sources. It was the in
fiation of prices from the currency inBatlon,and the cheaper valne of thi<
revenue money, that enabled the peopleto bear this assessment without oppression.

tainly wonld be a great inoonvenien
to most of them to comply with it; b
still; if the measure be requisite for 8
curing the full health of the body, tl
inconvenience should be no bar to i
employment. That bathing should 1
used far more than it is by most pepie there is no doubt; but the questicis, to what extent is it required, and
what ways should it be used ? We wl
answer this briefly as well as we can.
There are two objects in bathing. Oi

is to cleanse the skin. This organ (ftit must be remember that it is an acti^
organ, and not a mere covering) is coi
tinually discharging a large quantilr of reftise matter from the system, in tl
form of both insensible and sensib
perspiration. "For this purpose the:

It is not entirely dependent on balhir
to clear away the refuse which is di
posed to collect at the outlets of i
tubes. The whole of the skin does no
therefore, need to be washed every dn
as a measure of cleanliness. Only tl
most exposed portions of it need thi
The frequency with which it should I
done lu other parts depends much o
circumstances. We had better, howei
er, err on the side of doing it too tuuc
than too little. Not that no harm eyi
comes from doing ittoo inuch, for thei
is such a thing as making the organ tc
sensitive, and impairing its functior
by too frequent stimulation. Dai]
bathing, accompanied by friction, manecessitate too activo a renewal of thi
very delicate covorlng ofthe skin, whic
we call the cuticle, and so injures tl
true skin, from whose surface this
constantly forming, the outer portionof it being us constantly thrown off i
the shape ofvery minute scales.
Neither is the skin wholly dependen

on cold bathing, us some Beem to thin!

it is generally improper in the aftei
part of the day. The nest time for it
use, in relation to securing a full reac
tion, is toward the latter part of th
forenoon, for the system is then in it
most vigorous condition. But early ii
the morninx is the most convenien
time, and after the rest of the nighthere is sutllcient vigor for a suitaol
reaction in most persons.
In using cold bathing as a tonic (antit is a capital one), there is no necessit;lor bathing the whole body. Some

times one Dart can be bathed and some
times another. We have known all th
requisite tonic effect to be secured b;merely putting the feet in cold wate
every morning. Neither is it essentin
that there shonld be immersion.sponging will do as well. What is require*is simply the impression of cold fol
lowed by reaction. The beuetit tbn
results comes from accustoming th
system to thus react on receiving th
impression of cold through the nerve
ofthe skin, instead of suocumbirig tin
dor it into a state of depression. It i
In this way that cold bathing Is so ser
vioeable in ridding one of the disposition to take cold by using it in th
summer and continuing it on int*
winter.
Many porsons ofdelicateconstitution

as already hinted, reap injury instea<
of benotit from oold bathing by th
failure to have a reaction. They cai
ordinarily succeed in obtaining tiii
result, however, if they manage in th*
right way. It may be necessary to be

they can first apply the water over i
small portion of surface, daily enlarging the bounds of its application as th<habit of reaction becomes established
Ofcourse friction may be employed ai
an auxiliary in securing reaction, thi
