Of the former we do not speakhere. Touching a money crisis the ro'cord of the past is uniform on onepoint, and- that is. that an I
currency and an immense load of debt,have been invariably followed by a financialcrisis, more or less severe; andit is known that the carrenoy of thecountry Is more expanded now thanever before; and the funded debt of theNation, States, Cities, Companies, <tc.,incomparably greater. Taking thepastas a criterion for the present and thefuture, it seems to many quiteimpossible for the country to step fromthe stilts on which it la tottering toterra flrma without astumble.perhapsprostration. But there is this differenceL now from what has characterized anyprevious expansion. The debt of thecountry is mainly due from the nation.that Is, everybody, according to whathe is worth, is liable for it. Tho taxipayers, except the little owed abroad,owe It mostly to themselves, and it ispaid and received in sums so small asto be scaroely felt. A financial revnleioncan flflarmlv nnmo . '

luuiitu. mercantile ana manulacturinginterests were for the timeabandoned for that of banking.The business men of almost allthe large cities were engagedin discounting paper. Credit and kit,ing, in their worst term, ruled rampant.Each big house and firm wasresting on bis neighbor, and little ofvalue could be found among them all.Of course the banks were involved inthis same business. They caught theinflection of the hour, and were loadedover head and ears with the insecure,because baseless evidence of exchangeablevalues. The apprehension, however,daily strengthening, that there istrouble in the future, is tending somewhatto produce tjie thing feared. Consumers*in the hope of buying at lowerprices when the apprehended crisis

comes, bait in their purchases. Thisleaves the shelves of tho stores of theretailers and jobbers loaded withgoods, to carry which, rather than reuceprices, they are resorting to loansatbank and elsewhere, thus increasingindividual indebtedness, one of the
causes of greatest suffering in past periodsof distrust. If men in trade wouldact rationally, and yield to a first lossby such a decline in price as would enablethem to avoid debt, and maintaintheir former status of cash dealers, theywould much more certainly stave offfinancial trouble. It is this attempt tohold up prices by manufacturers andthose holding heavy stocks, that hnri in
it most of nir tlio trouble that endangersthe future. Business men, in carryinglarge stocks, too often overlooktheinterest on their capital tbatt like amoth, is silently eating out their substance.

Advcntnres of a Yonnjr Isdy who
Spent Twenty-Three Days In a BayStack Last Winter without Food.
There arrived in this city, on Saturday,from Mount Jackson, Lawrenae

county, a young lady about 18 years of
age, who gave her namo as Louisaliiackman. Both of her legs had been
amputated a few inches below the knee.The story of her wonderful adventures
runsin this way:
In the summer of 1861, being then aresident of Jefferson City, Missouri, sheaccompanied her father, James Black-

uuu, not uiubucr uuu iwu sisters 10Salt Lake City. Some time after their
arrival the father embraced MormonIsm,and had "sealed" unto him another
wife, his Own wife rejecting the faithaccording to Brigham. Mrs. Bincktnan,disgusted at this; and alarmed for thefuture of herself and daughters, madeher escape, after great trouble, from the"City of Saints*" and set out with herchildren, on their long and wearyjourneyacross the. plains to the States.Tins was in 1863. Louisa was the onlyone of the four that succeeded in reachingcivilization; her motlinr nnH »u>n

younger sisters haying died on the wayfrom exposure And starvation. The
story of her Bufferings on the road
seems so incredible that we dare not
print it. She was for days at times
without other food than traits and berriesand occasionally A bird secured byher skill with the bow and arrow. She
finally fell in with, some friendly Indinns,Who conveyed her to a lrontier
settlement. ' When- sh'e reached her
old home at Jeffenton Cltv she
was" tbld' of an uncle' living at
Mount Jackson; .Lawrence County, in
this State. She mftde her way there, to
find that her uncle had removed toiho
West. Louisa then endeavored to obtainemployment in the neighborhood
.this was In the winter of 1885-66.but
oij» intensely oold evening, in goingfrom oue farm house to another, she
was overtaken by a storm, lost her wayand crawled lor refuge to a haystack.Here she laid, in an Insensible condition,she says, without food or water,ooyered with hay andsnow, for twenty*three days, until aoeidently discovered
by a boy. Who brought persons to her
relief, when Bhe was conveyed to the
neighboring house. This is, of course,improbable, and will be recognised bythose who "keep the run of the paupers,*'as identicalwith3 story publish-
ea in mo i;incinnati Uummercial last
winter. JLouisa is the heroine of the
OommerciaVa story. She was frozen so
bad While lying by the haystack, that
amputation of both her limbs was necessary,and she also lost an eye. Of
this part of her statement there is no
doubt, but we rather distrust the twenty-threeday .part of It. The people of
Mt. Jackson took kind care of the unfortunategirl, and aideu by a constitutionof remarkable powers of endur-
ance and recuperation, she rapidly re-
covered from the results of the ampn-tatiort. List week she was famished
with money to' visit this city by her
friends*tjit. Jackson, in the hope that
ahe:Woul4>e. able to obtain employmenthere suited to her condition. She
arrived on Saturday as stated above.
This is the young lady* story divestedof-ahostof improbable details relativeto her journey across the plainsand subsequent adventures. She is a

sprightly, intelligent girl of eighteen,
the picture of health, and evinces no
indication of mental aberration.

It* Introduction Into the United
States and Its History.

The address delivered by Jolm II. B.
Ijatrobe, of Baltimore, at the layiug of
the corner-stone of the new Masonic
temple in that city, on the 20th instant,
gave a condensed history of Freemasonry.We quote a few passages:

"At the commencement ofthe eighteenth centnry, Freemasonryhad ceased to be a healthful and vigoroussociety, whose occupation consistedin building edifices. The ages were no
longer dark. Learning, emerging, as
the morning sun above the hill-tops,from the gloom in which it had been
hidden, was gradually illuminatingEurope. The printing press was revolutionizingthe world. America had.been discovered. Enterprise was ou
foot everywhere, and marching with a
giants strength. Labor, rattling impatientlythe cnains with which guildsand corporations bound it, was strugglinginto freedom. Research, carelessabout the" mysteries of rites, was
busying itself about the mys|teries oi art, and year by year,unveiling them. Other men be|came competent as architects and"builders, and the Masons, ceasing to be
a necessity as craftsmen, found themselves'inexclusive possession of their
peculiar ceremonies only. Year after
year the Bociety became feebler. WilliamIII. had been its last royal patron:Sir Christopher Wren its last GrandMaster in England; and, at length,somewhere about the year A. D. 1717,four lodges were all that remained ofthe once powerful organization thathad built York and Westminster, andEly and Canterbury, and Lincoln andDurham, and to which the monarchhad been indebted for his palace, andtheBaron for his hold. This was thelowest ebb in the fortunes of Freemasonry.The tide then turned. The
practical feature of the order wasabandoned altogether. It becamespeculativein its character; and in n littlewhile we find tho Grand Lodge of Londonpermanently established, and Freemasonryonce more attracting to itslodges rank and wealth and influence.But the Grand Lodge of London was
not without its troubles.
