better municipal government in the
way of a decrease in crime, Ac., ami
that, therefore, the Register must not
undertake to practice upon the supposedgullibility of the people, as in
years past, in regard to the Mayor's
record. We have no special objection j
to the editor of the Register assuming
any amount of virtuous indignation
over our comments, even to the extent
of saying that they were "outrageous
and despicable beyond expression.'»
And it may be. as he says, that these
words have been applied to them
in his hearing, by some of our "party
associates." Be that as it may. he will
allow us to say, on the other band,
that our comments have been
but the echoes of a considerable numberof his 44 party associates," quite as

uiany, we judge, as he can quote from
on our side in support of his assertions.We have not aimed to be personallyabusive of Mr. Sweeney to the
slightest degree. He is a public man
and is a candidate for public office, and
all his acts and qualifications, so far a»

they may bear upon his fitness for that
office, are legitimate subjects of dis-
cuHsion. We have stated nothing that
baa not been substantiated to us an a

fact, and if there were any errors in our

statements it was the duty of the Regis-
ter to have pointed them our. But it
does not instance a single one, and
therefore virtually admits them all.
The editor says that he will not

dignify our comments by offering
a denialbut will leave 41 the people
of Wheeling" to "reply at the
next Municipal election." Very well.
We have no objections to that. That is
a Jury to which we also are willing to
submit the facts as stated. If the peopleshall still consider that Mayor Sweeneyis the best inan for their Chief Executiveofficer, we shall certainly take
our chances in the same boat, as we
have heretofore, and submit to their
verdict.

The KntlonHl Banks.
The X. Y. Herald is agitating the necessityand expediency of abolishing

the National Banks, and replacing their
Issues with greenbacks. The theory of
the Herald is this: That the Governmentpays an unnecessary interest, say
eighteen millions per year in gold, on

the bonds held by the banks, and, in
the next place, loses the benefit of a

non interest bearing circulation, which
it could supply in place of the National
bank notes. There is nothing in the
suggestion that the Government pays
any more interest on its bonds on accountof the National Banks, than it
would were every one of those institutionsblotted out. The same number
of bonds would still be held by some

partien, and the Interest would be necessarilypaid all the same as now.
But there is something in the idea that
we would have a better and cheaper
circulation, and that the Government
would bo able to take up a very
large amount of interest bearing debt
with its non-interest bearing greenbacks.To say that the establishment
of the National Banks was an original
mistake is to hazard a good d**al on a

mere opinion. It would be difficult
now to estimate the cohesive power exercisedby those iustitutions during
the war. They were the financial agents
oftheGovernment, and not only bought
its bonds, and thus raised immense
uma of uioney for the war, but induced
thousands and tens of thousauds of
vales among the people. They are not
therefore to be judged wholly \)y their
position to-day. We must view them
from first to last. As to the future, we

incline to the opiulon that the popular
idea will be that broached by the Herald,and that the day will coAe when
the National Banks will not be popular.A purely greenback policy would
now, and from this time on, undoubtedlybe the better policy for the Government.We should haye no banks of
issue, but banks of deposit simply, and
the Government would furnish the circulatingmedium. There is no denying

; mat we wouldtthus save a largo amount
j of interest. If ever the talked of:

\ proposition becomes a law compelling
the banks to redeem their Issues at New
York, or in any other principal financialcentres, the banks themselves will
not be unwilling to see a purely green-
back circulation.

Secretary McCclloch writes to a
a friend: "What we need is nn increase
of labor. If we could have the produc-
tlve industry of the country in full ex-

ercise, we could return to specie pay-
meats without any very large curtailmentof United States notes. My objecthas been to keep the market steady,
and to work back to specie payments

[ without a financial collapse. I shall
ft act in the future as I have in the past,
[£ with great caution, and attempt no impracticablething."

made a long speech in favor of the radicaltheory on this subject. What took
place there, is best explained in the fol|lowing report of the remarks which Mr.
Trumbull's speech drew from Garrett
Davis, and the rejoinder of Mr. Truin,bull.

a sarcastic speech.
Mr. Davi3."I have but one word to

say to the Senator from Illinois. He
certainly has taken a very extraordiinary occasion to deliver his speech in
exposition of the merits of a petition. I
presume the Honorable Senator intends
:t to reach the Legislature of Illinois, to
influence a certain election there im1pending and shortly to come otf, and I
nope the Honorable Senator will sucIceed;I have read the names of thecompeliters of the Honorable Senator from
nisowu party for his succession and I
justly believe be is mucb the ablest and
much the best man. Much more than
any of the others, or all of

j them together, if they coold all
be made up into one mass.
I therefore hope that the honorable

i Senator, when that election comes off,
will be re-elected. I am satisfied he
will bring more ability to the seat which
he is to vacate on the third of March,
than any one that has been named, and
1 am equally satisfied that although the
modicum ol disinterested and unselfish
patriotism he will oring will not be very
large, it still will be immensely larger
than any other can bring.

Sir, he may be cast in a mould that
would do that, I am not, and if mypublic course here, sir, Is not such as to
meet the approbation of my constituents,I will lake the consequence of it.
I have not shaped it, sir, in reference to
securing the personal approbation of
103* constituents, further than the dischargeof my public duty may give it,
and the imputation of the Senator from
Kentucky is wholly uncalled for."

the glass manufacturers in regard to
their future operations, that on Thursdaylast eighteen flint and lime hnnsp«
(including three froin Wheeling) were
represented in convention at the office
of James R. Lyon dc Co., of this city.
In the discussion of the tariff question,
it was stated that lamp chimneys were
imported into our market three months
ago, as low as thirty-five cents perdozen, that being ten cents per dozen
less than the price of chimneys of the
same quality, in this city at that time.
A committee of three"were also appointed(to report at an adjournedmeeting) to gel the views of those not

present, in regard to a general suspensionof operations for three months.
Here is one of the strong arms of the industrialinterests of the West languishing,and perhups to be for a time paralyzed,for want of proper protection.
Thirty furnaces (about three hundredpots)," furnishing employment to about
eighteen hundred men, women and
children, paying into the United States
Treasury the sum of three hundred
thousand dollars per annum for inter:ual revenue alone, and this only one
branch of the glass business, makes the
subject, when properly considered, one
of vast importance. Will Congressallow such an interest to be neglected?Can the United Slates afford to lose so
mucu revenue? Can the Americau
