And, so, likewise, of the appointmentof provisional Governors for the
South, of an objectionable character.
.Last December, a year ago, at the openingof the 39th Connress, or, at all
events, during the session, was the
time to have begun the movement, iiut
time ha# been allowed to run ou, and
the President, meanwhile, has been
growing from bad to worse in a

personal way, until he is now clear
outside of the pale of the party that
elected him. It was a great misfortune
to have chosen a man so objectionable
in his habits and characteristics, but
having done so, we must groan and
bear it until, in the regular order of
things, we can get clear of him. Fortunately,we have a Congress strong
enough to over-ride his vetoes, and anotherone coming on still stronger, and
his power for mischief is badly cut
down. He can do little else than fill
the offices of the country with his creatures,and even they have to be of a

kind not very objectionable, under the
new law, before they can pass muster

in the Senate. All his power in this
way amounts to nothing so far as the
elections are concerned, as was abundantlyproved last fall. The people are

against the man and against all his acts,
public and private, and it will take a

Kreat many blunders on the part of
Congress, accompanied by disasters to
the country, to make them prefer him,
even as a choice ot evils, a contingency
that we hop** and believe is not to arise.
The Republican party is a great compactpower.the most formidable politicalorganization known to thehistoryof
this country for a generation, and it can
only lose control by its own derelictions.
The sympathies of the popular heart
are wmi li una win amy witn u as long
as possible. As opposed to the mass o!

public sentiment, .Mr. Johnson is mere
dust in the balance, and be known and
feels the tremendous odds that are

against him, albeit he affects so much
contidenee in regard to the future of his
policy. His policy has no future of itaelf.ofits own merits.aud can only
be made negatively powerful by the
mistakes or shortcomings of his antagonists.Hence the idleness of the impeachmentmovement. It is a stop to
one side, aud to the wrong and speculativeside. The country d«»es not back
it up. What the people desire is a settlementas soou as possible of the reconstructionquestion on some plan
in harmony with the present CongressionalAmendment, by which all the
States will be brought into working
relations. The South should have a

certain specified time In which to determinetheir action upon that amendment,and, il at the end of that time,
they reject it, then the screws should
be put down promptly ami vigorously,
aud a reorganization bill adopted that
will ignore their volition in the matterentirely. We think it more than
likely that a bill of the kind will be the
ultimate of all that wo now see, and as
a preparation for it let us have the sentimeutofthe country compact and sympathetic,and not alienated by auy
blunder as regards the President.
