Washington Specials.
New York, Feb. 4..The World's

Washington special says: The highly
important consultations which the
President and his Cabinet have been
holding with leading Southerners on
a new plan for reconstruction, and alludedto last week, ended last night
in an agreement that a series ol" resolutions,drawn up at the conference, ic
favor of suffrage based on reading and
writing and a property qualification ol
3*250, should be submitted for adoption
to the Southern legislatures, to pavethe way for the submission of the questionby the President in his message to
the Fortieth Congress. The sections
were sent to the Governors of several
States to-day, accompanied by letters
stating that they meet the President's
approval. The question of amnestydoes not appear to have been an essentialfeature of the proposed plan. The
Governor of North Carolina was telegraphedto to-night to keep the Legislaturein session, to consider these pro*positions, and similar messages were
sent to the Executives of Alabama,
Georgia and Mississippi. Governor
Orr, of South Carolina, left to-night, tc
submit the new plan to the Legislature
of his own State.
A Washington special says the JudiciaryCommittee have done nothing in

the impeachment matteryet, except the
conferring with several gentlemen informally,and this has been done by
the radicals at the request of Mr. Ashley,in order to see how much ot a prospectthere was to sustain the charges.

peace with the Indians. It proposes,First, To transfer the managementof the
Indian affairs to the War Department,
for many reasons, among which, the necessityof abolishing the trading and
agency system. Second, The establishmentof territorial governments for the
Ipdians. Third, The appointment ol
an inspection board, as a temporary
measure, to examine the accounts ol
the Indian agents, and inspect the
goods and agricultural implements-furnishedthe Indians. Fourth, A Commission,consisting of whites and educatedIndians, to visit all the tribes,hold talks with them, show them the
benefits of permanent peace and the
abandonment ot romantic life; the
adoption of agricultural pursuits, and
of consolidating in one territory. The
American Government protests that it
can never adopt the policy of- a total
extermination of the Indian race withoutthe cost of untold treasuie and the
lives of her people, besides exposing
herelf to the abhorrence and censure
of the entire civilized world.
