Western people 4'do not desire, and
will not tolerate it." The same sentimentis expressed by other Republican
papers. The Troy (N. Y." TPAfc, in
commenting on this subject, says :
"The men pushing measures of generalconfiscation, know very welL that

they cannot take them through Congress.By advocating such ultra laws,
they only hope to drive the South from
making the effort to come back into
the Union under the Congressional
plan, and to harass, worry and agitate
the Southern people, totheend that they
may become desperate. Such are the
despicable sentiments that inspire the
small knot of ultraists who are asking
for confiscation laws. Congress is too
wise to endorse any such proposition,
and yet the introduction and advocacyof such a measure in Congress will have
a most deplorable and depressing effect
on the South. It is peculiarly unfortunateand cruel in view of the fact that
in many portion.* of the South gauut
hunger, want, poverty and famine are
starins: whole communities in the face,
and thousands upon "thousands of
those who befoie the war rolled in luxuryarid afliupnee are now making the
most desperate efforts to drive the wolf
of starvation from their doors. While
the loyal North is contributing with a
liberal and generous hand to keepthousands at the South from dying of
hunger aud starvation, it is a rhost sad

of Congress attempting to add confiscationto the miseries already endured
at the South. Shame on such statesmanship!"

the banks of the Great Kanawha to
Scary Creek, where it leaves the Kanawha"and passes by way of Barboursvilleto the Ohio River, and with said
River to the town of Ceredo, where it
will connect with the Kentucky Railroad.Jeadiu^r to Cincinnati, Louisville
unci S:. Lo«ik>; in fact, this road it ooce

completed will connect by a considerableshorter route than any now in existence,the Northern and Eastern
cities, with the Western and Southern
cities. We xre glad to learn that the
road is rapidly approaching completion
on the South-western section, and
will be completed to Charleston in the
course of a year.
This road will be to the State of West

Virginia what the "Central" is to Pennsylvania,the great lile artery of commerceand trade, and will bring us in
ciose connection wun me eastern una
Western markets.relieving us by competitionfrom the heavy freight tan If of
the Baltimore an£.4Jhio Railroad, and
will enable oar merchants nnd mechanicsto patronize more liberal marketsthan Baltimore. But to the centre
of the Stale is it that this great thoroughfarewill bring its greatest blessing
.the vast mineral wealth now hidden
and lying forsaken and abandoued
under our fertile soil for want of outlet,will be developed; our magniticent
forests, abounding in the choicest timber,will vnnis'h as the locomotive passesby; and vast manufactories and furnaceswill send to the East and West,
South and North, the developed riches
of West Virginia; aud the present hideboundcondition of our youngState, the
inheritance of aristocratic old Virginia,
will have forever vanished.
To counterbalance the effect which

the construction of this road must have
