The Tribune elaims that Roseerans
was the victor in the first important
engagement which resulted favorably
to the Union arms, and that he was the
pluonerand executor of four distinct
campaigns, three of which were emi-
uently successful; that he wasa the hero
of several great battles, and that he was
never decidedly beaten in any engage-
ment, but that by a strange combina-
tion of misfortunes he has never been
in favor with his official superiors, and
has never obtalned from the people a
fulr recognition of hisservices. It then
quates from the record the following
expressions made by Mr. Lineoln:

Linm Lincoln, in 1564, “for which [ can

**Ilosecrans : one is the battle of Stone

Rosecrans planned and fought
the batties of Rich Moantain,and of Car-
nifex Ferry, and drove Wise, Floyd,
anidl Lee out of West Virginia, and
when he had done up the work was re-
lieved of his command in order that &
Mountnin department might be ereated
for Gen, Fremont. He aNlerwards
feuzht the battles of Iuks, Corinth,
and Stone River in the West, three of
the moat brilliant victories of the war,
After his defeat at Chickanmauga he was
sent to Missouri, where he rendered
the most important service to the Govy-
ernment in ferreting out the secret con-
sipiracy of the Knights of the Golden
Cirele., And yet after nll these services
he has been idle since the close of the
war, while volunteer Generals have
been assigned to commands.

“Whether Gen. Rosecrans' unfortu-
nate rélntions with the War Department
nnd the Headguarters of the Army are
to be traced to wny fuult of his own, we
bave no menns of knowing. We only
know that of nll our genernls he has
uniformly been one of the most fortu-
nate in the field and one of the most
unfortunate everywhere else: and thac
his retirement ought to awaken in us
n double regret that we have lost the
sorvices of no nceomplished oMesr, and
huve rewanrded so inadequately what
he bas done for us hitherto.”

While Govern-
menis can be bought which bear 6 per
eant. in gold, or 73 10 In currency, and
at the same time are free from local
taxes, a man would beset down as a
fool, who would loan money on com-
mercial paper or mortgage notes, at 6
par cent. gfun who have mioney are
not fools; consequently money is not
loapned at6 percent. If bankers should
loan money at 6 per cent., with the
taxes they are required to pay and the
heavy expenses incarred in earrying on

Tue Ohio House of Delegates, as no-
ticed In our dispatches yesterday,
passed on Wednesdny the resolution
extending suffrage Lo negroes and dis-
franchising rebels snd deserters. Mr.
Welsh, of Belmont, voted for the reso-
lution. Mpr. Davenport, the other del-
egate, nnnouneed himsell opposed to
it, and retired befora the vole was Ia-
ken. The Cincinnati Gazetfe, of yester-
day, in commenting on the vole, says:

The House of Hepresentatives yester-
day passed the Manhood Suflrnge reso-
lution, which had previously been
adopted by the Senate, with an
amendment disfranchising rebels
and  deserters. This  result  was
hardl to be expected. It s not
the less acceptuble on  that ne-
count, When the Democruts made the
Constitution of Ohio, it was intended
by its framers that it should not be
changed until the specified time for
holding a new convention. To thisend
it was provided that it should requirea
three-iifths vots of the Legislature to
submit to the people a proposition to
amend the Constitution. It then seem-
ed almost gertain that such avote could
never be obtained, eapecinlly on a
question of litleal lmportance. If
uny one ha redicted when the
Constitutional ‘'onvention was in
session In this city seventeen years
nfo, that at any future time, three-tfifths
of the Legisintare conld be obtained to
vole im favor of manbooid suffenge, he
would have been coanted insane. But
war creates great neceasities, nnd neces-
sities bring sbout wendgrful changes in
publie sentiment. - It becnme necessary
to destroy sluvery, and, therefore, it
wns destroyed. Then it became neces-
sary Lo force manhood suffrage upon
the Iate rebel Siates, and it was done,
The Unlon party having gone thus far
—having prescribed this conditidn for
the South, could nofisonsistently with-
hold the ballot from the colored man in
Ohio, ‘Theréfore, three-fifths of the
members of the Legislature have voted
to submit to the people the question
of striking the word white from the
Constitution.

SeNATOR FEssexpEX sald, the other

Bat out of all
the apprehended evils, only one (the
failore of the wheat crop in the central
west) has actually occurred, and this
one the coming senson will, in all prob-
ability, fully repair. us look to
some of the principal facts. First, we
have bad a set of political agitators
who elaim that the South is not indus-
trious because it is not reconstructed;

Take
the cotton crop for example. This met
with great wmisfortunes—onwonted
rainsg, army worms, and varions disas-
ters. Yel, what is the result? It is now
known that over two millions of bales
of the cotton erop of 1866 will be brought
to market,worth three nondred millions
afdallars. Corn eropa were lurgely plan-
ted; but most of that did fail, cansing
want in some parts of the South, But
now where is the evidence of any
want of indastry? We don’t believe
the South ever did as much work in
one year as they did in 1866. The Idea
that politieal reconstruction is necessa-
ry to recure industry and lts fruits, in
the Scuth, is a monstrous humbug.
We come now to the loss of wheat.
This was equal in (he States of Ohlo,
Indiana and Kentucky, to twenty mil-
lions of bushels, worth in money con-
siderably more than forty millions of
dollars. ‘I'his took, malnly from the
Cincinnati mnarket, the use of forty
millions of currency, in Lthe past six
months. This caused a pinch for ready
money in this region, greater than was
robably felt in any other part of the
nited States. On the other hand, the
corn crop was large, and hogs marksted
more numerous, rparf.l:,r balancing the
great deficlency of the whest crop.
Chere I8 anather thing which may be
claimedi as losa of production, in the
diminution of the woolen manufac-
tories, on account of elosing the war.
