Empress of Austria were to-day crownedKing and Queen of Hungary, with
mediteval pomp ami splendor. The
city was crowded with visitors from all
parts of the world, una splendidly decoIrated ambassadors from all nations
having diplomatic relations with Austria,except the United States, were
present. The coronation took plucc
across the rivet Dauube, and the conconcludingrites iti this city. Eighty
thousand Hungarian and Austrian noblesand GO peers, 1,000 diplomatists
and thousands of strangers witnessed
the corouation. The scene was magnificent.Bishops of the Catholic and
Greek Churches assisted at the ceremony.The costumes displayed were
gorgeous. The Emperor was arrayed
in the aucient robes, crown, mantle and
shoes of SU Stephen, the first Christian
King of Hungary. The Etnpre s was
anointed under the right arm-pit. The
special mass was sung by the Imperial
choir, and was composed by Listz
Alter the coronation, the King

knighted several Hungarians and then
rode in person to I'estb, where he took
the oath, in which he promised to reconquerthe ancient limits of Hungary.
Notniug equal to this has been witness
ed for centuries, nud in all probability
will never be repeated.
The coronation closed by the King ridingup ou a mound of earth, formed ol

soil brought from the different departmentsol Hungary, and waviug hit
swoid at the four points of the compass,at the same time solemly swearinghe would defend his kingdou;
