Nashville, July 8..Gov. Browu-
Iow'h expected proclamation appeared
this morning. It commands the com¬
missioners of registration to appoint
clerks and jud|<ea of elections; com¬
mands sheriffs to open and liold the
elections on the first Thursday in
August, and to make returns as before
by said clerks aud judges. He also in¬
structs the clerks aud judges to make
out separate noil-books, record the
voters and send tbem to the executive
and State departments as a provision
against neglect of duty on the part of
sheriffs. He concludes by ordering the
commanders of the State Guards to ar¬
rest JudgeGant, Chairman of the Con¬
servative Central Committee, or any of
said committee or agents, if they
shall persist in their efforts
to defeat the execution of the
franchise law as construed by him, and
also break up and disperse all assem¬
blies having in view the holding of il¬
legal elections or the defeat of any regu¬
lar electiou. JudgeGant, of the Cen¬
tral Conservative Committee, had, pre¬
vious to the appearance of this procla
million, withdrawn his recommenda¬
tion to the County Court to appointjudges and clerks of elections, and ad¬
vised all to conform to the Governor in
the construction of the franchise law,
though believing it to be wrotig. No
collision is likely to grow out of this
subject.

From tbe Plains.
New York, July 8..The Herald's

Omaha special says: Tbe following has
been received at headquarters from
General Custer's command, dated at
Riverside, Colorado, 40 miles west of
Fort Sedgwick, July 6th:
On the 24tb ult.. 45 Sioux attacked a

detachment of 25 men under Captain
Hamilton, near the forks of the Re¬
publican. After a gallant fight tbe In¬
dians were beaten and driven off with
a loss of two warriors killed and seve¬
ral wounded.Capt. Hamilton losing
only one horse.
On tne same day a large band of

Sioux warriors surrounded Custer's
camp, endeavoring to stampede the
horses, but were repulsed without tbe
loss of a single animal.
On the 26th a war party of Sioux and

Chevenues, numbering live or six hun¬
dred, attacked and snrrounded 48 men
of the 7th cavalry, under Lieutenants
Bobbins and Cook, who were escorting
a suppiy train from Fort Wallace. The
Indians remained about the train for
three hours, and made desperate at¬
tacks to effect its capture, but after a

well contested figbt, they were also re¬

pulsed, with a loss of five warriors
killed and several wounded, and one
was captured. Our loss was only two
men wounded.

New York, July 8..The Finance
Committee have at length reported in
a strain of unusual severity upon the
message of tbe acting Mayor, though
failing to answer satisfactorily the
points made by that functionarv.

New York, July 8.The life raft,
