Accord¬
ingly, even the host of |ea*prophetic
statesmen are now readlug the sign;* of
the times. The Springfield liejiublican
--u journal which speaks accurately as

any other the conservative, as distin¬
guished from the radical, purpose of
the Republican party.says: "If Con¬
gress were now in session, there can be
little doubt that the House would bud
articles of iiiineachuieiit against the
President." Senator Wilson.who ia
always as well acquainted with fresh
political facts as any other Republican
politician.has just publicly said:
..The great mass of the Republican par¬
ty believe that the President will be
impeached, and tbat he deserves im¬
peachment." The New York Tribune,
which, until lately, lent its powerful
influence decidedly against impeach¬
ment, in now among ils strongest ad¬
vocate.-.
Stern duties are the tests ol heroic

men. One of the sternest duties ever
laid 'upon American statesmen has
been, and Mill is, the impeachment of
Andiew Johnson. Iiut, notwithstand¬
ing the patent fact that the public wel¬
fare bus imperatively demanded this
measure, many eminent Republicans
have hitherto opposed and defeated it,
because they In*ve seen in it some risk
to tbe fortunes of souie favorite Presi¬
dential candidate.

ness and opportunities?

It ought to be now thoroughly un-jderstood (as it ought to be) that the Re-
