Piore notorious aud more crimiual
han that of the man whose crimes have
been wiped out by the pardon of Mr.
Johnson. This man Dlackburu was

the scoundrel who endeavored to Im¬
port yellow fever iuto our cities, aud
has been proved to have bought gar
uients containing the infection, aud
boxed them up for trausportatiou into
our midat. Yet it is to such as this that
Mr. Johnson extends Kxecutive clem¬
ency; aud while bo strikes down Sheri¬
dan, Sickles, aud all the patriots, he re¬

wards aud reinstated in their rights
those tlends who have violated
every priuoiple of law and morality.
Little by little the Executive is heaping
up a record of Infamy which will crush
its author and compel impeachment.
It is *Hid that the President has given

out that he will soon begin to give for

publication the private and confiden¬
tial letters that have been writteu to

himduriug the last year by prominent
Republicans, indorsing him and ask¬
ing for appointments to office for their
frleuds. lie proposes to wall until
these gentlemen gel on the stump and

begin to deuOQDCe hiui, aud then he
will publish their private views. The
President may be expected to give to

the public almost any letter except that
first writteu by Geueral Grant about
the removal of Secretary Stanton. This
ingenious scheme ol Mr. Johnson may
perhaps frlgbteu away one or two Re-
publican politicians, but we suspect
that the loss lu ihe party will uol be
sufficiently great to endanger Its suc¬

cess.

An Illinois paper claims that that
State stands second iu the United
States in the value of her agricultural
productions.

Pennsylvania
figures for fl59.402.-157, crop value. Ohio
is set down for ft 1,2*15,751, and Indiana
and Micblgan follow these in the value
of their producta.
Tine Commissioners appointed by

the President under the act of Congress
to seitlo the claims of Ohio for war ex¬

penses, growing mainly out of Mor¬
gan's raids, have arrived at Washing¬
ton aud have laid their report before
the executive. They were iu session
six weeks at a cost of about fifteen huu-
dred dollars, (t is understood that the
claims allowed by theui aggregate
about three hundred thousand dollars.

It ««» because U>e!uai. «lu «»» elevated to power by the
Uepublirm [.arty baa proved false to
nm trust ; it whs because that man i»
uow iu the chief seat of power,
mat these dangers^ are greater,.
Tne rbief enemy of the Government
to-day, was tbe Chief Magistrate of tbe
Nation. The danger was greater now
than in laGl, when Jell'. Davis left tne
Senate Chamber to head the rebellion ;
be was an open enemy, and we knew
where be was; but to-day tbe enemy
was in tbe Presidential cbair, a secret
euemy in our midat, and we know not
what is before us.
Tbe speaker then reviewed the recent

course of the acting President, iu de
feating the proper execution of tbe lav**!
in regard to reconstruction, and es¬
pecially his removal of Stanton and the
district commanders, and bis usurpa¬
tion of power in issuing bis recent am¬
nesty proclamation, after Congress bad
just positively repealed bis power to do
so.
"And to-day," said the General,

speaking from information personally
obtained in Washington but a few days
since, "be is contemplating other acts
more reprehensible than any yel com
milled.defying the will ol tbe people
ami of Congress, lie trusted tbe men
of Ohio would recognize tbe dauger of
the country, and give aucb a majority
iu support, of tbe loyal henlimcut ol the
country a» would slugger the President
and bis rebel abetters in their reckless
course.

Mr. Johnson has issued a proclauia-

tlon enjoining special devotion to the
Constitution. Lie once said in Teu-
uessee, "When you hear a man prat¬
ing about the Constitution, spot him
.s it traitor." Tried by his own rule
he is spotted all over with treason.
Judas was never more devoted to bis

master than when about to betray him.
Louis Napoleon was never moie de-
voted to the republic than when on tbe
ii,iy preceding the fatal night of the 2d
of December, when the light ol French
liberty expired and the Empire began.
Johnson is uever more devoted to the
Constitution than when about to vlo-
late its provisions.

lie then called the especial attention
or his auditnee, and said :

1 have recently been In Maryland and
the District ot Columbia, having left
Washington only night before last.
While there I took especial paius to in¬
form myself in regard to the present
purposes of Andrew Johnson, and I
obtained what I aui about to state from
reliable authority.

I declare, upon tny responsibility as
a Senator of the United States, that to-
day Andrew Johnson meditates and du-
sigus forcible resistance to tne authori-
iv ol Congress. I make the statement
deliberately, having derived It from un-,.luestionable authority. I cannot point
lout the occastou on which he may at-
tempt to use military force. It may be
to prevent the assembling of Congress;
or, when assembled, if the House ol
Representatives passes articles ol im-,
peachmeut; or, it may be, lor the pur-
pose of forcing S intbern Senators and
Representatives to seats iu Congress.
The question may be asked: liow

can he do such a thing ? You recollect
that six mouths ago. Gov. Swann, of
Maryland, was elected L. S. Seuator.
ami that a few weeks afterwards lie
declined the otUce, giving "grave rea¬
sons of State" as the cause. It was
found that Lieutenant Governor Cox,
of that State, could not be depended on
lor Johnson purposes.
There is to-day a standing army iu

Maryland.au organized militia force,
such as no other State in the Union
has; and it is oQicered mainly by re
turned rebels. When the time comes
which he looks for, under some pre-,
tense, Johnson may declare Maryland
and tbe District of Columbia under
martial law, and call upon Gov. Swanu
to bring forth bis militia.
There ia nothing that will deter John¬

son from this purpose except, when the
issue comes, that bis courage may fail,
I make this statement that the Ameri¬
can people may kuow the danger that
threatens their peace and safety. Said
one ol my informants, "If Pennsylva¬
nia ami New York give Democratic
majorities in the coming elections, it
will embolden him tocarry out his pur¬
pose." And 1 bope you, the people ot
Ohio, will be warned in time, and so
cast your votes as to rebuke and pre¬
vent tbe uiad designs of this bad man,
who is now acting President of the
United States.
But, gentlemen, let me say to you

that whenever Johnson attempts force
and orders any soldiers he may have
under his command, to resist the au¬

thority ol Congress, bis doom issealed.
[tireat Applause.] The fate from which
he has preserved the traitor Jefferson
Davis, will then be meted out to him.
[Applause] Aye, when that time
comes, bvs hundred thousand men
from Pennsylvania, New York and
Ohio, will leap to arms and tramp the
soil ol Maryland, to reach the be¬
leaguered capital and rescue it from the
bauds of rebels aud traitois. [Great
Cheers.]

of mortality in those cities where new
aud effective methods of drainage have
been established, and In certain dis¬
tricts even consumption, that most ter-;
rible scourge of the olimate, has been
notably diminished. Our American
plague.the ague.Hrisea often from
deficient provisions against the accu¬
mulation of moisture, and many fevers
and forms of general ill-health and de-
bility have their origin iu a similar
cause. This is so well marked that, lu
many instances, the lower or more
shaded side of the same street has been
notoriously more unwholesome than
the higher, lighter and drier one, the
difference resulting in health on the one
side aud mortality on the other.
