flicting, are highly important. A mes¬

sage has just been received from Flor-.
ence announcing that the insurgent,
troops, holding it strong position uear

Bagnarea, in Viterbo, were attacked
by the Papal forces. A short and sharp
light resulted In the defeat of the at¬

tacking party, who were obliged hasti¬
ly to retreat. The losses are not slated.
I he effect of this victory was verv in¬
spiriting to the party of action.
At a public meeting of the friends of

Garibaldi, held at Turin yesterday,
revolutionary speeches were made by
many distinguished persons, tjreat
crowds of people were present, and the
enthusiasm was nnbou'nded. Meetings
of like character are iu contemplation
In other cities of Italy.
Though a prisoner at Caprera, Gari¬

baldi has Issued a stirring address to
bis followers, which was published to¬
day. He recites at length the griev¬
ances of Italy, and asks his country¬
men to redress them now. iiu appeals
strongly to their patriotism, and urges
all his friends to march forthwith to
Koine.
London, October 5-Nooii..Yest«r-

day afternoon an address whh received
by the authorities to the effect that an

attack by the Fenians, ou one of the
armories iu this city, might be expected
during the night. Government troops
were accordingly posted at tbe differ¬
ent armories, and other prccautiouarv
steps were also taken, which prevented
the threatened outbreak.
