A Wellington correspondent in "a
lookout" after tbe lute elect ions gives n

disgusting picture of the class ofcrea-
lures who now crowd the Capitol. If
Wall street, he says, is the tlnancial,
Pennsylvania avenue is the political
pulse of the nation; or, if the metaphor
Is not well taken, it can be readily
amended with a pun, by affirmiugthat
this most iamousof'Washington boule-
yards is at least the uation's political
beat, and by the number and character
oi the politicians who walk upon it at
any particular season, can be accurate¬
ly determined the country's condition
(.f health. A month ago the green flies
buzzed only about the White House,
where alone their iustiots led them for
carrion. These pant two weeks, spring¬
ing up after the manner of their genus
frr.ui Heaven knows where, in broods,
they swarm down the avenue, iu and
out of the hotels along its whole length
aud even lift through the corridors of
tlieCupltol as if they might eventually
make their hubitut there. Formerly
the city, like the country, was consid¬
ered by the political doctors to be in a
healthy condition, and the White
Hoase grounds only a small centre of
obnoxious stagnation in the midst of
it; but this swarming of the flies else¬
where looks ominous, especially when
the Capitol is uot safe from their intru¬
sion. Hut laying aside metaphor and
to be pluiu, since the days of '59 and
'60, when men who meant to maiutaiu
the country's integrity were compelled
to go with pistols iu their girdles here
for protection against the hordes of
traitors who infested the city, such a
multitude of heavy paunches and
beastly faces, bespotted with the lust
for power and office, has not been on
Washington streets as is seen here to¬
day.
Life in Texas..The revolver and

howie knife are still the arbiters of
trilling disputes in the "Lone Star
State." A correspondent of the Mem¬
phis Post, writing from Houstou, un¬

der date of the 16th, gives the followiug
sketch of life in that delectable lo¬
cality :

We had a regular Texas street light
to-day. Two men were waiting an hour
or ho at a hotel lor one man. When he
came out one of the two pulled a Der¬
ringer, tired aud missed; then drew a
six-shooter aud emptied every barrel at
the advanciug man, who was shot in
four places, and who theu, iu spite of
wounds, pulled a bowie-knile and
made two "insertion" iu the lelt breast
of Brown, the commencer of the row,
whose companion theu pulled a revol¬
ver aud absolutely broke the skull of
the bowie-knife man aud laid him low.
Urowii breathed his last in about fif¬
teen minutes. Prultt, the other man,
lingered for three days. The;fuss was
about a pretty milliner, named Sallie
St. Clair, who, by the by, nursed l'ruitt
until his death.
From up the country, we hnve news

of a "beautiful little tight".two meu
"ou a side," all armed (as is usual iu
Texas,) with the inevitable ..six-shoot¬
er." They amused themselves iu play¬
ful manner until two were instantly
killed, one mortally wounded and the,
oiher.a man nearly eighty years old
was "bored" with three bullets only.
Hut it was a "beautiful little fight"
though.
Thk European Corn Market..The

Mark Lane (English) Express notices
the advance in the price of wheat in the
leading corn markets of Europe, re¬

marking as follows:
"France, Belgium and Holland again

note higher prices, as well as Danzig
and several German markets; but tor
delivery there are occasional symptoms
of weakness. New York quotes a low¬
er range for some descriptions of flour
and spring wheat, but not enougn to
encourage shipments, though the alter-
ed state of the British market would
make consignments now pay that
would have previously left a heavy
loss. We have yet to see what effect
our present rates will have ou the 'Far
West.' "

The London Times of October 14th,
has the followiug iu its Paris letter rel¬
ative to the wheat markets of France;
"Advices from the different corn

markets of France show that the price
of wheat is .still rising. Of 131 markets
there are but six where there is a fall,
aud one where there is a tendency to
fall. The supplies are not abundaut,
whereas the demands are numerous.
The ports ure very active. Marseilles
has sold Within t he last eight days from
200,000 to 300,000 hectolitres of wheat.
Nantes is selling considerable quanti¬
ties of Hour for the account ot Kng-
land."
An American geutlemau, who has

spent the lust seven years in Europe,
and has watched with great interest all
developments relating to Industrial
pursuits, has reached this conclusion:
"England has got to do one of two

things.come back to protection or stop
emigration. .Every day satisfies me
that this is so, and that if she does uot
do it, the days of her commercial great¬
ness are numbered, and she must cease
to be what she now is, the first manu¬

facturing country of the world. I sent
a slip to Mr. WlflsTast week, cut from
the Daily News, and copying ail article
upon the stagnation of the irot* trade in
Scotland, showing that one of the main
causes for this was the Belgian compe¬
tition. Tbe tact Is, since the Oubden
treaty, England is brought for the tirst
time directly in competition with the
cheap labor of the continent. The
manufacturers hope to meot. this by
bringiug down the price of labor to a

level with that on the continent; but as

soon as sho begins to depress it, the
operatives, or such as can beg or bor¬
row the meaus, emigrate."
Important to Bankrupts..All who

contemplate availing themselves of the
benefits of the bankrupt law must do
so previous to March 2, 1303, as the 50

per cent, clause takes place on that day.
There are only about one hundred and
fifteen days left. All claims against a

bankrupt who applies'after next March,
will, as a matter of course, be proved.
Section 33 of the law, in relation to the

50 per ceut., Is as follows :

"Aud In all proceedings in bankrupt¬
cy commenced after one year from the
time this act shall go into operation, no
discharge shall be granted to a debtor
whose assets do not pay 50 per cent, of
the claims against his estate, unless the
assent, in writing, of a majority in
number aud value of his creditors, who
have proved their claims, is tiled in his
case, at or before time of applications
discharge."
Boston Oct. 30..John A. Andrew,

Ex-Governor of Massachusets, died at

six o'clok this evening. At nine last
evening he was at his residence, in
Charles street,conversing with a friend,
his family being present. He hod pre¬
monitory symptoms of apoplexy, and
requested his family to leave the room,
which they did, under, tbe supposition
that he had private business to trans¬
act. Hen the requested his friend to call
in Dr. Derby, and subsequently Drs.
Bigelow aud Cabot were in attendance.
He remained unconscious from the
time of tiic attack uutil his death.
A young man lately employed as

clerk in a large commercial house has
been arrested on suspicion of forging
the name of the firm on checks
amounting to$10,000, which he used iu

purchasing gold on speculation.

The Agricultural Intere«fM.
In oar last issue we referred to the

fact that farmers are uppermost in the
scale this year as regards material iu-
terests.receiving high prices for every
article they sell, and paying compara¬
tively low prices for articles they buy.
This is to be regarded as a favorable
indication, especially as the high prices
of produce are in a great measurecaus-1
ed by a foreign demand, and it must,
ultimately and before long react npon
the general business interests of the
country.
The Cincinnati I*rice Current has a

good article on this subject, from which
we copy. Speaking of the enuson or]
the depression in business it says:
The partial failure of the wheat and

corn cropH In the West, bus some Influ-
ence, but it ought not, because if we
consider the prices now being obtained
for all kinds of agricultural produce,
they more than compensate for the par-
tial deficiency in the corn and
wheat crops. The wheat crop,
gathered in I860, was a very
poor one, not over oue-hall that
of the past year, and yet we find wheat
now selling at $2 GO, which did not
briug over $2 80 at this date laHt year,
though we have double the crop this
year that we had then, ho that tue in¬
come to the farmer this year, from that
source, is vastly gre.iter than it was
then. Again, corn that sold last year
at 83c, 1m now Helling at $1 03, and there
is doubtless as much good corn in the
country this year as there waa last,
whilst the price is thirty per cent, bet¬
ter. Again, the crop or oats gathered
the past summer, was fully fifty per
cent, belter than that gathered in 1860,
and yet the price of oats now is 08c
against 58c at this time laHt year, so
thai there is au Increase of fifty por
cent, iu the crop, and thirty-eight per
cent, in the price, rendering the pro¬
ceeds from that crop uesrly ninety per
wnt. better lor the farmer** than in
1800. Again, the crop of hay gathered
the past season, was unusually large,
taklug the quality into consideration,
folly thirty percent, better thau it was
in 1860, and yet prices are as high now
as they were a year ago, No.l Kye was
worth $1 18 a year ago, now it brings
$1 47. Barley is selling as high now as
it was a year ago, and yet tho crops of
both rye and barley were much better
than they were in 1800. Pork will
doubtless b« higher this coming
neasou than It wan last; so that
the position of the agricultural
Interests are. on the whole, at
least, fully 50 per cent better than they
were a year ago; nud the agricultural
interest being the basis of national
prosperity, we may look with confi¬
dence for a speedy recovery from the
present depression. The indications
are strong that we will have a large de¬
mand from Kurope lor our surplus ag
ricultural productions the current sea-
sou, aud at high prices. At this date
last year, Milwaukee red wheal wuh

selling at lis Od per cental In Liverpool,
now it briugs 149 3d. Corn sold one
year sgf> In Liverpool at 20s# per quar¬
ter. It 1h now worth 4tf< Od "per quar¬
ter. American bacon sold in Liver-

fiool, a year ago, at 35s to 41s per 112
bs lor Cumberland middles; now it is
selling at 45a52~; so that viewed iu what
aspect we may we find the prospects of
the future vastly better thau they were
a year ago. In the .SoutheruSlates, arid
all along the Atlantic slope of the Al-
legheuies, the crops of grain and of
grass were very good this year; the
only nnlavorable leature is tho large
decline in, and low price of, cotton, but
it is exceedingly doubtful that the price
of cotton will remain down. If the
business community will but turn their
attention to (his bright side of the af¬
fairs of tho country, they will perceive
at once, that the dullness of trade is hut
the result of a panic, having no legiti¬
mate foundation in fact, and therefore
there is tho best reasou for a speedy
and decided reaction iu the commerce
of the country.

Agricultural Items.
A correspondent of the Jtural World

uses a medicine for the cure of clobbers
in horses that, though iufallible, is not

popular because it is so simple, handy
and cheap. A dose or two from one to
two gallons ot dry wheat bran has
never failed with him.

T. Jons, South Hadley, Mass., com¬

plains iu a letter to the New York
farmers' Club, ot fraud in new straw¬

berry plants. Ho has now a half an

acre of fancy, high-priced kinds, and
the cost of plants Hiid of cultivation
has been £500, while he has received
hardly as many cents. Of twenty
kinds only two are valuable.
The Paris Kentuckian says : ''Mr. S.

W. Tevebaugh, of this county, has
shown us some singular grains of corn,
in which the grains are doubled, each
grain haviug u. separate heart, lie ac¬

cidentally noticed a lew graina as he
was shelling his seed corn last year,
which he planted, and they produced
ears of corn with ail the grsins doubled,
and two stalks to the grain."
AmosSteller, Cary, Ohio, advises the

New York farmers' Club not to allow
their eweet apple pomace to go to waste

after the sweet cider is expressed, but
put them in some water-tight box; let
them remain until they are well heated;
then return them to the press, and add,
say, to the production or thirty bushels
of apples, six or eight gallons of water,
and you can press frotn one and a half
to two barrels of vinegar Irom the
statne, and a good article at that. Vin¬
egar made in this way will sour much
sooner than otherwise.
Having been cured of rheumatism by

the followiugprescription, Mr. William
Basaett, of Birmingham, Michigan,
communicates it to the New York
Farmer*' CluO: Sarsaparilla root, sas¬

safras chips, and gentian root each one

ounce; gum guaiacum, hall ounce;
iodide of potassium, one fourth ounce.
Simmer the first four articles in a gal-
lou or water to a half gallon; when
nearly cold add the poiasslnm; stir to¬

gether, strain, bottle. Dose: wlue-

glassiul twice a day.
L. K. Petron, Highgate, Vt., thinks it

unwise to abandon the cultivation of
corn and depend on the West. He st»3's,
in a letter to the New York Farina?
Club, that transportation coat so much
that wo never get it retailed there short
of $1 in silver, while on good corn land
It can be raised for from 50 in 75 cents,
besides titling the land for ft good crop
of wheat, to he followed by grass. On
light warm soils I spread the manure,
and 'plough or drag In. On heavier
and colder soils put some in hills to

give an early start in the spring.
At a late meeting of the'Pennsylva-

nia Horticultural Society statements

were made showing the injurious effect

of the ttir of gas-lighted rooms on the

health or growing-house plants and on

the preservation of cut flowers. In re¬

ply to the remark of a member that the

injnrv resulted rather from theory air
of furnace heat that lrom the eflect of
Kas, Mr. Meehau gave instances, which
had come under his observation iu Ger-
mantown, of people noted for their suc¬

The apple tree flourished
luxuriantly, and bore abundantly on
the virgin soils wherein it was gener¬
ally plauted; and while eacn settler's
'.clearing" was shut in by the grand,
old woods, which soltened the harsher
winds and obstructed the dissemina¬
tion of fruit-destroying Insects. Good
peaches were grown in southern New
Hampshire tifly years ago; whereas
they can be no longer be produced,
save rarely and scantily, in southern
New York. Cider was, next to water,
the most abundaut and the cheapest
tluid to be had in New Hampshire,
while I lived there.ofteu selling for a
dollar |per barrel. In a family of six
and eight persons, a barrel tapped on
Saturday barely lasted a full week.
Whoever dropped iu ot an evening ex¬

pected to be treated to elder; a mug,
once emptied, was quickly refilled; and
so on, till every one was about as full
as he could hold. The transition from
cider to warmer and more po¬
tent stimulants .was easy and natural;
so that whole families died drunkards
and vagabond paupers irom the impe¬
tus tirst given by hitler swilling iu their
rural homes.

1 believe I was live years old wheu
my grandfather Woodburn's house in
Londonderry was, one winter day,
tilled with relatives, gathered, in good
part, from Deering, Windham, and
irom Vermont towns originally settled
from the old hive; who, after dinner,
departed iu their sleighs to visit some
other relative, taking onr old folks
with them, and leaving but three or
four little boys to keep house till their
return. A number of half-smoked
cigars were leu on the mantel, and
some evil genius suggested to us tow-
headed urchins that it would be smart
and clever to indulge in a general
suiuke. Like older fools, we weut in;
and 1 was soon the sickest mortal on
the face of this planet. I cannot say
as to my comrades iu this folly; but
that hall-inch of cigar stump will last
me all my life, though its years should
outuumber Methuselah's. Fur a de¬
cade theceafter, it was often my tilial
duly to til Laud light my mother's pipe,
when she had laid down for her alter
dinner uap; and she, haviug taken it,
would hold it and talk till the tire had
gone out, so that it must again be
lighted and drawn till the tobacco was
well ignited; so I know that, if I had
not been proof against narcotic seduc¬
tion, I should have learned to like the
soothing weed; but I never used nor
wished to use it as a sedative or a luxu¬
ry alter my one Juvenile and thorough¬
ly conclusive experiment. Fr-irii that
hour to this, the chewing, smoking, or

suulling of tobacco has seemed to me,
it not the most pernicious, certainly
the vilest, most detestable abuse of his
corrupted sensual appetites whereof
depraved man is capable.
Iu my childhood there was no mer¬

ry-making, there was no eutert*in-
meat of relatives or friends, there was

scarcely a casual gathering of two or
three neighbors for an evening's
social chat, without strong drink. Ci¬
der Mlways, while it remained drinka-
ble without severe contortions of
visage; rum ui all seasous aud ou all
occasions, wore required aud provided.
No house or barn was raised without a

bountiful supply or the latter, and gen¬
erally of both. A wedding without a

"to«Jdy," "liip," ' sling," or "punch,"
witu ruui uudisguified in abundance,
would have been deemed a poor,
mean affair, even among the penniless;
while the more fortunate and thriity ot
course dispensed wiue, brandy, and gin
in profusion. Dancing.almost the
only pastime in wbicn the sexes joint¬
ly participated.was always eulivened
aud stimulated by liquor. Militia
trainings.then rigidly enforced at
least twice a year.usually wound up
with a drinkiug frolic at the village
tavern. Election days were drinking
days, as ihey still too commouly are;
and even funerals were regarded as in¬
adequately celebrated without the dis¬
pensing of spirituous cousolation; so

that 1 distinctly recollect the neighbor¬
hood talk alter the funeral of a poor
man's child, that if he had uot been
meau as well as poor, he would have
cheered the hearts of bis sympathizing
Irieuds by treating them to at least one

gallon of rum. I have heard my
father say that he had mowed through
the haying season ot thirty successive
years, aud never a day without liquor;
aud the account of an Irishman who
mowed aud pitched throughout one

haying.drinking only buttermilk,
while his associates drank rom, yet
accomplished more aud with less fa¬
tigue tnau any of them.was received
with as much wondering incredulity as

though it had been certified that he
lived wholly on air. Nay; we bnd an
ordination in Amherst nearly fifty
years ago, settling au able and popular
young clergyman named Lord, (I be¬
lieve he is now the venerable ex-Presi¬
dent of Dartmouth College,) to the sig¬
nal satisfaction of the great body of our
peopl*: and, according to my recollec¬
tion, strong drink was more generally
and bountifully dispensed than ou any
previous occasion; bottles and glasses
being set on tables in front ot many
tanners' houses as au iuvitatiOu to
those who passed on their way to or
from the installation to stop aud drink
freely. We iiavu worse liquor now
tbuu we had then, and delirium tre¬
mens, apoplexy, palsy, «fcc., come
sooner aud ofteuer to those who use ii;
but our consumers of strong drink are
a class; whereas, they were tben the
wnote people. The pious probably
drank more discreetly than the ungod¬
ly; but they all drank to their own sat¬

isfaction, and (I judge) more than was
consistent with their own good.
My resolve not to drink was only

mentioned by me at our own fireside;
but it soinenow became known in the
neighborhood, where it excited some

curiosity, and even a stronger feeling.
At the annual sheep wasbiug in June
following, it was brought forward,
wheu I was required to take a glass of
liquor, and, on my declining, was held
by two or three youngsters older aud
stronger than I, while the liquor was
turned iuto my month, aud some of it
forced down iny throat. This was un¬
derstood to be the end ot my foolish at¬

tempt at singularity.
It waa not, however. I kept quiet,

but my resolution was unchanged; and,
soon alter my removal to Pultney, I
..assisted" in organizing the first Tem¬
perance Society ever formed in that
Lown.perhaps the first in the county.
It inhibited the use of distilled liquors
only: so that I believe our first Presi¬
dent died of intemperance some years
afterward; but a number still live to re¬

joice that they took part in that move¬
ment and have since remained laithful
to i*.a pledge and its purpose. I recol¬
lect a story told by our adversaries at
that time, of a man who had joined the
Temperance Society just organized in a

neighboring township, add, dying soon
afterward, had been subjected to an

autopsy, which developed a cake of ice,
weighing several pounds, which had
gradually formed and increased iu bis
stomach, as a result of his fanatical de¬
motion to cold water. Alas! that most
of our factious critics have since died,
and no autopsy waa needed to develop
the cause of their departure! A glance
at each fiery proboscis, that irradiated
even the cerements of the grave, was

"sufficient.
