longer uny doubt jhat the French troops
have entered Rome. The Italian Re¬
serves have been called out.

It is reported on good authority that
the Government of Prussia has pledged
her support to Italy iu the event of a
rupture of the friendly relations be¬
tween that country and France. It is
known there is a crisis in the relations
between France and Prussia, which
which causes much uneasiness and ap¬
prehension in monetary circles.
London, Nov. 2..P. M..General Mo-

nabrea. Prime Minister of Italy, in a

note justifies theadvauce ofthe Italiau
troops into the Papal territory. He
says the dignity of the Italian Govern¬
ment and the violation of the Septem¬
ber treaty by the French, required this
movement.

NbwJYork, Nov. 2..The Herald's
special of October 30, says: Garibaldi's
camp is at Castle Yuibilers, five miles
distont from Rome. Ou Wednesday
morning he had under his command
3,000 soldiers. The men are all well
armed and have plenty of provisions.
The General has no artillery except
two brass guns taken from the Papal
troops during the fight at Monte Rondo.
They have no tents. There is very lit¬
tle discipline maintained. The rear is
unguarded.
Garibaldi's headquarters is in full

view o! Rome.
There are no Papal troops between us

and Rome, the soldiers of the Pope
who have been gradually and steadiiy
falling back for some days past, have
retreated within the line of the fortifi¬
cations of the city. Before their retire¬
ment from the field they burned all the
bridges over the river.
The Roman peasants residing in the

neighborhood of the contending forces
take no interest, at least evince none
iu the progress of affairs. They are en¬

gaged at the plow and tending their
fiockson the plains just as ususl. Gari¬
baldi's men do not iuterfere with them.
Eight men ol the Garibaldian army

are to be shot to-morrow, by sentence
of a court-martial, having been con-
victed of thieving at Monte Rondo.
The men of the force are very enthu¬

siastic in their hopes as to the result of
the movement ou Rome, but the weath¬
er is very cold during the nights, and
this lessens their patriotism aud endur¬
ance not a little.
Recruits come in at an average of six

hundred daily. Arms and provision**
are had in large quantities from the
provinoe of Perui. J
There has been no actual engagement

since the fights at Viterbo and Monte
Rondo. Tbo priests fought bravely at:
Monte Rondo. After the fight. Gari¬
baldi's officers begged him to shoot at
once all the prisoner* taken in uction,
but he refused promptly and with de-1
termination.
The French have not arrived at Rome

yet.
Signor Aecevibi was not killed at Vi¬

terbo, as at first reported.
Garibaldi's sons, Mentir and Recotti,

are both in camp with their father.
Garibaldi will not advance nearer to

Rome till he has 20,000 men at least
ander his command. He is to-day en¬

gaged in makingan examination of the
ruins of the bridges destroyed by fire by
the Papal troops.
