alter, amend, with our School Law,

Its adoption; sometimes changing for
the better, and more times for the worse.
No sooner does the school officer becomeconversant with the law and preparedto successfully conduct the
schools, than the law-makers, at their
tlrst session thereafter, make an entire
.1. ..non

First, see sets of 1863. We had three
Coinmissionera elected, who,, togetherwhlTthe Clerk' of the Township, constitutedthe Board of Education lor the
Township, performing «all the dnties
required both for the schools and school
property, the Board of Education appointinga collector of the school tax,
«nd the Township Treasurer receiving
and dinburning the sauie st a cost of
llx per cent.
But we mustlhave a change; see acts

of 1866. The Sheriff is made the collector,and the County Treasurer the disbursingoffioer, at a cost of four per
cent. This change was for the better;
but the next Legislature would not
have it so, but changed the law back
ngain, even making it worse than it
was at first. See acts of 1867. Dispensing
with the services of the Sheriff as col-'
lector, aud tho County Treasurer as the
disbursing officer, whose nnited compensationwas only four per cent., and
inakiug the TownBhip Treasurer the
collector and disbursing officer of the
school fund, at a cost of six per cent.,
and counting three additional officers
as trustees, in each district, assigning
to the Commissioners the very pleasant
duty of attending to their neglected
business.
Now, we have the change proposed

by the Joint Special Committee, re-instatingthe Sheriff in his old position.
which is a gain; aud substituting the
Supervisor, Clerk and Treasurer of the
Township for the School Commissionera.whichis a loss.
The School Commissioners hold their

office for three years.one being elected
Bach year. There is always a majority
holding over, conversaut with the law
and business of the Board, which would
not be the case with the Supervisor,
Clerk and Treasurer, they being elected
yearly. But a still greater objection to
the officers substituted, is the fact that
the Clerk of the Township draws all
orders payable from the school fund,
and the Treasurer would pass upon all
orders drawn on himself. How much
better the Supervisor would perform
the additional gratuitous duties imposedupon.him, time alone can determine.
We would suggest, however, while the
change is being made, having an eye
to economy, that the services of the
rownsblp Treasurer bedispeused with,
and the Sheriff be made the collector
aud disburser of the school lund, aud
that he be allowed a commission of
three per cent for collecting and disbursingthe same.
