Committee of the city will make a briel
report to Council at the meeting next
Tuesday night.

We have
very little means of knowing what this

report will exhibit. We remurked in
this column some days ago in referenceto the Baltimore <fc Ohio Railroad
debt of the city, that tbo whole debt
was $600,000. That was tho original
subscription, but the city's Baltimore <fc
Ohio Railroad block could only be sold
by first cancelling an equal amount of
the debt, so that in the process of
converting this slock, $140,000 of the
debt has been cancelled, leaving the
debt now $360,000. The original stock
received by the city wits also $500,000
and the city afterwards received $140,000more stock in payment of dividends.
In all she has sold $180,000 of this stock

.940,600 of it being dividend stock. She
in therefore still possessed of $400,000,
upon which the company at its regular

nt Baltimore Wednesday last, declared
n half yearly dividend of four per cent
clear ol United States tax.

It seems proper to Hay, too, in regard
to the non-payment of the interest on

the bonds held by the Treasury Depart-
raent, that we are informed no demand
for the interest was ever made. The
Cherokee Indiana for whom these
bonds were held iu trust engaged
in tho robellion, and their annuities
were withheld. The Department, for
some reason, either through oversight
or neglect, failed to call for the
Interest, and our agents seem to
have given themselves no trouble
about offering to pay it. Yet there
was no good reason why the moneypledged for its puyment should not
have been held in reserve to meet the
demand when it should be made, as Of
coume it would be, sooner or inter. The
simple fuel appears to bo that the moneywas taken to reimburse the banks
for advances made by them to the city

which the lianks advanced the money
would no doubt have been kept down
to reasonable limits. To help reimbursefor those advances, one hundredand eighty thousand dollars
of Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
i tock has already been sold,and uow to
supply (his deficit of $70,000 brought
about in the same way, it will bo necessaryto sell $250,000 more; for the
principal be in;; applied to cancel the
debt, only the premium is available
ftfi other purj oses. Then if wo aro

correctly Informed tho city account is
overdrawn $107,000, nnd tho sale of
all tbo remainder of tho Baltimore
and Ohio Rniln adstock will only yield
premiom enough to pay some$58,000 of
it.leaving us, niter cleaning out all
this valuable stock, still behind Home
$50,COO, foi money advanced by the'
banks.

North Wheeling, one
on the old Market space,East Wheeling, and the other at
the corner of Zauc and Walnutstreets, on the Island. It requires
every load ofcoal to bo weighed and certifiedat the rate of eighty pounds to the
bushel, the certificate to bo delivered

for either helling »»r buying coal not no
weighed and irortitied, or coutrary to
the certificate of the weighmaster. An
exception is muile of manufacturers or
others who purcuase by continuous
contract, where the seller and buyer
agree todisponse with weighing. Thefees', which are tuoilsrate, are to bo
paid by the owner of the coal. Theywill, of course, bo added to the price
and paid by the cousuuior. llut the
consumer will know what he is
paying tor and will on the
average derive much more benefit
from the new regulation thun
the cost of weighing. For example,for weighing a thirty bushel load ho is
to pay live cents,whilo he will get from
nuy 10 seveniy-iivo cents worth more
coal than ho olteu gets now for the
same money.
Tho object of the ordinance is one

that must commend iUelf to all.sav«
perhaps the coal dealers. Thin draf
appears to bo carefully drawn and W(
trust it will receive prompt contirma
tiou by the Council.

AN OBDINANCE.
Snplementary to (he Ordinance en
titled "An Ordinance In Relation t<
the Election, Duties, and Fee* of tin
Welgh'SIastcr of tbe City of Wheel
Inf.

He it ordained by the Council of the Oiti
of Wheeling :

Sec. L There shall be within the citj
limits three weigh scales# |n aodltioi
to the scales at the Second and Filtl
Ward maket booses, to be located aJ
follows: One at tbe corner of wash
ington and Market streets, in the Firs
warn; one ai me uiu iiihikci il

r the Fourth Ward; and one at the cornel
of Zane and Walnut streets, in th<
Seventh Ward.
Sec. 2. In addition to bay and othei

articles, now required to be weighed
on the public weigh scales, all coal
bought, sold, or delivered within the
city in carts, wagons, or other vehicles,
shall be weighed upon one of said
scales, and the number of bushels in
each load ascertained by weight, by
the Weigh-master or one of his deputies,at the rate of eighty pounds to the
bushel. And ifany person shall offer
for sale, or sell, or deliver, or receive
paymentjfor, any load ofcon 1 which has
not beenao weighed, and the number
of bushels thereof ascertained, and beforeho has obtained a certificate therefor;or, having received such certificate,shall sell or otherwise dispose of
said load, or Hny part or parcel thereof,
contrary to the certificate; or attempt
to impose a false certiticate in the sale
thereof; or, when ho has made sale,
shall not, in the delivery of the coal,
also deliver (he certificate of its weight
to the purchaser; or shall practice
any deception by concealing any substancein the load with a view to defraud;he shall, for every such offense,
forfeit aud puy tho sura of flvo dollars.
Aud every person purchasing and payingfor coal not previously weighed
anil certified, shall likewise forfeit unrl
pay, for every such offense, the sain of
five dollars. And if the Weighinaster or any of his deputiesshall purchase any coal or hay.other than for his own use, he shall
forfeit and pay for every such offense
the sum of twenty dollars. Provided,That this section shall not apply to coal
delivered at the Water Works, or distributedby order of the Council to the
public offices, or poor of the city; nor
to manufacturers or others who purchaseby continuous contract, where
the seller and buyer agree to waive
weighing under this ordinance.
Sko. 3. It shall be the duty of the

weighmaster and bis deputies to keep
a register at each scales, which shall
always be open to public inspection,wherein shall be entered every load
weighed at said scales; giving the
name of the article weighed, for whom
weighed; the weight; date of weighing;
and, if coal, the kind thereof, whether]
clear, mixed or slack; and the fee re-1
ceived for weighing. And heshall furnisha certificate stating the number
of bushels therein contaiued, the kind,
if of coal; aud the number of pounds,
il of other articles.
Sue. 4. For weighing coal the weigliinaslershall be allowed to charge the

following foes, and no more, which
shall be paid at the time the certificate
of measure is given, by the owner of
the coal:
For each load containing thiity bushelsand under, five cents; for each load

containing over thirty aud not more
than fifty bushels, ten cents; for each
load containing more than fifty bushels,fifteen cents.
Sec. 5. All liues imposed by this ordinanceshall be imposed and collect-

cu in iuu ooiiiv uiuuuur us is |irescriuoain Section 40, of an ordinauce entitled
"An Ordinance Defining andPrescribin#the Punishment of Certain Offenses."
Sec. G. The weighuiaster Khali payinto tho city treasury fifty per centum

of all fees received by him and his deputiesas a rent for the use of said
sixties, to bo paid to tho treasury of tho
city on the first Monday of each
month, who shall settle with him accordingto his registers.
Sec. 7. All ordinances and parts of

ordinance heretofore enacted inconsistentherewith are hereby repealed.Sec. 8. This ordinance shull go into
effect on the day , 1863.
