Respecting the vote on Stanton's reinstatement,the Baltimore American

says that of the absent members it is

confidently expected, and not disputed,
that Iioss, Henderson, Sherinau,
Sprngue, Willey and Yates, and probablyMr. Grimes, will vote for conviction.These, with the Senators voting
for the reinstatement, would givo 41 for

conviction, without Mr. Wade.five
more than tho two-thirds.
Respecting the vote on thedeclara-

tory resolution of February 21st, It

appears 12 Republican Senators were

absent. Of these, Fowler and Grimes
are claimed by Johnson's friend?, but
it Is doubtful bow lliey will vote. Allowingthese two and Mr. Fessenilen
to be doubtful, there are still nine of

these absentees of whose votes for convictionno doubt has over been raised.
Add these to those who voted for the

resolution aud it gives 37 without Mr.
Wade. Mr. Hdinunds, of Vermont,
who voted with the Democrats against
tho resolution has almost uniformly
voted with the Republicans duriug the

trial, and is counted as certain to vote

for conviction. This would make 38
without Mr. Wade.
Analyzing these votes still further,

wo find the following Senators who

were absent on the vote upon Stanton's
reinstatement voted for the resolution
of February 21st: Henderson, Koas,
Sprague and Willey. Of those absent
on the vote upon the resolntlon of Feb-

ruary 21st, Ibo following had voted for
Stanton's reinstatenaent: Chandler,'
Connoss, Corbett, Fesaenden, Fowler,
Frelinghuysen, Howard. Howe, Morganand Nye. So that the only Republicansabsent and uncommitted on both
votes aro Sherman and Grimes. ThirIty-nine Republican Senators, besides
Mr. Wade, are therefore, squarely com|mitted to vote for the President's convictionand cannot do otherwise withoutgrossly stultifying themselves.
We conclude, therefore, that Mr.

Johnson's conviction may be set down
as a foregone conclusion.
