Hon. Alfred Caldwkll, r widely
known and rospected citizen of Wheel-
Ing, died yesterday evening at his resi-1
dence in this cit3', after an illness of

dome weekB. He was a mac who for
many years hud filled a large space In
the history of this community, and in
tho esteem of our citizens. He was a

graduate of Washington College, at

Washington, Pa., and subsequently of
Harvard law school. lie came to this
city when a young man and entered
upon the practice of the law, which ho
pronecuted with great energy and talentand with corresponding success. Ho
soon established a character for ability
and reliability, especially for prom ptitud©and probity as a collector, which
guvo him at once the respect and the
business of t!»» community.
In lS-r»l he was chosen Mayor of this

city, and at the expiration of his term,
was ro-electfd. Ho was again elected
Mavor in ISot). and ai;ain served two
trrniH. The duties of bin position were

discharged with his characteristic vigor
and decision. At that time tho Mayor's
Court was a feature of our municipal
government, and very few offenders
against the poaco and dignity of tho
oliy went through that court unscathed
whilo Mr. Calftwell presided. At tiie
expiration of his term of the Mayoralty,
be was chosen from this District to the
Virginia Senate, where ho served until
the breaking out of tho rebellion. As
uarly as 185(1 he sympathized with the
priuciples of tho Kepublican parly,
thou juht coining into existence. It tit
bis love of fair play was ovon stronger
than his political empathies, and a

Republican meeting held in Melodeon
Hall having been broken up by n mob
headed by the notorious Jtollvar Ward,
at a second meeting Mr. Caldwell interposedhis authority as Mayor for
tho protection of those in attendance.

Senate, he took no pains to concoal his

made the target of general denunciationand distrust; especially toward the
clone of his term.

country, lie took a leading part It
the Republican movement here iu I860
and was Chaitman of the Virginia dele
gation to the Chicago Convention tha
nominated Mr. Lincoln. In tho carli
summer ot IStfl, he was appoiuted b;
Mr. Lincoln consul to Honolulu, th
chief city of the Sandwich Islands, ail
uated on the island of Oahu. Here h
resided near six joars, returning to hi
home in this city early last fall. Hi
health was much enfeebled by his pre
traded residence in that enervatln
climate, and after his return he visibl
failed until within a few weeks, whe
his malady assumed a dangerous forn
In the ordinary conrse of nature Mi

Caldwell should have beeu spared t
his friends yet many years. He was
man of large capacities and extensi\
usefulness. Whatever, he undertoo
was done well aud thoroughly. He wt
a man of generous sympathies, wanaud faithful in his friendships and onwho made warm friends. u0 was poisessed of fine intellectual powers anof great firmness aud decision of cha;
acter. He was more than ordlnariisuccessful in his private affairs, atthough ho leaves a numerous faml
