The Speaker presented a communicationfrom the Secretary of the Treasury,with a statement of the judgmentsobtained in the Court of Claims,
and paid by the Treasury Department.

Mr. Garfield, from the Committee on

Military Affairs, reported a joint resotiondirecting tbe Secretary or tho
Treasury to sell ihe tract of land belongingto tbe United States, in Baltimore,known as tbe site of Fort Cov-
ington. Tbe resolution was modified
simply so as to authorize tbe sale, and
in otber respects and was adopted.

Mr. Woodbridge moved toamendthe

bill by striking out the word "Alabama"wherever it occurs, on the
ground that a majority of the voters of
that State had not voted in favor of the
Constitution as provided in the reconstructionlaw.
Mr. Farnsworth denied that such was

the requirements of the law, asserting
that the provision was that Congress
should be satisfied that a majority of
the people of a State were in lavor of it.
He declared that a larger portion of the
registered voters ofAlabama had voted
for the Constitution than any other
State.
Mr. Bingham moved to amend by

striking out the lirst.section of the
clause prohibiting a change in the
Constitution, and inserting Instead of
it the words "that the Constitution of
said States shall never be amended or

changed so as to discriminate in favor
of or against any citizen or class of
citizens, in reference to the right to
vote who are now entitled to vote by
said Constitution."
Mr. Bingham said he would accept

that as a substitute for his amendment.
