ho must return in the afternoon with t
proper excuse from his parents. Tin
boy did not appear at school at all ii
tho afternoon, but was seen playing ii
the vicinity of tho school premises..
The next morning be returned ti
school after the opening hour, withou
any excuse for either tardiness or ab
seuce. Tho teacher then required bin
to go home for his excuse, lie, after
while, returned with a written note
asking that tho absence bo excused
but the wording of which did not i
any manner go to show that the at
sonco had been necessary. Tho teacli
or then sent the lad homo for on
correctly written, he came bac
and stulcd that Ids mother refuse
to sign the paper sent by the teact
or, and with word that tho teacl
or might take the excuse already sei
or uoue. Tho teacher then referred tl
case to myself, and. alter learning tl
tacts as above stated. 1 considered it ti

duty, not only to the boy, but to tl
parents and to tho school, to requi
from him a sulhclctit excuse before h

lowing him to resume his seat. Ti
mother then sent for me, and I calb
and saw her, and explained to her wl
it was essential to have excuses fro
absentees, showing their absence
have been necessary, nnd-stated to h
that it would be necessary for her si
to appear Willi BUCil excuso ueiore
could bo reinstated. The verbal stat
mont of tho lady would have boon sti
ticiont had it been rendered before t
circumstances above related transpire
As it was, notice bad bt>en given to t!
boy, iu presence ot" tho school, ai

through him to the parents, that
wouUl not be allowed to resume L
position in the school without the i
quired excuse. The excuse as requinhas not been received, and the lad w!
not be reinstated without it, unless I
authority of tho Board of Kducation
the Superintendent of Schools, and it
to be hoped that this authority will ube exercised. 1 wish to say most ditinctly that neither tnvself nor 111teachers have, in any Instance, refus<
any excuse owIur to tho omissionthe word necessary, provided that tllanguage employed even Implied th:there was necessity for the absencetardiness.

If worthy parents would see tlimatter rightly, they would not hesita
to co-operate with teaohers in onrorciithis judicious and most ueces*ary re
ulattou. Without such a rule t
schools of Wheeling would speedily
into demoralization. Unthinking ai
unreasonable parents and unruly oh
dren would soon have matters th*
own way, and the schools would 1

terly fall to accomplish ^he object J
which they were established.
