As
a mattter of fact, there is to be no mus-
tering done; yet wae ara ealled npon In
agoniziog terms by our copperhead ex-
chapges to know if we want to ““muster
with a nigger?” We nnhesitatingly
say, no! We don't want to muster
with anybody ! And there don't hap-
pen to beany mustering to be done un-
iesa able-bodied men are wanted for tar-
gets. In that case we would
feel aboul aH safle by the
side of an honesl black man as
beside & rebel. Il a draft had Lo be
made we wonld just as lief a negro
should be drafted ag ourselvea, and If
blood had to be spilled we would just
as llef his blood should be apilled as
our own.

But the trouble Is the negro is to be
enrolled se & militiaman. - So are the
white copperheads, Then of course
they are on an equoality! And being
on an equality, what is to save theledi-
tor of the Greenbrler Independent, for
instance, from ‘‘marryiog a nigger?”
Nothing we can Lbink of, unless it
should be the virtue and good taste of
the ‘‘nigger.”
