I hai
heretofore had occasion to give in deta
my reasons for dissenting from th
view. It Is not necessary at this tin
to repeat them. It is sufficient to sta
that I continue strong in my convictic
that the acts of secession, by which
number of States sought to dlssol'
their connection with other States ar
to subvert the Union, being unauthu
ized by the Constitution and in dire
violation thereof, were from the begi
ning absolutely null and void. It fc
lows, necessarily, that when the rebc
lion terminated the several Stat
which had attempted to secede oonti
ued to be States in the Union, and s
that was required to enable them to x

sume their relations to the Union w;

that they should adopt the measur
necessary to their practical relations
States. Such measures were adopte
and the legitimate result was, tiio
States, having conformed to all the r

quirements of the Constitution, r

sumed their former relations and b
came entitled 10 the exercise of all ti
rights guaranteed to them by its pr
visions.
Thejoint resolntion under consider

tlon. however, seems to assume that t
the Insurrectional* acts of their i
