Congress is about to adjourn. It is
asserted that Mr. Johnson will not, unIder any circumstances, recognize tbe
Southern State Governments. He has,
however, recognized their existence in
several ways, and, if a Washington des!patch in the World is to be believed,
"by direction of the President the Sec!retary of War will soon issue a general
order reorganizing the existing militia
districts in the South, in consequence
of a number of Slates having been admittedto representation in Congress
and civil authority restored therein. A
number of officers now on duty in that
section vsrill accordingly be relieved and
ordered to their post*." It is said in
other reports that the President will
withdraw the troops entirely from those
States from which the work of reconstructionhas been completed.
Mr. Johnson's feelings toward the

new Stale Governments were very freelyexplained In his veto message the
other day, when he declared them illegaland of no validity whatever ; not
only this, but be asserted positively
that the only legitimate State Govern!ments in the South are those which he
established. He declared that "the onIly legitimate authority under which
the election for President and VicejPresident can be held" in the Southern
States "must be derived from the governmentsinstituted" before the 4th of
March, 1867; and added :
"All «ho HLaie governments or^an!ztil In

these htates under the acta of Congress lor
that purpose, anil undermlllt&ry control, are
Illegitimate and of do validity whatever,
aud in that view she votes cast lu taoe
Mat a for President and Vice President in
pursurmco of the act* passed since the ind of
Marcti, lsST.and la obedience to tne so-called
Recount ra cliou acts or Coucre^, cannot Le
legally received and counted, while the only
votes in those: Males thai can b* legally cast
aud counted will be tho«e cast la pursuance
oi tne laws in lorce in tne several Males prior
to I he legislation by Con^res* upon tLe subjectof reconstruction."
Now, circumstances may arise in

which the President's opinion on Ibis
point may become of very great irnportance;and these circumstances he
can help to bring about. Suppose, for
instance, that he withdraws all the
troops from the Southern States; supposethat, thereupon, the Southern
Democrats attempt to carry out the
threats of Wade Hampton aud General
Blair: suppose an attempt is made In
any State, or in several of them, to
overturn the State governments, and
set up those which Mr. Johuson has
already declared the only legitimate
ones. Suppose that the existing State
government, in any case, linds itself
unable to enforce its authority, and
calls upon the President for assistance,
as it has a right to do. under tbatclause
of the Constitution which declares that
'"ho United States shall guarantee to
every State in this Union a Republican
form of government, and shall proteceachof them against invasion, and on
application of ihe legislature, or of the
executive when the legislature cannot
he convened, against domestic vlollence."
Suppose all this; what in that case

would the President do? If he should
happen to act up to his official opinions,he jponld at once refuse to assist
the real and defncto State government;would reiu»e to recognise it; and
would, if the rebellious organizationasked for help from him, send the
troops down io act in its behalf, and to
put down, by violeuce, the proper authorities.
Now, it may be said that we are supposingwhat will never happen; weaiucerely hope that is true. But we

are, after all, only putting a case whichhas beeu put for us by General Blair,Geueral Hampton, General Wise and
Mr. Johnson. All that we have supposednifty happen if only these persona
carry out their threats; and, if it does
happen, what then? Congress will
have adjourned; and can meet again
constitutionally only on the call of the
President, who will not call it. The
President will be, for the time, dictator;
on his will Is to depend the question
who shall vote in the Southern States
in the Presidential election. If
in auv Slate the Dower of the
regularly constituted authorities is restatedby an organization calling itself
a State Government. Mr. Johnson has
publicly and officially given his word
that he will lend his countenance, as
President, to such a revolt. If, just beforeelection day, such un organization
claims to represent and command the
State, and orders polls to be opened
to white men only, Mr. Johnson has
already said that he will regard this
violent interposition as just and legitimate.If disorder begins, he has pledgedhimselt to take the part of the
rebels.
Now, this is so serious a matter that

it ought, at least, to be looked In the
the face. If we are to have revolution,it is well to have a little notice beforehand. The Blair letter waBplainly understood^when it first appeared as athreat of anarchy and revolution; Itwas so Interpreted by everybody. Butthe understanding was then that ita
