NATcHEZ, July 22, 1868,
Editor Fickitruryg Bepublicon:

that wonld not harm even a child.
bas for the last year been teachiog a
colored schoal In the neighborboed of
Washiogton, In the ¢ounty of Adams.
This, in the eyea of the rebel Democra-
¢y, was another great offence.

1 wil give yoo the statement of BMr,
Staward himeelf, and 5ou and the pob-
lic can judge of the enormily of the
crime and those fepds in human shape:
I live nesr Weashington, in Adams
eocunty, Mississippl, on the Ferguson
place, Bometime before daylight on
Sonday morning, July 198, I heard my
name mentioned several limes, One
of Lbe volees I recognized es that of my
neighbor. He was asking **what ia the
matier?” The reply was, Is Steward
up., e want to ses him. We bave
ot into troubis in Natchez, and want
15 advice and assistance. fam anpld
acquaiptance of Bleward's, of Tensas,
in Louisisna.”

The man pearest me replled, “There
has been & gresl row io Natches to-
night, sod fonr colored men and Lwo
white men bave been killed, and we
were mixed op in the scrage, sod we
want scur advice and bhelp 1o get
awsy.”” I replied, “I know nothiog
abous: it, and can’t give you any advice
what to do, end I bave no mesns lo
Selp you with.” 1 thought at jhe time
{hey were colored mep; forit was dark
wi dark thut one coold not, unless by
cloee cbservation, distinguleh between
persops. The coe, oearest me then
szid, come down ibe sleps, I want Lo
gay a word or Lwo privslely.,” .,

I replied, “Wait a moment gatil I
put on my panis and shoes”” He said,
“Never mind yoor pants aod shoes, we
bave no time tolcge; it is near day and
we must be off from here; come,I
won'l keep yon an instant,” I started
down thesteps with him, snd when we
