seen surpassed. One of the twigs, of
the JJartlett pear, about twelve or fourteeninches long, bears sixteen pears
nearly all largo and well formed. The
other, of a different variety, probably
eighteen inches in length, bears no less
than nineteen largo pears. Tho wonderlallmt tbetrco can produco tind the
limbs eustnin such a growth, though of
course these are exceptional cases.
