The eastern displays a full length flgnre
or Grant with the motto 'we fought
with bullets as we will with ballots.
Morristown carried the old flags of the
51st and 38th Pennsylvania regiments.
The third Division was composed of

the New York delegations, under Gen.
Graham. The next division was composedof delegations from Delaware
and Maryland.
Kegimental flags from the war were

carried and excited applause. The 5th
Division contained the New Jersey
delegations, headed by the veteran
olhcers mounted. .The 6th Division
composed the Massachusetts delegation.
The procession occupied an hour and

a half in passing a given puint, and
was, in all respects, a grand spectacle.
The records of the Supreme Court up

to the 24th ult., though no one day is
complete, show that in nine days 1,310
persons were naturalized, and that
twelve persons vouched for 332, or onefourthof the whole nnmber. In the
Supreme Court a rule has been applied
for, against Snowden, the prothonotary,
for au investigation as to the issue of
papers in blank with the signature and
seal of the Court.

The
meeting wan held ou the old parade
grounds of Fort Defiance, and brought
up m»uy recollections, associations
nod reminiscences of the war.

were 8ung by Glee Clubs, and numerousbrasa and martial bands played
patriotic music. In the evening a

grand torchlight procession paraded
the streets. Nearly 10,000 people were

preseut during the day; Democratic
Cairo uever witnessed such a sight be*
fore.
