3fr. Delmar, the blundering ;r’tb—
metician of the Treasury Department,
who a faw days ago figured outan en-
ormous defilency for the current fiscal
year, recelyes gharp punishment from
all quarters. Hon. E, B. Washburne,
Chairman of the House Commiltee on
Approprirtions has authorized a state-
ment of recelpts and ‘expenditures
which shows a very different result
from Mr, Delmar’s. 'The entire docu-
ment is too_long for ourcolumns, bat
we find it thus epitomized by the New
York Times: i
‘iBatimating the returns of the whole
year by fhose of ils firat quarter, the
costoms < revenue “will be'$170,000,000,
with' a moral certainty that any f_nlilng-
offcannot excead five millions, Making
the amplest allowance for ble con-
tingencies, the yeéar's receipts from this
source may be stated at $165,000,000.—
‘The internal revenue, again, may be
relied upon to yeld more than $160,000,-
000, while there Js a probability that it
‘will rise to near §200,000,000. The smallec
of thess ami ted on a

is predl i
continuance of the receipts of the past
guarter, which felt the effecls of the
abolition of indosirisl taxes withouot
realizing the gaintoaoccroe from the new
jaw relative to-the colleotion-of the
tax on .distilled- spirits eod tobacco.
When the latter slall come into full
operation next month, large additions
to the internal revenue may be expect-
ed. For the present, however, and Lo
avold the charge of exaggeration, the
estioate is limited toan average which
is below, rather than over the truth.
The same desire to be on the safe side 1s
apparent in the estimated amounnt ol
recelpls from miscellaneous sources.
They ara put down st $45,000,000, al-
though the only known deviation;from
those of last year, when they exceeded
fifty millions, is less than two millions.
3 exam‘nlng the utmost caution,
then, it is fair to assnme that the total
revenue will not be less than $370,000,-
000,  This conclusion is based upon the
tigures of the first guarter of the year,
verified by the experience of other
ears, The amounnt is more likely Lo
i‘;o foar hundred millions, but, for pru-
dential reasons, Mr, Wasbburne has
preferred to exclude from his estimate
ull donbtful guantities,

Wil $370,000,000 cover the expendi-
tores of the Government? This is the
pext point to be ascertained. LasL year
the ontgo was slighily in exceas of this
sum, and the additions of the current
year, under some heads, are more Lthan
covered by reductions under other
heads. The only known additions are
the Alaska purchase, an increase of
more than two millions in the pension
expenditure, and a Poat Ofice deficien-
oy which the Department estimates at
five millions; making a total of §14,500,-
000. Sapposing no change of an oppo-
site character to oceur, a deficlency to
that amount might arise. Buat the sav-
ing on the payments for interest will
alone balance these additional ltems;
the interest having Iast year been
$140,423 985, while for the present
year it will not wary greatly from
$126,000,000, Moreover, there were
iagt ‘year payments to the States
on’ account of war debls exceed-
ing ten millions, which will not recur,
or, if at all, for 1nslgnificant amouants,
The Freedman'’s Burean, which last
year cost conslderably more than three
millions, is this year belng wound up
with nn appropriation of hulfa million.
Theriver and harborexpenditures have
been reduced from six millions to a mil-
lion and & balf; aod the measures of re-
trenchment applied to the army aod
navy will produce a suving of twenty-
five millioos in each. The total reduc-
tions ns compared with Inst year's ex-
pendltures from an aggegate of §81,677,
408, and bring down tLe estimaled ex-

Instead of antisipating u deficlency,
