The personal property
of the oounty on which tsxes were laid
in 1867 was, 94,266,046. The last valua-
tion; made by a Democratic assessor,
Increased it 9583,149; bo that the person-
alty valuation on which this year's
taxes are lUid ia. *4,849.195. The total
taxable property was, therefore, in
1887, 19,646.005; in 1868, fl3.C09.951.an
lnorease of fS.623,746, or about 87 percentqpp.
The object the legislature had In view

was not to raise more taxes, but to
equalise them by readjusting erroneous
values. They contemplated that the
rofe of taxation would be reduced to
correspond with the increase of the
basis; and they accordingly reduced
the tax lor State purposes 10 cents on
the 9100 value, or 3SJ£ per centum.

We do not know what
the .school levies are in the country
townships, or how much greater their
aggregate is this year than last; bat we
have here $43,167-24 more tax this year
than last) exclusive of the school levies
in the country-district. The taxable
property in that district is $3,177,419;
and those who know what the levies
are can make the calculations for them-
selves. It will be seen that, exclusive of
these, tho county and school taxes to be
ooliected this year omonnt to the enor-
mous sum of $187,863, or $43,167-more
than last year; and of this aggregate
$156,293 is paid by the city, or $36,675
more than she paid last year.
