STUPENDOUSFRAUDS IS IIDIAHA.

Th© Way tlie Democrats Expect to
Carry the State.

.A Lafayette correspondent of the New
York Ufmes, furnishes the following
details of the frauds perpetrated by the
Democrats in Indiana, whereby they
came so near to carrying the State:
During the night of the 12th and the

forenoon of the 13tlTof October, the Re-
publican State Central Committee and
many of the County Committees were

fairly overwhelmed by telegrams from
prominent Republicans, both in Ken-
tucky and Illinois, who informedthem
that large numbers of "bummers and
repeaters" had started from their States
for Indiana. Thus Gov. Ogleeby, of
Illinois, who left us late on tbfe 12Lh,
telegraphed already on the morning of
the 13th, from Springfield, Illinois, to
prominent Republicans of I*afayette
and- Indianapolis, that five hundred
Democratic repeaters" had left that
city for Indiana. Similar dispatches
srrived from Chicago, Decatur, Joliet,
i/ouisville, I^exington, Frankfort, Ac.
It is estimated that not less than 12,-

manner on Tuesday last, in Indiana.
L*et those who-feel inclined to donbt
tbla statement take tbo following facts
into consideration. Owing to the fears
generally entertained by Republicans
that lnrge frauds would be committed
in the counties situated along the Ohio
Kiveri-these counties were very care-
fully canvassed a few days before the
election, and large Republican gains
were reported everywhere. On the 13th
of October, however, all these counties
not only gave the Democrats the moat
unprecedented gains, but polled a vote
exceeding by one-third the large vote
cast in 1864 and 18G6. Vanderburg
county, (Evansville) gave 232 Demo-
craticgain; Posey, 379; Warwick, 188;
Spencer, 07; Perry, 252; Floyd; (New
Albany,) which a month or two since,
at a closely contested city election, had
give the Republicans a gain of 700, gave
a Democratic gain of 727; Clark county,
»jfuoiouuviiiH, opposite liouiaviue,
Kentucky,) 503; Ilarrison, 357, Ac. It
was nearly uh bad in the tier of conn*
ties adducent to Uio river counties.
Another most significant fact is the

following: All the ferry-boats on the
Ohio Kiver, between Indiana and Ken-
tucky, did an immense business on the
12th and 13th of October, and the rail-
road a did u bigger passenger business
.on the 10th, 11th, 12th and 13th of Oc-
tober than ever before on nuy four of
their in oil prosperous days. Here. in
Lafayette, eighty tickets /or .Louisville,
Ky,, wereaold on the evening of the
electiou day, when usually only one or
two are sold. The low boarding houses
kept by lri»h and German Democrat**
were, without exception, With crowded
strangers, all of whom have now left
the city again. Detectives who have
been looking up persons suspected of
frauduieut voting, report that a great
mauy men who voted on Tnesday can-
not be found any longer.
In view of these glaring frauds,

Tbis will give us excellent opportunites
to probe these inramous frauds to the
bottom, and the Republicans through*
out the Slate are determined that the
investigations shall be of the most thor-
oug character. Voorhees, in the Sixth
District, will not receive the certificate,and if the wants of Major Carter's seat
in the next Congress tie will have to
contest it, which he Is not likely to do.
Gov* Keybionr Tskm tbe Stamp!
The Democracy is recovering a little

from its panic, and proposes to make
another effort for the "Lost Caase.n
Gov. Seymour is himself to take the
slump. Finding how useless are all the
speeches made by others in his behalf,
he proposes to see what he can say and
do lor himself. Theshort time remain-
ing between tbia and November 3, is to
be occupied by Gov. Seymour in advo-
cating his own election.
The effort is well meant, but it will

amount to nothing. No man ever yetincreased his own chance of an election
to the Presidency, by showing his per-sonal anxiety for it. The people never
have regarded that office as one to be
scrambled for, or to be given to the man
who wanted it most. On the contrary,it has generally fallen to the man
who seemed to want it least. Calhoun,
Clay and Webster were universally re-
cognized as men of transcendent
ability and as profound statesmen.
They were all ambitious, and all strove
earnestly and strenuously for the Pre-
sidency. Each of them lost It mainlydecause of hia intense anxiety to getit. We do not recollect thai any one of
them resorted to the desperate expe-dient oI making pnblic speeches in ad-
vocacy of his own election.althonghthey were all quite as powerful and
persuasive orators as Mr Seymour.But tbe people regard disinterestedness,entire and complete unselfishness, as
essential to the proper performance of
tbe duties of tbe Presidency; and when
they find any mau intensely bent on
acquiring the office, they regard that
fact as a very strong reason why he
Bhould not have it; and they have
never given it to such u man.

It is too late, moreover, for Gov. Sey-
mour to produce any very marked
effect on popular sentimen^ by his ora-
tory, no matter how brilliant or splen-did it may be. He has discussed all
the issues that aro involved* in tbe can-
vasB already. His opinions are perfect-lv well known. IT» nnn now
