Hon. 8. Li. Hoge, of Columbia.SouthCarolina, associate justice of the Su-preme Court ol that Stale, called uponGeneral Schofleld, Secretary of War,yesterday morning, to represent to himthe condition of affairs in South Caro-lina, and to request oertain dispositionof the troops now in that State. 'JndgeHoge has been especially delegated byGovernor Scott to come North and have
an interview with the Secretary, andproperly state to him the true status olaffairs.
Judge Hoge waraccompanied to theWar OfHoe by Qen. Ltttlefleld and Hon.W. N. Coleman.of North Carolina, thelatter gentleman Attorney General ofthe State, and General Dent,who intro-duced the party to General Schofield.Messrs. Littlefield and Coleman, whilst

not calling upon the Secretary of Warfor any specific purpose,yet la conversa-tion related facta connected with their
own Slate rivalling the horrors relatedby Judge Hoge.
General Schofield received the gen-tleman very cordially, and Judge Hogeat once Stated bis mission. We give a

brief outline of the Judge's statements
to the Secretary, and are gratified to
know that the result of the Interview
was entirely satisfactory and the mis-
sion a successful one.
It has been the determination of the

rebels ofSouth Carolina to exterminateall white Union men residing in the
State. More especially Is their hatredextended toward the leaders of the Re-
publican party, and within the past fif-
teen days twenty five murders of Union
men have been committed in Abbeville
Bounty alone, two of whom were mem-
bers of (he Legislature. Colored men
have been taken from their beds at
aight, their shirts drawn over their
beads, and then brutally beaten.
SJArmed bodies of Ku-klux patrol the
country, and with murderoua aim
ihoot down the husband and father as
ie«sits at the table with his family.L'he civil authorities in nearly every
iase will not seek out the murderers,
[n counties where the sheriff is disposed
o act he is powerless.can get no as-
ilstauce. The Ku-Klux have sworn
o kill every Union member of the
legislature ere the day for assembling,
leairing a new election to be held, and
>y intimidation of the colored men at
he polls secure the State government
O thfimselvfiB. »nd on hlnoHw
warfare. Iu the event of the election
if Seymour and Blair, one of the moat
>rominent Democratic politicians stated
hat it was the intention of the Sonth-
ro "white men" to call-a convention
omposed of the same, upset the pres*
nt State governments, and make them
ult the principles for which they fought
hrougb a long and bloody war.
Over 15,000 stand of arms have been
mported into the State(from New York
ity mostly) within the past few weeks,
vhich are of the most improved pat-
ern, (the repeater, firing seventeen
imes,) and large quantities of ammu-
lition accompanying. Dally and ntght-
y drills are had and all of the leading
