In 1791 a man named Mitchell was

tried, convicted, and sentenced to be
banged, in the State of Pennsylvania,
for the crime of treason against the
United States. Judge Patterson, who
presided at the trial, charged the jury
as follows:
"To resist or prevent by armed force,

the execution of a particular act of the
United States, is a levying of war
against the United States, and consequentlytreason within the true mean*

This trial took place in the Circuit
Court of the United. States. In 1799
another trial for trsason~that of a
man named Fries.occurred before the
same Court. Judge Iredell presided.
He repeated the same opinion which
had been held on the trial of Mitchell
by Judge Patterson. He also said:

If *: the.intention wns to preventby force of arms the execution of
any act of the Congress of the United
States altogether, any forcible oppositioncalculated to carry that intention
into effect was a levying of war against
the United States, and of course an aot
of treason." -.. "

Fries was convicted and sentenced to
be banged. For eome cause anow trial
was subsequently^granted to him. On
the second trial th» Court, which was

then composed of Judge Samuel Chase
and Judge Peters delived the following
opinion:

That an insurrection or rising of
any body of people within the United
States,to attain by force or violence any
object of great public nature, or of
publio and general or national concern,
is a levying of war sgainst the United
States.

'That any such insurrection to resist
or to prevent by foice or violence the
execution of any statute of the United
States under any pretence of its being
unequal, burthensome, oppressive or
unconstitutional, is a levying of war
against the United States within the
WUBUtUUUll."

Here, it will be seen, the precise
pretext set op by Gen. Blair, that
the law ia unconstitutional, is epoken of
by the Court, and it is laid down that
to resist the law on this ground is a
levying of»a war within themeaning of
the Constitution, and is treason.

However flagitious," says' Chief
Justioe Marshall, "may be the crime of
conspiring to subvert by force the
Government of our country, snch conspiracyis not treason."
