New York city property, which property
shall be double the value of the money so
loaned.

THE FUNDS.
The remaining two-thirds, afler paying

the expenses of tne association, shall ba investedin Keal Estate in the city of New
York, or in bond and mortgage on property
in the city of-New ^fork. the interest of
which shall go to pay the current expense*
of the association. If a deceased member
leaves no heirs themoney becomes the propertyof the association, with the proviso that
the expenses of burial shall be paid out of
such funds, said expenses, however, not to
exceed onehundred dollars.
A member failing to pay his fee ofone-dollarand ten senis within thirty days from
