we put a stop to it. I have politely expostulatedwith my wives and daughterson this subject. I have aalced them
il they think it looks nice, aud have
been told that it did, their reason for
thinking so being that souiebody else
wore it so. That Is all the argument
that can be brought in its favor. There
is do reason In the world why a dress
looks well trailing through the streets.
On the other baud I will say, ladies,

il we ask you to make your dresses
a little shorter, do not be extravagant
and cut them so short that we can see

the tope of your stockings. Bring them
dowa to the top of your shoes, and
have them so (bat you dan walk and
clear the dust^ and do not expose your
persons; Have your dresses neat and
comely, and conduct yourselves in the
strictest sense of the word, chasity.

Telegraph and Post Office

by which Ihto Postmaster General is authorizedto establish a postal telegraph
system, and, as a part of such system,
contract with any telegraph company
for thetransmissionofmessages by tele,graph at rates not exceeding 20 centa
lor messages oftwenty words, fo£»eaoh
and every five hundred miles, with 5
cents foe postage, la in harmony with
tb* present postal system, and appears
to otfer a practicable, feasible and permanentremedv for the evils of the pres

>est system. We there/or*, cordially
approve ot the postal telegraph system,

THANKSGIVING SERMONS.
Flint Presbyterian tbarcb.
REV. D. W. FISHER, PASTOR.

Ttzt.The Lord will bless bis peo pie wild
peac*..Pa. 28: 11.
One of the many tbiogs for which wo

are called upon to-day 10 give thanks
is the prevalence of peace. This 1* the
subject to which also our attentiou is
turned in the text.
In this passage two things are stated

concerning peace. The first la thatGod
is the author of it. The seoond is that
It la *> varir ombi Mosalnx T» «.

of those favora wherewith the Almightydelights to comfort, not only the world
nt large, but even his own people. Id
order that we may be able to appreciateit let as contemplate Its nature.
There are several kinds of Deace. 1.

There isfreedom from tear. That war
is a terribltj evil no one doubts. It
originates in wrong. Always, at least,
one of the parties concerned has been
a transgressor. Iq its progress also,
it is attended by the most dreadful
evils. Its horrors are so great that our
minds cannot grasp them in a single
thought. Besides, every possible means
seem to be employed in order to cou*
ceal these evils from oureyes. History,
for example, records on its pages main«
ly the feats of daring which occnr, and
the victories which are won. Poetry
seeks to throw its witchery around the
bloody scenes of the battlefield..
Bat tear away tho veil, and
what a ghastly spectacle do we
behold! To take all in, yon most
include, with the tens of thousands
who are slain or maimed for life,
.the path of desolation which it leaves
behind it, the hearts crushed with gria;,
and the reign ot licentiousness which
it is almost sure to Introduce. You
must add poverty, bankruptcy, tyrannyfnmlnp nt-alilpnnp. and f*od him-
self only knows what more. Its consequencesare alsQ fearful. Sometimes
its victories are dn the side of right
But; sometimes wrong triumph? for a
season. The rnle in this tribnnal is
that might makes right. Unless God
specially interposes by his providence. J
the weak, no matter though justice is
with him, must submit to the strong.
Even if victory inclines to the stand-
ards of those who are fighting with the
principles of righteousness usually it «

lakes years to recover from the evils 1

which are produced. Conqneror and i

conquered are both left poor and embarrassed.Wicked passions have been
excited which are not soon calmed.
Life is cheap. Men make haste by
worse than doubitui speculations to pet
rich. Corruption seizes upon the
placeB of authority. Kellglon ior the ]
time is shorn of something of its force.
I do not mean even to intimate that 1

a warrior oannot be.a christian. Some
of the noblest men woo ever served the
.Lord have been educated for the army,
and have Bpent their days in the fort
and the camp. Neither is it always
wrong for a nation to engage in war.
As a matter of self-defence a people
may be compelled to pour volleys of
death from the mouths of cannon into
the ranks of their loes. It is one of the
sad evidences of human depravity that
war is aometimes an actual necessity.
Tne encroachments of adversaries may
be such as to demand resistance even
to the sword.
Nevertheless ail which has been said

is so true as to have been recognized by
the old heathen like Seneca, and In
modern times by men like Franklin
and Jefferson, who boasted more in the
name of philosopher than of Christian.
Even Byron acknowledged these things.
A3 ror cnnauanny 11 cieariy seia me
mark of its disapprobation upon this
cause of bumanity, provides a remedy
for its eradication, and points to a time
wbeu under its own benignant influence
nations sbail not "learn war any more."
Of all t be nnmberless Christian writers
wbo bave borne their testimony against
this evil, I will only quote two: Jobn
Howe in a Thanksgiving sermon In
1697, and Chalmers in 1816, after Napoleonwas banished to Si. Helena.
We ought to thank God tor the prevalenceof peace during the past year,

both in this Isnd and over the moat of
the civilized globe.

2. There is quite and order within the
limits of the nationt as guaranteed by the
law. If we remember that we have onlyrecently come out of a tremendous
civil conflict which more than a foreign
campaign tends to produce lawlessness.
.that society la oar pari 01 me country
baft been revolutioned in ODeor Its most
radical elements.and that the whole
nation baa been subjected to Ibe excitementof a Presidential election,.we
need scarcely wonder that there have
been occassional disturbances of the
public tranquility. .Let us condemn all
that is evil in these things and devoutly
thank God for the measure of peace enjoyed.

3. There ispeace in the Church. Evangelicaldenominations are not disputingwith one another but are uniting
in an offensive movement against error
and sin.
Of the remaining forms df peace I

will mention only that of the soul with
Ood. It is obtained by ibe blood of
Christ.
This is mainly a national thanksgiving.T>et our hearts then swell with

gratitude to God for bis blessings to us
as a people. And may be perpetuate
us as a home for the oppressed of all
lands.

Tbe poor boy, if be be honest and industrious,may rise to stand before the
greatest aod noblest of the land. ..Anotherthing for woich we havecause to
rejoioe. is liie general intelligence of the
day. For this we are greatly indebted
lo tbe newspaper press. The editftr is
king. The power of the press la manifestedin (be moulding of ideas, the elevationof the people, and tbe influence
wbtcb it ezsrta npon oor dally lire. Beyondall tbta it ta open to religions influences,and wield* a force constantly
for good.
We hare butjust lately passed throngb

a greac political eomesi, a contest
which has been settled amicably by tbe
election of Grant. In connection witb
this struggle we are nataraliy led to
