I won Id earnestly renew my recommendationof last year that the control

of the Indians be transferred to the
War Department. I call special attentionto the recomendation of General
Sherman on thla subject. It has my
earnest approval. It ia unnecessary
that the argument in favor of the
transfer should be restated. The
necessity for it becomes strongerand more evident' every day.
While* the Indian war continues I do

not deem any general legislation for the
redaction of-the army advisable. The
troops on the plains are all needed.
Troops are still needed In the Southern
States, and further reduction can be
made in the way already used and now
in operation when it is safe, namely by
allowing companies to diminish by dischargeswithout being strengthened
by recuits or by stopping appointments
of Second Lieutenants. If it should be
deemed advisable, the veteran reserve
regiment ought to be discontinued by
absorption, and retirement of officers
and discharge of men, without detri>
ment to the service.
