WIIKHKAS, The .President of the UnitedStates hug heretofore set forth severalproclamations, otlering amnesty

and pardon to persons who lmd boon or
wore concerned iu the lalo rebellion
against the lawful authority ofthetiovertiinentof the United States, which
proclamations were severally issued on
the Sihday of December, !S*i3, on the 7th
day of September, 1SG7, and on the Jth
day of July, in the present year; and
whereas, the authority of the Federal
Government having been re established
in all the States and Territories within
the jurisdiction of the United States, it
is believed that such prudential reservationsand exceptions as at the dates
of asid several proclamations were
deemed necessary and proper, may now
be wisely and justly relinquished; and
that a universal amnesty and pardon
for participation in said rebellion extendedto all who have borne any part
therein, will tend to secure perinanont
peace, order and prosperty throughout
the land, and to renew and fully restore
confidence and fraternal feeling among
the whole people, and their respect lor
and attachment to the National Governmentdesigned by its patriotic fouuders
for the general good.
Now therefore, be it known, that I,
Audrew Johnson President of the
unueu niaics, uy viriuo or tue power
and authority in ino vested by tlie Constitutionami in the name or the sovereignpeople of (lie United States, do
hereby proclaim and declare uncondi-
lionally and without reservation to all
and to every person \ylio directly or indirectlyparticipated in the late insurrectionor rebellion, a full pardou and
amnesty lor the otTence of treason
against the United States orof adhering
to their enemies during 'be late civil
war, with restoration of ull rights privilegesand immunities under the Constitutionand laws which have been
luade in pursuance thereof.

as proposing to build up and foster the
appropriation of the greenback to tlio
par value Of gold by a proccss HO gradual,gentle, steady ami smooth that tha
change would scarely be perceptible l»y
the debtor or creditor, and bothalike
would be able to meet their business
calculations and business arrange
merits from time 10 lime during the
process by appreciation, with such
accuracy that no *erlouH harm could
come to either class. Ho, however,
prefers to see the bill amended in variousparticulars. The two leading ones
are first, that banks should not be permittedto retuaiu in a state of supension
for a day, much less for six mouths afterresumption by the Treasury of the
United States; and second, the dividendson the Government stocks belongingto the banks, but held in trust
by the Trewaurer as security for the
redemption of tbece circulating notes
bhould be retaiue^l by the Treasurer,
and not be paid over to the bank to be
held by tbetn until the day of resumption,aixl the selection of these dividendsby the treasurer should commencen year earlier than proposed by
the bill. <

Mr. liliss, accordingto latest accounts from Paraguay,
continues in the services of President
Lopez, and is engaged in preparing a
work on Paraguay. The rise of the
river lias, foriunately, been nearly a

month earlier than usual. Hut for this,
It would have been Impossible to take
the Pawnee, Quinnebatig anil Kansas
up the river, and even now the ta«*k is
an arduous one, it being difficult to
carry twelve feet through some of the
passes. The health of tho squadron
continues good. i

The Supreme Court adjourned te .lay
uutil January 4th.
