WEST VIRGINIA LEGISLATURE.

The Peabody Fund and the West Vir-
ginia Schools.

A meeting of the Board of Trustees
of the I’eabody Fand was held in Balti-
more Friday. The report of Dr. Sears
the agenl contains an interesting sc-
count of the Schools of this State, of
which the following is an abstract:

Searcely any State in the Union is
muking more vigorous exertions in be-
half of general edueation, in proportion
to 11s abllity, than West Virginia. The
liberality of the people in taxing them-
gelves for erecting school-bouses and
supporting schools is all that could be
desired. Two years ago Lhere were no
school houses in the Siate, except u few
academy buildings. During the last
year three thousand were erected, The
State labors under great embArrass-
ment in having few among the youth
who nre gualified to teach schools, and
few men who bave the requisite know-
ledge amdl experience to organize and
superintendgchools, To remedy the for-
mer evil one normal school has been
opened, s A second is waiting only
for funds suflicent to pay the salaries
of teschers. The sechool laws of the
State are conformed in great measnre
tothose of P'enusylvania and Ohlo, The
Stute superintendent appears to be well
qualified for the duties of his office, and
the counly superintendents whom T
auw ure self-sacrificing, efheient men.
Everything, thercfore, anppears very
pormising.g although the system is yel
in ita infaney.”

A particalur aceount was given of the
condilions on whiech approprialions
were made, logeneralit would appenr
thul for every §1,000 given from the Pen-
body frzud nbout 3,000 were ralsed by
the people, besides what they paid for
schoel hoonses, Sowme further econdi-
tions, ulso, were generally mnde, such
ns incrensing the number of tenchers
and prolonging (he schools to a period
wf ten months,

At Fairmont £1,000 was given to aid
the support of public schools, apd F0o
us an inducement lo open the normul
school, which had not yet gone into
operation for want of funds.

In Morgantown there is an excellent
systewn of publie sehools, for whose sup-
port no nid was needed, but as the State
Agricultural College In that place has
been induced, by the greal searcity of
common school tenchers, 1o open A nor-
minl depurtment during Lhe spring lerm
of every year, provisiun was made for
twenty-five young men to attend that
course of instruction the coming spriog,
ench being aided Lo the amount of $20,
In Moundsville, where 400 children
were attending the publie schools, and
where, during the last year,a school
hounse had been erecled al an expense
ol 10,000, the sum of §1,000 wins given
oo eomilition of increasing the number
and prolonging the terms of thé schools,
In Parkersburg the nunual expeunse of
thie schools is 361,000, and still, of the
1600 children, only aboul 800 are re-
caiv.ng instruction in them, Here nlso
an expensive school house has been
erepted, The amount of aid granted
(£15,000) was on condition of making
jurther provision for the accommodn-
tivn of these children for whom  there
is no room in the public sehools. The
town ol Charleston pays 35,000 for the
support af its schools, upder fourleen
tepchers, but it has no good school
housvs, On condition of supplying
this deficieney uand ndding three
months to the leogih of ita scbools, it is
to recvive §1,000.

In Clarksburg there is n good sys-
tein of graded shools, aceowmmodating
40 pupils for o period of seven mounths
atan expense of F3 000, As a condi-
tion of receiving §1,000, the school au-
thorities were requested to ioerease the
nnd the

corps ol teachers prolong
sehools Lo ten months, The snme
amotint was granted to Grafion on

similur conditions.

In Martinsburg there arel,000 chiidren,
for the instruction of whom only seven
tenchers wre employed,  'Fhe expenses
of the town for kehool ediices und sala-
ries of tenvhers hnve been heavy. The
sum of #1000 was piven 1o eocournge
the people to make aple provision lor
the whole populntion.

The Normnl school at Guynndotte
received nid to the amount of §H00, Some
of the county superintendents hold
teschers' Institutes for 8ix consecutive
weeks during the vacation,  To each ol
thesw the sum of 100 was given, The
Stutesuperintendent was informed that
£200 would Le placed nt his disposal if
he woul:dl see that the teachers of the
Stute were furnished with @ journal of
cduention.
