At 1l o’clock Whalen
was pinioned, and accompanied by the
sheriff and throe priests, was led from
the prison looking very pale and excit-
ed, but he moved along with a firm step
apd mounted the stairway to the ascat-
fold, responding as he walked, distinet-
ly to the prayers of the priests, After
the pater noster had been repeated, he
said: ‘I beg pardon for any offence I
may have committed; I forgive all
parties who have injured me; I ask for-
giveness trom any one 1 may have In-
jured, God save Ireland and God save
my sounl.”

The executioner then fitted on the
white cap and drew it over his face, ad-
justed the rope, and in a few moments
the drop fell and Whalen hung by the
neck for four minutes suffering intense-
ly and then breatbed no more,

It is rumored that Whalen left a
a written paper inthe costody of tha
she:iff, tha purport of which is not yet
made publie,

It appears that on the 4th of Dacember
Admiral Davis addreased to President
Lopez a letter, in which he says: It
does not belong to me to define or even
consider the status of Iiliss and Master-
man, but on this pubject your Excel-
lency will, I do not doubt, repose con-
tidence In the justice and friendship of
the United States, which has afforded
your Excellency many recent proofa of
Its respect and sympathy. Lopez re-
plied that those persons were criminals
deeply committed in the affair of a hor-
rible conspiracy, very particolarly the
former. e suid he would cheerfully
consent to the delivery of the criminals,
provided it were reguested in a man-
ner more in conformity with the fact of
their being accomplices of Ex-Minister
Washburpe,and the first was intimately
acquainted with his intrigues in the
character of copspirator and agent of
the enemy, of which he was accused in
the natlonal tribunals. To this Admi-
ral Davis responded, it was no part of
his official duty either to offer or refusa
any terms which would affect the legal
criminal condition of those lwo per-
sons. Again referring to the friendship
of the United States toward Paraguay,
he asked that I3liss end Masterman be
embarked on board his vessel, subject
to the disposition of the Governmeut of
the United Stales, ot whose justice and
friendly sentiment IPresident Liopez
could entertain no doubl. President
Liopez acceded to the request, saying,
however, it could not be complied with
in the sense of a reclamation, but of u
graceful courtesy on the part of the
Government of Paraguay towards the
Unlted Stales,

The lilection Committee of the Ilouse
considersd the Louisiana conlested case
to-day.
