The
rebels are disfranchised for erime, and
beeause it is feared thelr exercise ol the
franchise wonld ba dnngerous to Lhe
government, The negro is disfranchis-
ed slmply ©or hia color. If that is a
erhmoe the Almighty is gailty of it, not
the negro. We conceive the claim of
these twn claszes to the ballot reets
on wholly different grounds; and that
the negro's right Lo it does not at all de-
pend on thie rebel’s, As we remarked
befors, huwever, 1his is only the
Register's way of opposing the amend-
ment.

Thers I8 a prospect now that the dif-
ference between the two Houses of
Congress respecting the suffrage unend-
ment are nbout to be adjusted. The
umendment as reported by the Recon-
straction Commpiittee and first passed
Ly the Houxe, declured that *The right
vlfany eitiz.n of the Coited Siates to
vute =hall not be denicd or abridged by
the United States or any Siute, by rea-
son of rave ot eolor or previous coundi
tion, ef any citizen: or elasa of citizens
o1 the Unitd Stuites.”  The Seunate, not
satistied wiih this proposition, adopred
n resolution of 1= own, declaring that
» Na dizcrimination shnall be made in
the Unbied Stutes among the citizens of
the United Siates in the exercise of e
vivetive franchise orio the right o held
atice in any State, up sccount ol Face,
eolur, nativily, property, sduacation or
creed,” Tbe;House declined to agree io
thie Secate resclution, amd called jor o
comurittee of conference, The motion
thnt this request be acceded to led to s
long snd exciting debale in ihe Senale
on Wedoesday, wbich ended in the
adoption, by a two-thirds vote, of a
sabstitute reported by the Senate ju
diciary comuinirttee for the Senate reso-
lution, us fullows : *The right of citi-
zons of the United Siates tu vole or hold
office shall not be denied or abridged by
the United Siates, or by any Siate, on
peconut of race, color, or previous con-
dition of servitude.”

The resolutiou thus vitered wis ugain
gent to the House, and Saturdsy it wus
called up by AMr, Boutweil, Mr, Ding-
ham offered as a sabstitute for it the
following: **The right of citizens of the
United States to vote or hold otlice shall
not be denied or abridged by any Siate
on account of race, color, nativity, pro-
perty, creed or previous condition of
servitude.” This, it will be seen, Is the
proposition first adopted by the Senate,
except that “previous condition of ser-
vitude” is added. This amendment of
Mr. Bingham’s was agreed to and the
Senste resoiution thua nmended was
p 1. 'The second section of this res-
slution slmply gives Congress power o
enforce the provision by approprisle
legislation, the Morten section in re-
gard to the choice ot Presidential elec-
tors having been dropped.

The provision thus substituted by the
House, on Mr. Bingham’as motion,
passed the Senate substantially injts
original resolntion by the decisive vote
of 40 to 16, The words added make it
more completé and, we should think,
more acceptable to the Senate. There
