THE LATEST^ FASHIONS.
Hptclal Correspondence of Intelligencer.

New York, April 12, 1809.
Dresses are much trimmed and nearlyall forms of ornament are used in the

present modes. Satin ruches, puffs of
silk and satin, fanoy rosettes and tabs
with rivers of contracting fabrio are seen
most frequently. Knglish thread and
Cbnntiliy lace trim the richest dresses,
and are not spared even on street suits.
Standing flounces and quillings, and
machine hemmed rullles, are the newest
form of band made ornament: Olive
and shell puffs, marquise ruches and
satin hdrrlng-bone may be added to the
list.
The panier Is seen on few dinner

dresses, but in its place a number of
sash puffs and basque ends at the back

f;ive the (required tournure, and the
arge puff is no longer indispensable to
fashion: These dresses are much puffed
behind, but in the form of a looped
tunic, not the added panier.
Walking dresses are made with

double and triple skirts, the wrapping
lseilhera shoulder cape, a short bHsque
or overdress, with tunic open in front
and sloping away at the sides. Tho
apron front Is worn, but the tunic is
newest. Basques are very short; the
lsnei at the back sometimes forming a

beading for tbe sash. Mantles and
jackets are almost, invariably belted,
and sashes are short and broad. Decidedlythe most stylish mode of making
Buits is with a tonic putfed behind and
looped at tbe Bide by BtrapB which pass
from the underdress. The newest mode
of trimming skirls is with lurge puffs,
which take the place of flounces. A
dress of pigeon colored eros grain has
a ten rucli tlounce, bias tlounco on the
edge of the skirt, with very narrow
satin binding; above this is a bias puff
of tho silk eight inches wide surroundingthe dress. The moderate panier
behind is simply a continuation of the
flounces and puffs. A handsome belt
of silk and satin folds with rosettesand short square lapels behind,gives the effect of a basque
at the back, while the front overhangsthe belt like a short fringed
jacket. It is fastened with large crochet
buttons in rosettes, and puffs of satin
pass over the shoulder, forming the
outline of a square cape looped in the
middle behind with large rosette and
fringed Batin leaves. The puffs and
flouhceson the skirt are looped at intervalsby satin straps, the sleeves are
covered with satin puffs to the elbow.
This is an extremely dressy toilette, but
will be imitated In poplin and thin
goods. Light materials, silk and cottonund silk and linen, are out, and
will be worn as soon as tho weather is
favorable. La Penchole is a mixture of
silk and linen, with changeable ground
and hair stripes in bright colors, thus;
A ground of green shot with rose und
striped with cherry color; a ground of
canary and green striped with light
green; of dust color and gold striped
with orange. La Mongolian is a twoeighthsmaterial of silk and cotton,
much softer than the silk and linen
mixtures, of plain colors in narrow

equal stripes of satin the same shade.
Dust and pearl grey, amber and fawn
color. Tbeseareweiladapted to Waltean
suits. A dress in French tasto is
fawn colored Mongolian, with two
puffed flounces on theskirt. with graduatedruches of brown silk below, be
tween and above tbem. The upper
dress is a tunic, edged with two graduatedquillfogs of brown silk, tbe side
widths gathered into the front, a Walteanfold falling from below thesboulderblades instead of the neck as usual;
the skirt is looped in a large puff at the
baok, surrounded by two quillings of
brown silk, and caught by four bows of
brown silk ribbon two inches wide,with
long loops and short ends. A square
bertha is outlined on the border with
silk quillings. The sleeve is original.
A strait coat sleeve with flat box plait
from shoulder to the waist; narrow brow
quillings round each Bide the box plait
to tbe elbow. Tbe box plait is held in lis
place by a few stitches underneath and
small ribbon brown bow's all tbe
length. The bodice Is closed by ribbon
bowB. A standing ruche of brown silk
tills tbe neck. Fanohon of fancy yel
low straw with scarf of- straw, net and
yellow rose and bronze foliage trailing
one side the face, tbe scarf held by a

knot of bronze and pearl leaves. Pawn
colored glovos.
A atyllsh uuiquo dress Is of stones

colored gros grain poplin which bas tbe
linish of that Bilk; the skirt is plain
Hnd gored closely In front and on tbe
hips. The over dress is of stone colored
leno with broad satin stripes of same
color. This is made In h large tuuio
which is as loner as theskirt behind, and
incut in points like » basque skirt in
front. The tmck Is caught in irregular
puffs, very fall indeed, and so are the
fronts; the sides are plain like sash
euds from the hips, and are trimmed
with a broad border of alternate folds
of black and orlmson silk, and edged
with a brocaded fringed ribbun of those
colors. This is to correspond with a
flounce of alternate folds or black and
crimson notched on the lower edge,
headed with a puff of thin material and
standing crimson ruche which is placed
on the front edge of the poplin skirt.
The tunic is finished with a flounce
and puff crossril with crimson ribbons,
and beaded with saw teeth of black and
crimson. A pointed short cape edged
with n deep llounce and colored silk
folds which also form a wide collar,
completes the costume. The hat which
suits this coBtnme is while crinoline
with black lace scarf and garland of
crimBon fuschias.
A plain walking suit of marine blue

serge with deep flounce, beaded by bias
band and standfng rnfll^. Over dress
with tunic skirt bouffant meeting
above a small round apron edged with
bias fold, rallied each side, tunic
trimmed with a slightly gathered
flonnce which is continued over the
shoulders, almost forming a pointed
cape. Pouf hat of black silk with crimsonrose and clusters of smaller ones
on the back and front, broad black
strings to tie under the hair, stone coloredgloves with black volants.
Black silk walking suits are

made very dressy indeed. The flouncesare notched on the edge or
laid in three-cornered folds overlapping
each other like saw teeth: the upper
skirt is a succession of puffs, notched
ruffles and satinhoneycomb trimmings,
which frequently require a week's laborof six women to finish for a single
dress. No wonder that a dressmaker's
bill for one dress wiil be six hundred
dollars, when all this work, besides
thread, lace trimming, satin at twelve
dollars a yard, and the material of the
dress, which is at least seven dollars,
has to be accounted for. An elegant
but simply designed blaok auit has a
llounce laid in triple plaits or groups of
three, which is fashionable with three
satin folds stitched on two inches from
the upper edge, tunic honffant behind
edged with plaited flounce four inches
deep, held by three s&tla folds and
bound with satin. The puffs behind
are held by flat bows striped with
French folds of satin; the waist has riversand a deep collar behind outlined
with three satin folds heading a full ol
blaok lace, a standing trimming of passementerieheads the inner fold of satin.
A hat to wear with this la two fans of
rainbow striped silk and black laoe.
Interleaved with knot of field flowers

placed on the blnck lace, and garland
trailed round tbeohignon.
Now that Easter is over the fashionablesresume their usual amusements,

and dinner and evening dresses will be
subjects of design. The most elegant
dresses will be Chamberg gauze and
grenadine in broad stripes of white,with
light blue, spring green, rose color or

The flouncesand ruffles round the skirt and
waist are lined with tarletane to preservetheir fullness and faced with blue
silk. The sleeves are composed of one
puff and frill of crepe, blue satin and
lace, in the centre of which are large
turquoise ba tons. The La'r is arrangedin the new style known as the canova
head-dies". Three large plaits of hair
wound round the entire head, a large
bow of hair placed directly on the
orown. A puffed band of blue satin
caught with pearls is placed between
the plaits or top ofthehead with a pearl
argrette at the left. An evening dreBS
for a young lady is of rose colored crepe
with Gabrelle upper dross without belt,
half low bodice, skirt looped into a puff
behind with a white satin ribbon tied
into an enormous star bow with several
ends.

taate, a gay striped petticoat with overdressof silver grey or black gaze, may
be worn with a soft silk scarf, barred
with the Waltean colors, laid in a plait
in the back from which it lioivls broad
and loose.
