A capitalist, a commercialist, and em-
ployer of labor and An accountant—
every mistress of a household is all
these, whetber she likes it or not; aud
it would bs surely well for bher, in 80
very camplicated n Btale of society as
Lthis, not (0 trust merely to that mother
wit, that intuitive sagacity and innate
power of roling her [fellow-crealures,
which earrles women so nobly through
their work in simpler and less-civilized

00 | gocieties,

And here 1 stop to answer those who

may 88y, as I bave heard it said, that a
woman’s -{ntellect is not fit for busi-
ness; that when a woman takes to
businesa ghe is apt to do it il), and no-
pleasantiy likewise; to be more suspi-
clous, more irritable, more grasping,
more unressonable, than regular men
of business would be; that, as I bave
heard it put, *'a woman does pot tight
fair.” The answer is simple: That a
womuan's intellect is eminently fitted
for business js proved by the epormous
amount of business she gets through
wilhout any speclal training for it; but
those fuuiis In 8 woman of which some
men compluin, are gimply the results
of her not having bad a special trein-
ing.

A little knowledge of the laws of
light, for Instance, weuld teach many
sen Lhat by shutting themselves up
day ufter day, week afller week, in
durkeusil reoms, they are s certalnly
comnnitting » waste of bealth, destroy-
Ing u vitul energy, and diseasing their
bruins, ns if they were laking so much
pruisen the whole time,

A litde kKoowledge of the laws of
best would teach women not to clothe
Lhewselves and their cbildren after
foolish and insufficient fashions, which
in this elimate sow the serds of a dozen
different disesses, and have to bs aton-
ed for by perpetual anxleties and by
perpetunl doctor’s billls; and az iora
little knowledge of the laws of electric-
ity, vne thritt I am sure It wonld pro-
duce—thrift to ns wmwen, of having Lo
answer continual inguiries as to what
the weather is going to be, when a

siight kpowledge of the barometer,
or of the form of the clouds
and the direction of the wind, would
