He accor-
dingly called Secretary FFish's atlention
to these mattersa and said he thought
the monitors were lying among Lhe
West India Islands longer thusn ueces-
HATY,

The Peruvian Mioister informed Seec-
retary Fish,in answer to these cowm-
plaints, that the monitors would remuin
in the West Indies late in the summer,
as winter was terrible weather for their
passage through the straits of Magda-
len, This explanation was given by
Mr. Fish to the Spanish Minister, with
the information that Peru had given
bonds not to use the monitors 1n the
Cubans Interest, which appeared to
mollify his nneasiness,

It is stated that the subject of tho re-
cent Indian ouiranges oo the Smoky
Hill,Saline and Republican rivers, and
on the line of the lKaneas Pacific Rail-
road, in Knneas, has been very earnest-
ly considered by the President and
Sacretary of War, Gen, Shermuan und
the Commissioner of lodinn Affairs
and the Western copgressmen have re-
solved to take immediate action for the
protection of the frontier from predato-
ry bands of Cheyennes and Sioux.
